A de-

claration In favor of Santa Ahka was unex

pected, as his party Is small. It was alleged

that CoMMosronT had earned that declaration

for the purpose of dividing his enemies.
After Issuing their proaeioBelM, me

contending parties fortified themselves tn

churches and other strong buildings, and firing

commenced. Stores and places of bBslnest

were closed. The citizens collected at the cor-

ners of streets, In anxious conference, for the

position of things was naexpected and the

crisis sudden. The business of taking up and
fortifying positions was continued some days

by the combatants, aBd resulted as follows:

The Eovernmeut forces held the Palace with
2,000 men, horse and foot; the Convent of San

Francisco, and the Mlnerla, with 600 men, and
several other churches, with small forces In

each. The pronnnetadex held the eitadel, with

2,500 men ; the Convent of San Augustin, with
300 to 400 men; the Convent of Santo Domin

go, with 600 men ; and the Custom House and

several churches, wtta small forces. Bes.des

these fortified points, tbe streets are all barri
caded, and breastwerks of sand bags thrown

up at many places, with placed at
most of the barricades.

Great Bring was deseTbut with comparative

ly little execution. A correspondent of the

New York Airraid says :

It is truly astonishing and amusing to wit-

ness their mode of fighting. Nobody except

To reduce tbe casualties among tbe latter as
much as pesrtble, the combatants agreed to

ceaee hostilities for three hours every morning,

to allow of marketing and other necessary bu

siness being done. The fighting bad continued

five davs at last accounts, without anythlBg
eeenrring of a decisive character. To allow

to leave the city a truce of
twenty-fou- r hours was agreed npen, each party
pledging its honor to leave tbe various fortiti
cations durinc that time untouched, but each
party spent the whole time in repairing breach
es and strengthening walls, totally regardles

of tbeir honorable engagements. Many citl
zees left the unfortunate place.

Tbe variees leaders issued strong proelama
tions. aeeasieff each other of deception, want
of patriotism, extortion, fanaticism and infi

delity. One says the others seek, in the holy
name ef religion, which they profane, to place
the capital in the hands of hypocrites and
highwaymen. Another is thankful that it has
been furnished, providentially with an occa-

sion In which It can support religion anil law,
and it looks for the time when exclusive prlv
ileges, monopolies, tyranny and wrong don

against the sovereignty of tbe law, will cease.
Tue adherents of Santa Anna pat for

" Plan of Salvatiou," in which the present
rulers are accused of faithlessness, arrogating
tueor to themselves to exercise it arhttarily
over others; establishing dictatorships' and
condemning honorable persons to tbe chain and

ball; placin' burdens on the citizens and drag'
gtngtbem into the army ; spoiling civil and
ecclesiastical corporations; perraittingdeprav

y and irreligion in the press; violating con-

a:ience ; outraging religious belief and cruelly
and Indecently vexing tbe ministers of religion.
In view of all this, Santa Anna, " His Excel
lency," Is to be called upon to govern and re
organize the nation, making such reforms "at
he tiall dttm wceitary, and issuing a call for
the election of President" and other officials

Until His Excellency arrives " to carry out his

toe hands of the General of tbe regenerating
army? Insurgents that do not eabmit are to
be treated as robbers and their men executed.

The whole " Plan" breathes piety, ambition

When we speak of the
affairs of Kansas we are apt to refer merely
to the existence of the two violent political
parties in mat territory, uiviaea on me ques
tion of slavery, just as we speak of such par
ties. in the Sate. This presents no adequate
idea ot the true state or int case, ine di
viding line there is not between two political
parties, both actnowledctn; me lawful exis
tence ot the government, but between those
wh are loyal to this government and those

bo have endeavored to destroy its existence
by force and usurpation between those who
sustain and those who have done all in tbeir
power to overthrow the territorial government
esanusnea ny uongress. tnis government mey
would long since haverubvertedhadit not been
protected from tbeir aesauhs by the troops of
the United States.

Su-- h has been the condition of affairs since
my Inauguration. Ever since tbat period
large portion of the people of Kansas have
been ia a state of rebellion against tbe govern
ment, with a military leader at tbeir bead of
a most turbulent and dangerous character
Thev have never acknowledged, but have con
stantly renounced acd defied the government to
which tbey owe allegiance, and have been all
the time in a state of resistance against ita
authority, mey htve alt the time been en
deavoriog to subvert it and to establish a revo
lutionary government, under the To
peka constitution, in its stead. .ven at this
moment tbe Topeka Legislature are in session.

