The following is the resolution of Mr. Thos
L. Habbis, of Illinois, for tbe reference of thej
President's meessge to a committee ot fciieen

with power to prosecute certain Inquiries;

Rntltri. Tbat the messtge of the President,
enclosing tbe constitution framed at Lecomp-to- n,

in the Territory ot Kansas, by a conven-Uo- n

of dtlegates thereof, and the papers ac-

companying tbe same, be referred to a select
committee of fifteen, to be appointed bf the
Speaker, and that said committee be instructed
to inquire into all the facts connected with the
formation ct said constitution and the laws
under which the same was originated, and into
all such farts and proceedings as have trans-
pired since the frrmation ot said constitution,
having relation to the question of the propriety
of the admission of safd Territory into the
Union under said constitution, and whether the
same is acceptable and satisfactory to a ma-
jority of tbe legal voters of Kausas, and that
said committee have power to send for persons
and papers.

It will be seen by those who read the first
resolutions of Mr. Haaxis. tbat the present
one is considerably modified, though in sub'

stance the same. It was evidently drawn with
the view of postpontpg action as long as pos-

sible Diobablv until the end of the session
thus defeatiBg.the admission of Kansas by ad'
journment. But we are satisfied frem all tbe
inuications that the factioatsts will be disap
pointed in tbeir mischievous aim. The Com

mittee of thirteen. To cut off all debate, the
mover, after offering the lesolution, moved the
previous question, and to stare off a vote from
that time (about mid-di- y on Friday) to 6
o'clock on Saturday morning, tbe time was con-

sumed in motions to adjourn, motions for a re-

cess, " tree fights," &c When the House ad-

journed, the question was made tbe special or-

der at 1 o'clock
The Black Jtepublicans and bolting Demo-

crats are confident of succeeding In having the
message referred to the Special Committee j of

Hhich, however, there is much doubt, notwith-

standing some of the friends of the Lecompton

Constitution are In favor of such reference, and

it cannot be regarded as a teet vote. The last
count is upon a thorough poll or the House.

There is a msjorlty of six in favor of the ad-

mission ot Kansas under that constitution, but
absentees and other causes may vary tbe actual
vote considerably.

Mr. Buchanan's message comes up to the
point without shuffling or prevarication, and
demonstrates the wisdom of the nomination
made by the Cincinnati Convention.

WEfTronx, Petnurr I, 1353. .

In my last letter I referred to a renewal of
difficulties at Fort Scott, In Kansas, and a
friend having sent me a statement which may
be relied on, I enclose It to you for publication:

.

' Port Scott, X. T-- , Jaaaacr S3, 1858.

Laval' myself of tbis opportunity of a direct
communication to give you a true version of
the late "flare up," in. this place, in hopes
that you may be able to meet the Abolition ac-
counts in time. , . . .

On the night ot the 18th Intt., a youth, hired
at tbe City Hotel, was, suspected of theft, by
some' ot the boarders. They took him to the
garret; after placing a' Tope roand bin neck,
threatened to bang him if be did not eonfeti
his theft, and point out tbe stolen articles. Not
succeeding thus, I hey took him to tbe woods to
hang him, where be escaped. Several pistol
shots were fired at him by his accusers. Never
tbeless, he got off This transaction produced
some excitement the next day. Tbe youth was
a Georgian, and a portion of tbe
men took a party view of tbe matter, because
tbe men engaged in tbe mob were all Free-Sta- te

men ; and a motion was mvde to retaliate
upon the men engaged in the mob ; when Gen.
Clarke and some others urged them to drop
the matter, as dangerous to the harmony of
tbe Democratic party ; 'bat it would lead to a
breach between the Free-Stat- e aad ry

Democrats. And it was true, too, tbat tbe
Free-Sta-te Democrats were not responsible for
this outrage.
