THE DBY GOODS XBASE.
The New York Herald, of the 18th hist, re-

marks as follows respecting the dry goods and
cotton trade

Tbe dry goods trade the present week has
exhibited but little if any more animation than
mat witnessed last wees, there are some
purchasers from tbe distant South and South
west looting round and makise selections to a
moderate extent. Tbe spring trade, it Is now
oeiievea, win oe inaugurated later than usual,
and that it will not display much activity until
about the first week in March. The business
transacting at the present time is not over one-ha- lt

or what It Was at that period last year.
Tbe old stock of foreien eoods. including do
mestic prists, delaines and other goods, for
rancy wear, nave oeen more or less interfered
wiui oy ue introduction or new strles and
later fashions. Hence they move very slowly.
and are likely with foreign fancy goods, to
supply a conslderanie portion or the auction
sales. Heavy domestic cotton goods continue
to be held with more firmness. Since our last
report raw cotton bas advanced nearly o le cent

id., or about 9 bale. Should tbe antici
pated shortness in the crop be realised We can
see no reason to apprecescl any serious falling
on in prices, lat receipts ai the ports have
somewhat increased, yet at last accounts the
decrease was over 500,009 bales compared with
ue same period last year, wnne exports to
Europe are still below what they were at this
time last year. With cotton at such prices
new prouacuons irom u musi De soia at a ng-u- re

above recent quotations to pay, uhich will
tend to bring up the prices ef similar goods
left over from last year's supplies.

Within about five or six weeks raw cotton
bas advanced from 6iSc for Middling Up
lands to Uic a rise, considering iDe limited
period of time iu wbicb it bas occurred, proba-
bly without a precedent in tbe annals of the
trade. It must be considered, however, that tbe
decline last fall, during the panic, was almost
as sunuen, out at mat time ue supplies or the
old crop were nearly exhausted and very little
of tbe new bad been received, so that there was
very little in the market for the decline to act
upon, me planters having made money last
year, were enabled to meet tbe decline by with-
holding their cotton from market until prices
naa rained ana a permanent advance oeen es-

tablished. Though in the main a very unwise
poKry, in this instance It has woiked remarka-
bly well, and saved millions to the country
which micht otherwise have been lost. There
was some more demand from the export trade
for cotton piece goods, with the heaviest pur
chases lor coma. Drown aseetings and s&lrt-in-

were more firmly held, and the inside
figures of last week generally refused. We
quote at 6s7JSe. asked by some jobbers, at 6
and 8 months, or with a discount at 4 months.
Light sheetings were at 7J7jc, aBd lieht
shirtings at 5J55c, and heavy at 77ic
iileacned goods were quiet, but previous rates
fully maintained. Sales continued in eood ex
port demand at prices rsngtee rrom 8?Si'-.- ,

and 9c asked for bleached, 8l8Je for brown.

naburgs were dull and ptices URchaaeed. De
nims were in fair demand, according to makes,
at 9ll13c, and York at 14c.