The truth is, that, up till tbe present moment,
the enemies of tbe exis ing government still ad-

The very nrst paragrapu or
he message or uovernor jvumusuuj.uajw,
he 7th December, To the Topeka Legislature
ia r assembled at Lawrence, contains an open
defiance ot the constitution and laws ot the
United States. The Governor lays : " lie
convention which framed the constitution at
Tonrka oririnaied with tbe people of Kansas
Territory. They have adopted and ratified thM
same twice by a direct rote, ana aiso mured
ly through two elections ot State offiVcrs and
members or me state legislature. letitnas
nleased the administrntlon to regard tbe whole
proceeding revolutionary."

This Xopelca government, saoereu to witn
such treasonable pertinacity, is a government
tn direct opposition to the existing igovtmment
prescribed and recogmzea- - oy uongress. it is
a usurpation ot the same character as it wou'd
be for a portion of the people of any State of
the Union to endertace to establish a separate
government, within ita own limits, for the pur- -
nose of redressing any grievance, real or imag- -

lnxry, of which "they might complain, against
the legitimate State government Such a prin-
ciple, if carried Into execution, would destroy
all lawful authority and produce universal an
archy.

From tbis statement of facts, tbe reason be
comes palpable why the enemies of the govern
ment authorized by uongress nave Teruseu to
vote for delegates to me Kansas constitutional
convention, and also afterwards on the question
cf slavery submitted by It to tbe people. It is
because tbey have ever refuted to sanction or
recognize any other constitution than tbat
framed atToneka.

Had the wnole lecompton constitution oern
submitted to the neonle. tbe adherents ot this
organization would doubtless have voted against
It, because, If successful, mey would mus nave
rmnr1 an obatacle out ef the vav of their
own revolutionary constitution. They would
have done this, not upon a consideration of the
merits of tbe whole or any parlor me Lecoma- -
ton constitution, but simply became tbey have
ever resisted the authority ot the government
authorized by Congress, from wnich it ema
nated.

Such belne tbe unfortunate condition of af
fairs lu the Territory, what was the right as
well as the dutv of neople ? Were
tbey silently and patiently to submit to, tbe
Topeka usurpation, or adopt necessary meas-

ures to establish a constitution under the au
thority of the orzanic law of Congress?

That this law recognized ins rigot or toe
people of the Territory, without any enabling
act from Congress, to form a State constitution.
Is too clear for argument, r or congress " to
leave the people of the Territory perfectly

It was necessary, first, to
ascertain whether it was ths desire of the
people to be relieved from tbeir territorial de-

pendence and establish a State government.
For this purpose the Territorial Legislature, in
1S55 passed a law taking thesense of
be people of this Territory upon the expedi-

ency et calling a convention to form a S'ate
constitution" t the general election to be held
In October, 1864. Hie " sense of the people "
was accordbgiy taken, and tbey decided ia
favor of a convention. It is true that at this
election the enemies ot the territorial govern
melt did not vote, because they were thn en
gaged at Topeka, without the slightest pretext
of lawful authority, in framing a constitution
of their own for the purpose ot subverting tbe
territorial government.

Jn pursuance cf tbis decision of the people
in favor of a convention, tbe Territorial Leg
islature, on tbe zih of February, 1S57, passed
an act for the election ef delegates on me
third Monday of June, 1857, to frame a State
constitution. This law is as fair in its provis-
ions as any tbat ever passed a legislative body
for a similar purpose. Tbe right of suffrage
at this election is clesr'y and justly defioed
" Every bona fidt inhabitant ot tbe Territory
of Kansas " ou the third Monday of June, the
day of the election, wno was a dizenottbs
United States, above tie sge of
had resided therein for three months previous
.o tbat date, was entitled to vote. Ia order to
ovoid all interference from neighboring States
or Territories ith the freedom and fairness, of
tbe election, provision was made for the regis
try of the qualified voters ; and, In pursuance
mereor, nine taousaou two uunurea anu any-
one voters were reristered.

Gov. Walker did bis whole duty In urgingall
the qualified citizens ef Kansas to vote at this
election. In bis jnaigiral address, on tbe
27th My last, he Infotined them that " under
our practice the preliminary act of framing a
State constitution Is uniformly performed
through the Instrumentality of a convention of
delegates chosen by the people themselves.
That convention la now aoout to oe elected Dy
you under the call of tae lertitorial Legisla-
ture, created and s'ill recognized by the au
tborityof Congress, and lothed by it.Jn tbe

Tbe Territorial Legislature, then, in assem-
bling this convention, were fully sustained by
tbe act of Congress, and tbe authority of tbe
convention is distinctly recgaizd in my in-

The Governor also clearly and distinctly
warns them what would be the consequences if
tbey should not participate In the election.
'The people of Kansas, then," he says, are
invited by tbe highest authority known to the
Constitution to partieipite freely and fairly in
the election of delegates to frame a constitu-
tion and Sute government. The law ha s per-
formed its entire appropriate functions when
it extends to the people the right of suffrage,
but it cannot compel tbe performance of that
duty. Throughout our whole Union, however,
whenever free government prevails, those who
abstain from the exercise of the right of mif-fra-

authorize those who do vote to act for
them in tbat contingency ; and tbe absentees
are ai much bound under the law and constitu-
tion, where Ibire is no fraud or violence, by
the act ot the majority ef those who do vote as
it ail bad participated in the election. 0:ber-wis- e,

as voting must be voluntary,
must be impracticable, and monarchy

or despotism would remain as the only alter-
native."

It may also bo observed that at tb'is period
any here, if saCa had existed, tbat the Topeka
constitution would ever be recognized by Con-
gress, ronst have bee abandoned. Congress
had adjourned on the 31 of March pieviojs,
having recognized the legal existence of tbe
Territorial Legislature In a variety of forms,
which I ueed not enumerate. Indeed, tbe dele-
gate elected to the House of Representatives
under a territorial law bad been admitted to
bis seat, and had just ompleted his term of
service on the day previous to my inauguration.

This was the propitious moment for ssttling
all difficulties in Kansas. This was tbe time
for abandoning the revolutionary Topeka or-

ganization, and for the enemies of the existing
government to conform to the laws, and to
unite with its friends In framing a State con-
stitution. But this they refused to do, and tbe
consequences of tbeir refusal to submit to law-
ful authority and vote at tbeelectien of dele-
gates may yet prove to be of a most deplorable
character. Would tbat tbe respect for th-la-

of the land wbich so eminently distin-
guished the men of tbepast generation could
be revived! It is a disregard and violation qf
law which have for years keptethe Territory
oi Jansas in a Btaie oi almost open rebellion
aeainst its government. It ia tbe same smrit
wnicb has produced actutl rebellion in Utah.
Uur only saiety consists in obedience and con-
formity te law. Should a general mint a ra lim
its enforcement prevail, tbis ml! prove fatal
to os as a nation. We acknowledge no master
but the law; and enoald we cut loose from its
restraint, and every one do what semeth good
to nts own eyes, oar case win indeed, be hope
less.

Tbe enemies of tbe Territorial government
determined still to resist the authority of Con-
gress. They refused to vote for delegates to
tbe convention not because, from circumstances
wbich I need not detail, there was an omission
to rlgister the comparatively few voters wbo
were inhabitants of certain counties of Kansas
in tbe early spring ot 1867, but because they
had predetermined at all hazards to adhere to
their revolutionary organization, and defeat
the establishment ot any other constitution
than that which they had framed at Topeka.
The election was, therefore, suffered to pass
by default ; but of tbis Tesult tbe qualified
electors wbo refused to vote can never justly
complain.

From this review it is manifest that the Le
eompton convention, according to every princi-
ple of constitutional law, was legally constitu-
ted, and was invested with power to frame a
constitution.

Tbe sacred principle ot popular sovereignty
has been Invoked in favor of the enemies of
law and order in Kansas. But inwhat manner
ia popular sovereignty to be exercised in tbis
counjry, If not through the instrumentality of
estaonsnru uwr in certain smau republics
of ancient times tne people did assemble in
primary meetings, passed laws and directed
public affairs. In our country this is mani-
festly impossible. Popular sovereignty can be
exercised here only tbrou;b the ballot box; and
if the people will refuse to exercise It In this
nunoer, as tbey have done in Kansas at the
election of delegates, it is not for them tb com-plai- n

that their rights have been violate J.
Tbe Kansas convention, thus lawfully

many other Important sets, without requiring
that these should be subjected to their subse-

quent approbation. It would be a most incon-

venient limitation ot their own power, Imposed
bysthe people upon themselves, to exclude tbem
rrom evereiatntf inair anvereie-ni- in anr im,u.
manner tbey think proper. It it true thtt tbe
people of Kansas might, if 'hey had pleaied,
have required the convention to submit the con
stitution to a nonnlar vole I outiuis tucy ua.c
bot done. The onlr remedv. therefore, in this
case, is mat which exists in an similar hi-
If the deleratea vrhn framed the Jitnsas consti
tution have in any iflanner Violated tbe will of
their constituents, the people always possess
the power to change their constitution or their
laws, according to tbeir own pleasure.

Tbe ouestlon of alavcrv was submitted to an
election of tbe people of Ktnsat on th 21st
December last. In obedience to the mandate of
Iharnnatifnllnn Hr araln. a fair Opportu
nity was presented to the adherents of theTo-pek- a

I heartily rejoice that a wiser and better
spirit prevailed among a large majority of these
peoph on the first Monday of January and

State officers, a memher of Cobirress and for
members of the Legislature. This election
was warm I v contested bv the parties, and a
larger-vo- te was polled than at any previous
election ln'lue Territory.
sonably bope.thatthe revolutionary Topeka or-

rantzatinn will he. aneedilv and finally aban
doned, and this will go far towards the final
settlement of the unhappy differences in Kan-

sas. If frauds have been committed at this
election, either by one or both parties, the
Legislature and thepeople of Kansas, under
their constitution, know how to redress them- -
aalvea ami nunlsh these detestable but too
common crimes without any outside Interfe-
ranee.

The neoDle of Kansas have, then, ' in tbei
own way," and In strict accordance with the
organic act. framed a constitution and state
governaent ; have submitted the
question ef slavery to tbe people, aud have
elecied,a Governor, a member to represent them
in Congress, members ot the Siate Legislature
and other Slate officers. They no w asic admis
sion into tbe Union under this constitution.
nbtch is republican in Its form. It is for Con
?reai to decide whether thev will admit or re
lct the State which has thus been created.
For my own part, lam uecidedly in favor of it
admission, and thus terminating tbe Kansai
question. This will carry out the great prin-
ciples of recoenized and sanc
tioned by the organic act, which declares in
express language in favor of "

by Congress with slavery in the Statis or
Territories," leaving" the people thereof per-

fectly free to form and regul-tt- their domestic
institutions in their own wsy, suoject omy iu
the Constitution of tbe United States." Io
ibis manner, by localizing the question of
slavery, and confining it to the people whom it
Immediately concerned, every patriot anxiously
expected that this question would be banished
from the halls of Congress, where It bas a!
ways exerted a baleful Influence throughout
the whale coantrr.

It is oroner that I should briiflv refer to tbe
election held under an act of the Territorial
Legislature on the first MoDday of January
last, on the Leeompton constitution. This
election was held after the Territory had been
nrenared for admission into the Union as
sovereign State, and when no authority existed
in tbe Territorial Legislature which eouia poa
sibly destroy its existence or change its char-
acter. The election, which was peaceably con
ducted under my iastrtictiom,involved a strange
iBConsiitency. 'A large majority or tae per-

sons wbo voted against the Leeompton consti-
tution were at the verv time and place recog
nizing its valid existence in the most solemn
and authentic manner, by voting under its pro- -

visions. 1 have yet received no official infor
mi'.ion of me result of mis election.

As a qiestion of expediency, after the right
bas been maintained, it may be wise to reflect
upon the benefits to Kansas and tbe whole
country which would result from its immediate
admission into tbe Union, as well as tbe disas-
ters wbich may follow its rejection. Domes-
tic peace will be tbe happy consequence of its
admission, and tbat fine territory which bas
hitherto been torn by dissensions, will rapidly
increase in population and wealth, and speedily
realize the blessings and the comforts which
follow in the train ot agricultural and me
cbanical indus'ry. Tae people will then be
sovereign, and can regulate tbeir own affairs
in iheir own way. If a majority of them de-

sire to abolish domestic slavery within the
State, there is no other possible mode by which
tbis can be effected so opeedily as by prompt
admission. The will of tbe majority is su-

preme and irresistlWe, when expressed in an
orderly and lawful manner. They can make
and unmake constitutions at pleasure. It
would be abjurd to say that they can imnn'ertt.v.. r k.i, own power wbich they can-
not afterwards remove- - If they could do tbis
Hey might tlctheir own bands for a hundred
as well as for ten years.

They are fundamental principles of Ameri-
can "freedom, and are recognized, I believe, in
seme form or other, by every State constitu-
tion; and It Congress, In the act of admis-tion- ,

ebeuld tbink proper to recognize tbem, I can
see no objection to sucba course. Tbis bas
been done emphatically in the constitution of
Kansas. It declares in tbe bill of rights that
'all political power is Inherent in the people;
and all free governments art founded on their
authority and instituted for their benefit ; and,
therefore, tbey have at all times an Inaliena-
ble and indefeasible right to alter, reform or
abolish their form of government in such man-
ner as they may think proper." Tbe great
State uf New York is at this moment governed
undr a constitution framed aud established in
direct opposition to tbe mode prescribed by
the previous constitution. If, therefore, the
prevision; cbingine the Kansas constitution,
after tbe year 1S64, could, by possibility, be
constructed into a prohibition to make such a
change previous to that period, this prohibi-
tion would be wholly unavailing. The Legis
lature already elected may, at its very firs: sea
sion, Hiibmit the question to a vote of tbe peo
pie whether they will or will not bate a con
vefltioii to amend tbeir constitution, and adopt
Sir necessary means for giving effect to the
popular will.

It bas been solemnly adjudged by tbe highest
judicial tribunal known to our Uwe that slave-
ry exists in Kansas by virtue of the Constitution
of the United States. Kansas is, therefore, at
mis moment, as tnucn a slave btate as Ueoreia
or South Carolina. Without tbis equality ef
iuj souiueru amies composing me union would
be violated, and the use and enjoyment of a ter-
ritory acquired by the common treasure of all
the State, would be closed against tbe people
and tbe property it nearly bait tbe members
t tbe confederacy. Slavery can. therefore

never be prohibited in Kansas except bv means
ef a constitu'ional provision, and in no other
manner can this be obtained so promptly. If a
tnaioritv of the neople desire it. as bv admit- -
tint; it into the Union under its piejent consti
tution.

On the other band, should Congress rtj'ctthe
constitution, under me idea of atlJfdlRC me dls
effected in Kansas a third opportunity of pro- -
nttiit.ng slavery in me state, which mey mtgot
have done twice before if in the majority, no
man can foretell me consequences.

If Congress, for the sake of those men who
refused to vote for delegates to the convention
when they might have excluded slavery rrom
'he constitution, and wbo afterward' refused
to vote oo tbe 21st December last, when tbey
mil! lit. at thev claim, have stricken eiavery
from tbe constitution, should now reject the
State because .slavery remains In the constitu-
tion, it is manifest tbat the agitation upjn this
naueerous subject will be renin eo in a more
aUrmins form than it has ever yet assumed

Every patriot in the country had indulged
the hope that tbe Kansas and Nebraska set
would put a final end to tbe slavery agitation,
at least in uonzress, wn:co naa tor more man
ttvnttf veara convulsed lhe countrv and en
dangered the Union. Tbis act involved great
and fundamental principles, ami it rainy carried
into effect will settle thj question. Should the
agitation be s gain revived, could lhe people of
the sinter Statesbe again estranged from each
other with more than their former bitterness
this will arise from a cause, so far as tbe in
tereets ot Kansas are concerned, more trifling
and inshrnifieantthan has ever stirred the ele
meats of a creat people into commotion. To
the neonle of Kansas, the only practical dif
ference between admiss'on or rejection depends
ftimrdv nnen tbe fact whether they can tbem
selves more speedily change the present consti-
tution if itdoes not accord with tbe will of tbe
mnjotity, or frame a second constitution to be
submitted to Congress hereafter. Even if .this
were a question of mere expediency, and tot of
right the sisll difference of time, one way or
me olner, is ot not toe iraat luipwi itc, vuci(
contrasted with the evils which must necessi
rily result to the whole country from a revival
of me slavery agitation.

In considering this question, It should never be
forgotten that, in proportion to its Insignifi-
cance, let the decision bs what it may, bo far
as it may affect tbe few thousand Inhabitants
of Kansas who nave trom ine beginning re
sisted tbe constitution and the laws, for this
verv reasou tbe rejection of the constitution
wfil be so much the moresiceepiy re it by me
people of fourteen of'Jbej7States of this
Union, where slavery Js rEeognlzid under the
Constitution of tbe Coifed States.

Again : Tbe speedy admission of Kinsas into
the Lolou would restore peace and quiet to me
whole country. Already tbe' affairs of this
Territory bate engrossed an undue proportion
of rulic attention. They nave samy aneeted
the friendly relations of the people cf tbe States
witb each other, ind alarmed the fears or pa
triots for Hi a safety nf tbe Union. Kansas
once admitted Into lhe Union, tbe excitement
becomes localized, and will soon die away for
want of outside aliment Then every difficul
ty will be settled at the bnllo'-bo- x.

pbte. Aeticg opon his reliable Information, I
have been obliged, in some degree to Interfere
with the expedition, to Utah In order to keep
down rebellion In Kansas. Tbif bas involved

very heavy expects to the ifoirernciedt. Kan
sas oneeadmitted, it is believed there will no
longer be any occasion there for troops of tbe
Untied states.

I have thus performed my duty on this Im
portant question, under a deep sense ef respon-
sibility to God and my country. My public
lite will terminate within a brief period ; and
I have no other object of earthly ambition than
to leave my country In a peaceful and prosper
ous condition, ana to live in tae anecttons and
respect of my countrymen Tbe dark and
ominous clouds which now appear to be Im
pending over tne union, l conscientiously be-

lieve may be dissipated, with honor to every
portion of 11, by tb admission of Kansas du-
ring the present senlon of Congress; whereas,
if she should bs rejected, I greatly fear tbese
clouds will become darker snd more ominous
than any which have ever yet threatened tbe
Constitution and me union.

TO T&Z PEOPLE OS1 THE TjSItED STATES.
Having been recently removed from tbe office

of Secretary of Kansas Territory, under cir-
cumstances which imply severe censure on tbe
part of tbe President, and having hed no of-

ficial information of my removal, nor any op-

portunity for explanation or defense, I have
deemed It necessary to present to the people of
tbe United states a oner statement or facts in
vindication of my motives and in explanation
ot the results ot tbe act for which I have been
condemned.

The office In question was not given at ray
solicitation. My acceptance ot it under all
the circumstances was a proof of strong friend-
ship the President, and of unbounded cen- -... for . . . . . . ... . . i--
bdenee in me nrmness ana laiuiimaras wuu
which be would adhere to the line of policy
deliberately agreed npon between him, bis
cab net and 1,0V. waixer.

On my arrival in the Territory in April last.
tn advance of uov. vvaiwar, i coniess mat
had an Imperfect knowledge of tbe real condi
tion of affairs. I supfoeed tbe question of
slsvery to bs tbe onljr cause of dissension and
difficulty among the people; and, In my brief
inaugural address of the 17lh of April, I
treated tbis as tbe chief subject of difference
upon which a tubmitslsn to the people would
be likely to be demanded. I toon found , how-
ever, tbat this View was altogether too limited
and did not reach the true erosnd of contro
versy. Tbe great mass of tbe Inhabitants of
tne Territory were aissuisuea witn me local
government, and earnestly denied the validity
of tne existing laws. Asseruae wat tue pre
vious Legislature had been forced upon them
by the fraud and violence of a neighboring
people, tbey proclaimed tbeir determination
never to luomu to tue cBsttKtcata wl legisla
tive bodies thus believed to be illegitimate and
not entitled to obedience.

This was the condition ot things when Gov
ernor Walter came to in me
latter part of May. It was evident that the
just policy of permitting tbe peepie to regulate
their own amirs couia net oe succeseruuy car-
ried out, unless they could be Inspired with
confidence In the agents of Government through
whom this result was to be effected. If a mere
minoritv ot tbe people bad been thus dissatis
fied and cdntumaclous, they might possibly
have been proeouueed factious ind treated as
disturbers or me peace ; but wnen tne dit satis
faction was general, comprising almest thi
whole people, a more respectful consideration
was indispensable to a peaceable adjustment.
It was evident that the policy of repression a
rigid attempt to enforce svbmitslon without an
effort At conciliation would inevitably result
in a renewal of the civil war. Witb commend
able anxiety to avoid this contingency, Gov
ernor Walker resolved to ga among me peepie
to listen to their eompUiais, to give them as
surance ot a fair and just administration of tbe
Territorial Government, and to induct tbem, if
possible to abandon tbeir hostility, and to enter
upon the peaceful but decisive struggle at tbe
ballot-bo-x. I was often with the Governor
when he addressed ths people, and gave ray
best enerts in atd of tne great purpose or con-

ciliation.
It was too late to induce the peepie to go

Into the June election for delegates to tbe con-

vention. Tbe registration rtq tired by law bad
been imperfect in an tne counties, aadnannetn
wholly omitted in one-ha- lf ot tbem i nor could
the people ot tbese disfranchised counties vote
many aojieenl county, at nas been raiseiy sug-
gested. Ia such of tbem as subsequently took
a census or registry of tbeir own, tne delegates
chosen were not admitted to seats in tbe con
vention. Nevertheless, it is not to be denied
that the great central fact, which controlled
the whole case, was the otter wai.t ot confi-

dence by the people in tbe whole machinery ot
the Territorial Government. Tbey alleged tbat
the local officers, in all Instances, were unscru-
pulous partisans, who bad previously defraud-
ed them in tbe elections, and who were ready
to repeat tbe sime outrages again ; that, even
if intruders from abroad should not be permit-te- d

to overpower tbem, tbey would be cheated
by false returns, which it would not be poesille
for tbe Governor and Secretary to defeat. Al
though at that time tbese apprehensions seem
ed to me to be prepo'tereus and unfounded, it
was impossible, to deny tbe earnestnets and
sincerity with which they were urged, or
to doubt that they were tba result of deep con-
victions, having th rigin in some previous
experience of that

Tne worst portion of the small mlnori'y In
KansiB,who bad possession of the Territorial
organization, loudly and bitterly complained
ot Gov. tValker's policy of conciliation, and
demanded the opposite policy of repression.
And when, under tbe solemn assurances given
tbat the elections should be fairly conducted,
and no frauds which we could reach be coun-
tenanced or tolerated, it bad become apparent
tbat tbe mass of tbe people were prepared and
determined to participate in the October elec-

tions, tbe minority endeavored tn defeat the
rn!t .....i-i-- .. K- - n lfA(,tlutl Xur
electors, which had been repealed by tbe pre-
vious Legislature. Opinions were obtained
from bUh legal sources, tbe effect of which,
had they prevailed, would have been to exclude
the mass of tbe people from voting to retain
the con rol in tbe hands ef tbe minority, and,
as a consequence, to keep up agitation aud tn
render war inevitable. But the intrepid
resolution of Gov. Walker, in spite of fierce
opposition and denunciation, far and near, car-
ried him through tbis dangerous crisis, and be
bad the proud satisfaction ef having achieved
a peaceful triumph, by inducing tbe people to
submit to tbe arbitrament of the ballot box.

But lhe minority were determined not to sub
mit to defeat. The populous county of Doug-
las bad been attached to the birder county of
Jobnsan, with a large and controlling repre-
sentation in the Legislature. Ths celebrated
Oxford fraud was perpetrated wi h a view to
obtain majorities in both bouses of tbe Assem-
bly. Wben these returns were rrceived at ray
office, in Gov. Walker's absence, I bad fully de-

termined not Io give cettifieates based upon
tbem. If theyhadbrensoformalsndcorrectas
"o have made it my duty to certify tbem, I
wwld have resigned my office in order to testi-
fy my sense ef the enorssity of tbe wrong,
dev. Walker, at Leavenworth, bad formed lhe
sime resolution, as be stated to me and seve-
ral others, and we were both gratified tbat we
found the papers so Imperfect as to make it our
dety to reject them. Great excitement fol-
lowed in the Territory. Tne minority, thus
righteously defeated in tbeir eiSbri to prolong
tbeir power, became fierce in opposition, and
resorted to every or intimidation. But
I am ted to believe that tbey found their most
effectual means ot operation by undermining ns
witb the Administration at Washington.

The constitutional convention, which had
adjourned over until after the Oetoberelectioo,
met again in Leeompton to resume its labors.
Many of the members of that body were bitter-
ly hostile to the Governor and Secretary, on
account of their rejection cf tbe Oxford and
McGee frauds, in which some of tbe members
and officers ot tbe convention bad a direct par-
ticipation. In fact, thl body, with some hon-
orable except ions,well represented the minority
party In the Territory, and were fully Imbued
witb the same spirit and designs. It was ob-
viously not their desire to secure t the real
people of Kansas th control of their own af-
fairs. In the constitution soon afterwards
adopted they endeavored to supersede the Leg-
islature which had been elected by the people,
bv proving, In the second section of the sched-
ule, tbat " all laws now ot force in the Terri-
tory shall eontinne to be of force until altered,
amended, or repealed by a Legislature under
tie provisions of this constitution." Tbey
prov ided still more effectually, as tbey sup-
posed, for the perpetuation of their minority
government, by adapting the Oxford fraud as
the basis of their apportionment, giving a great
preponderance of representation to the counties
on the Missouri border, and affording, at the
sime time, every possible facility for tbe In-

troduction of spurious votes. Tbe President of
he convention tvas clothed with unlimited

power in con luctiag the elections and receiv-
ing tbe returns, while tbe officers are not re-

quired to take the usual oath to secure fair and
honest dealing. Tbe elections were hurried on
In midwinter tbe 21st of December and tbe
4th of January when emigrants could come
only from the Immediate borders, under tbe
qualification which invited to the ballet-bo- x

every white male inhabitant " is the Territory
on that day " Tbe same men who did this had
previously denounced Gov. Walker for the
suggestion io bis inaujural address, and in bis
Topeka speech, that the constitution should be
submitted to all tbe bona flit inhabitants, al-

though he invariably stated, when asked -- for
explanation, mat some reasonable length of
residence ought to be required as evidence of
the oona flat character or inhabitancy.

It was apparent tbat all the machinery bad
been artfully prepared for a repetition of gross
frauds similar tothose which bad been: attempt-
ed in October: and it was in view of all theaa
facts, after the adjournment of the convention,
tbat the people of tbe territory, by an almost
unanimous demand, caned upn me, as the
acting Gjvernor, to convene an extra session
of the Legislature, in order to enable tbem
peaceably to protect themselves against tbe
wrones evidently contemplated bv tbe adon.
tion of tbfs constitution. There was no law
to puoieh frauds in election returns. The peo-
ple were intensely excite!, and it was theftpin-io- n

of tbe coolest beads in the territory, that.
without a call of tbe Legislature, tbe elections
under the constitution could not have taken
place without collision and bloodshed. The
meeting of the LgiUture diverted the atten.
tion of tbe people from the schemes of vio-
lence upon which they were proodlrg, sub-
stituted the excitement rf debate and investi
gation for that of fierce and warlike hatred,
and, enaoieu tneir representatives to devise
means for counteracting the wrongs which thev
justly apprehended.

Keent events nave enown tint their appre-
hensions were well founded. Enormous frauds
have been perpetrated at the precincts of Oxfor-

d,-Shawnee andKickapoo; and it may iveil
be believed that this result was actually de-

signed by the artful leaders wbo devised the
plan and framework of the Leeompton consti
tution. I have lately been at Shawnee, and I
.have teen and converted witb persons who
were atuxioraon tne. day or election. Tbe

In my Judgment the jtedple bid a fair claim
to bs heard on this subject throustl their Leg-
islature.

Thi President ot tbe United States bad
no rightful authority to exercise tbat discretion
forme. He bad the power of removal, and
such control as tbat power gives him. But I
would cheerfully have submitted to removal
and consequent loss of favor with the Presl- -

to assert their most.essenUal rights, and to pro-

tect themselves axafnst the basest frauds and

not having been inrormea ot tue grounes ot
mv removal. I know tbem only through tha
newspaper reports, to theeffrctihat, in calling
tbe Legislature, I disobeyed the Instructions of
tne fresldent. l naa no ipitiuttjona omwi;
on tbe subject, and there was no time to obtain
tbem, even if I bad felt bound to substitute tbe
President's will for tfjtt discretion wuicu tue
organic set confided to me. The convention ef
the Legislature undoubtedly prevented oimeuijy
and secured peace. Were it important, I am
confiient I could establish this position by the
most indubitable facts; but It is suaeient now
to say that tbe peace of tbe Territory was not
In fact disturbed, and whatever approaches
were mide toward such a result were wholly
attributable te tbe policy ot the Administra-
tion in censuring tny acta and removing me
from otnee

The measure fer wMeh I have been Unjustly
condemned has enabled the people of Kansas
to make known tbeir real will In reard to the
Leeompton constitution. This affords the
Democratic party an opportunity to defend the
true principles ot constitutional liberty, and to
save itself from disastrous division and utter
overthrow. It Congress will heed the volee ef
the Deonle and not force upon them a eevern-
ment waicn wey nave rejectea Dy a vote or
four to one. the; whole country will be satisfied,
and Kansas will tiuietlv settle her own affairs
without ue least difiicuity ana wituoni aer
danger to the Confederacv. The Southern
States, which are supposed to have a deep In
terest in the matter, will oe sivea frets tae
atiprem folly of standing up In defense of so
wicked and dishonest a contrivance as tbe Le-

eompton constitution. The moral part of their
position will not be weakened by a vain and
useless detente ef wrong, when It is perfectly
certain tbey will Rain nothing even by success
In the present attempt.

The extra session of tbe Legislature bat
done gooU, also, by giving news to oppose and
punish me monstro is frauds wntcn nave Been
perpetrated, and doubtless, also, by preventing
others whien wcum nave oeeo auemptea. ir.
bas driven the guilty miscreants engaged ia
tbem to become fugitives from justice, and bas
rendered it impossible fer the peace of the Ter-
ritory hereafter to be endangered by similar
occurrences.

Ia view ot these facts and results, I wiHiagly
accept tbe rebuke conveyed fat my peremptory
dismissal from ottice, but l appeal to tne

j ulgment et tbe peepie to determine
whether 1 have not chosen tbe ealy honorable
course which the circumstances ariowed me to
pursue.
