Sib: I have ihe honor to acknowledge the
receipt yours of 26:h June, 185S, en- -
cios..ig Mouse Heport No. DO, and Inquiring
whether I barn any information to communi-
cate or recommendation ttt make touching the
subjtt matter of the same. Too further add,
tbat the committee would be pleased to receive
any Information that may be in possession of
the department, or any recommendation or sug-
gestions which you may desire to make touch-
ing the subject of tbe overland mall to Cali-
fornia, to assist them in arriving at a proper
determination In the premises.

In reply, I beg leave to refer you to my elab-

orate report to President on that subject,
as containing my best convictions, the
most patient and laborious research, as to the
proper route to be selected In order to carry
out tbe true Intent an I purpose of Congress.

Whilst engaged In tbe investigation, I was
consisntly met with the suggestion, that the
whole scheme was Impracticable, and the natu-

ral obstacles, lying chiefly west or the Rio
Grande, would render it Impossible to dbtaln
the service anticipated by Congtess.

I am happy to inform your committee that,
since this route was established and the con-

tract du'y executec, all these fdrebodlhgs have
been disappointed, nd the practicability
baring a lottr-hors- e cdaeh serriee, carrying
passengers, with the required speed, has been
practically demonstrated. The route estab-
lished by Congress, from San Antoino, by EI
Paso, through the Gadsden Purchase or Ari-

zona, passing Fort Yuma to San Diego, has
been put In operation. Many trips, with pas-
sengers, have oeen made in excellent time, and
With the happiest result. Large public assem-
blies been called at both ends of the line,
and the most unbounded rejoicings have attest-
ed the success of tbe service.

The line of this San Antonio service is the
same with that of the overland mail from the
Rio Grande near El Paso to Fort Yuma, or
Colorado, and is to be discontinued between
those points whenever tbe latter service be
gins. To abandon that line after it bss been
actually tested for many months is to abandon
a certainty for uncertainty, and to take
away from the department and the public tbe
certain assurance and positive knowledge thst
the service can and wilt be well performed on

route And what is to be substi-
tuted for this assurance which actdat experi-
ments given? No route that Cover
may prefer, or any inai us commmtt may re
commend, bnt whole field is thrown open to
Hit contractor; to go here or there, according
to tbe suggestions of their own interest,
swayed and influenced, as they may be, by
large sectional or railroad combinations tbat
may choose to appeal to taelr cjpldity.

This department intends to intimate com
binations to have been, in fact, entered Into la
this care. It knows of facts wbicn would
warrant such a charge, but the Postmaster
General feels it to be his imperative duty to
point out tbe almost certain consequences,
tvbieb naturally grow out of cot ferring a
power so vast and unbounded in the hands of a
company or mere carriers, wno owe respon
sibility to the public, and whose individual
members may not even be known to the coun-
try, In this very case, if the action tbe
executive government is to be disaffirmed by
conferring the power Messrs. Butterfield,
Fargo & Co., what will be at once their condi-

tion? The South Pass and Salt Like route
was zealously advocated, and great railroad in
terests and me interest of cities lying aoove
St Louis were ii. voted to sustain that route.
Well, suppose these cities and railroad com
panies combined shall apply, not to Congress,
not to your committee, not to tne executive or
the United Sta'es. but to Mr. Butterbeld, mr.
Fargo, and the rest of them, in the ezrreue of
thexr attention, to start on tbe Mississippi
above, or even at SL Louis, and thence by the
South Pass. Silt Lake. &c What
would they make? Why, tbat the route was
utterly impracticable from snow, ice, and
mountains, for at least four or five months of
tbe year.

Toe reply to this may be, and according to
all the laws ot human nature would be, " we
know it, but we have such a large private in'
terest vested in our railroads, town lots, Ice.,
all along much this route, tbat if you select
it, we win promptly par an tee nt.es and ror
feitures which the Post Office Department may
impose." This might satisfy " the bond," it is
true, in meantime, for the four or five
moaths, the public w ukl nave no mails, and

Tbe department has doubt tbat there are
large companies and interests wbo might prens
hard on these contractors to select this Salt
Lake route ; and jet the positive experience
six years, as shown in pages 33 and 34 of my
report, demonstrates the ulter imponibilily of
conveying a mail on it for more than eight or
nine months of the year. A full confirmation
of all this may be found in tbe present condi-

tion of your army in Utah. They are embed-

ded in tbe sno'ws and lee of the Rocky Moun-
tains. You cannot send a mule, or horse, or
soldier, to their relief. Although encamped
within oi.e hundred miles of the enemy, your

If the purpose ot taking it by the South Pass

and Salt Lake be disavowed, why is it not ex-

cluded by the bill ? It St. Louis, Springfield,
Neosho, Anton Chico, and Ablbuquerque, be
the route, why not specify it as it one to be
substituted the one selected, leaving no
loom for combinations and bids to the cupidity
of contractors, under obligations to tbe gov-
ernment or people of the United States beyond
tbe mere money clauses of their covenant.
Here are two routes. Ihe one has been select-
ed by the President, through one of his depart-
ments. The contractors have bargained, freely
and willingly, to perform the service require.
Positive experiments over tbe most difficult,
and, indeed, only questionable part the
way, demonstrate, beyond all cavil, tbat stages,
with malls and passengeis, can be, and are
twice every month, conveyed in safety and
comfort over it. Now, it Congress shall think
ibis not to be tbe best route, why not say so
itpelf? Why set up Butterfield, Fargo & Co.,
not only above tbe President and one of his
departments, but even above themselves?

There is another mode by which propri-
ety of this proposition may be tested by your
committee. The government the Ifnit-- d

States has a vast number of heavy contracts
with steamships along our coast and steamboats
along our rivers; also with railroads and stage
contractors almost without number.

In every one these the route has been es-

tablished either by Congress itself or by the
Post Office, acting under its authority. Now
what would be tbougbt of a proposition to
overturn all these routes established by law,
and specified iu every contract, and turn the
whole loose, dependent upon the selfish interest
of the .contractors themselves. Such a propo-
sition would startle the whole country, and
on principle wo nil not differ in one jot or tittle
from one now under consideration.

Uae reflection more in this case will demon-
strate beyond all disputation that this proposi-
tion is altogether wrong. Br contrect

In proof of
wnicn, so rar as tne present contractors are
concerned, this very line was inserted In
tbe contract itself executed by them. On

29ih page you will discover a modifica-
tion of the route, endorsed on the contract,
leaving it entirely optional with them, on tbe
cunditioss there expressed, to run Miesouri
branch by Springfield, in Missouri, thence by
Fayetteville, Vau Buren, and Fort Smith, in
Arkansas, making the junction Preston, in
Texas, instead Little Rock. What the con-
tractors may do In this respect Is unknown to
this department, but option still lies open
to them to do as they may choose.

This reference shows tbat the contractors
were, intact, bidden tilftraafefy for tkit very
route, and under any and every construction
which it is possible to put on tbe law of Con-

gress bave right or shadow of claim for
any cusnge or moaincauon ot uieir contract.

It ia due to tbem to state tbat the depart'
ment has no knowledge tbat this spplicatioa Is
made at their instance.

Your committee having Invited me to make
any suggestions which suppose might assist
assist them in arriving at a proper determina- -

tlo i on the subject, I avsil myseir or toe occa-

sion to submit a few observations iu addition

If it be inquired why bidders were required
in my advertisement to specify tbeir point of
dtartinc on the Mississippi, and the prominent
points by wbieb they proposed to pass, an
swer is obvious one.

It would be otherwise impossible to judge
the reatonabUnttt of tie price demanded ror toe
service. Some routes would be longer and
others shorter, soma more and others leas
pensive, some poesible and others not possible;

transportation of paasengers.and not to the
facilities of a railroad, which could not be
mrrnUtrA dnrinr the entire period that this
coich service was to be contracted for. What
means it, then, to subject this location for one
service to criticisms and argument which can
have no relation but to another and different
object. Congress never ordered a railroad to
be laid oh by this department, nor its mail to
be transmitted bv one. and vet the two subjects
have been atrangely and unnecessarily con-

nected with each other.
The true solution of this (rrorj however, Is

to be found in tht supposition that the success-
ful dperltloh ot this Stage line, and the settle-
ments made along it, may have a great Influ-

ence on the future location of a railroad, it one
shall be constructed prejudicial to the Interest
of some particular railroad corporation, or in
jurious to the prosperity of certain rival cities
uai nare aire any or may urienci ruiiut uji
oa other routes than the one selected. These
conflicting and rival Interests now press for
ward with their objections to prevent the ill
tiatioo of a policy wbieb they fear may prove
injurious to them. There Is nothing strange,
perhaps nothing: wrong, in all this; and the
only question-presente- d to "your committee la
whether this department, acting in full and
perfect harmony with tbe Executive, has, un
der alt the circumstances of the case, come as
nearly to a fair and reasonable adjustment of
tbeae conflicting Interests, as waa to Dave oeen
expected. Whr did not Congress establish the
line both for the coach service and the future
railroad? Simply because they could cot
agree on the subject- - They devolved it on tbe
Postmaster General td do a perplexing piece
of business which they themselves bad tried
tmsueeeasfnllv dnrin? several sessions.

Hs has performed the berplezingand difficult
duty with a disinterestedness that challenges
all complaints, bat witti a distrust of bis abili-
ty to do it well, which will induce bim to yield,
with pleasure, to the superior judgment ot
your committee and ot Congress. If he had
been left to the consideration ot mere geo-
graphical rights, and what was due to the
present and future population of the whole
country, be would have made but one terminus
on the Mississippi river, and that terminus
would have been Cairo, at tbe mouth of the
Obio.

No man can look at the map of this country
without his eyes finally resting on the mouth
of the Obio as the great centre of population
and ot commerce ot the United States. The
outstretching valley pf tbat noble river, In
climate, soli and production 18 nowhere ear
named on the habitable globe.

If Cairo had a suiubli site for a bity, it
would surpass ar.y other inlind city of this
continent, dr, perhaps In tbe world. But Ibis
department had to deal with tbiogsaatbey are
and not as it believes tber will be in the glo
rious realizttloos of the future. So dealing,
it saw tbe great' railways of the North concen
tratingontbe Mississippi at SL Louis, and
those of the South concentrating on it at Mem-

phis.
Look on tbe map, which I have used much

In mr examinations of this subject, Tbe red
lines will point yoo to ihe concentration at
SL Louis: the blue one show you the roads
that approach Memphis. Cairo, lying not far
from midway between tbem, I hare regarded
as the true point in lAe fatart, whilst Mem- -

phis and SL Louis on opposite sides, at the
present, claim equal recrgnition in reference to
either tbe mail serriee or tbe construction of
a railroad to the Pacific States. Tbe act of
Confess made the Mississippi thi base line,
on some point of which tbe route was to be
started. Look along that base line, and see
whether a larger region of country, both east
and west of that river, is not accommodated
by the selection of Memphis and St. Louis,
with Cairj near tbeir centre, tnan would nave
been by the selection of any other place what
ever.

From all the New Hi gland States, and from
every Middle State, whoever desired to go over
tats overland route would most easily come to
Cincinnati; from Cincinnati it is equally easy
by railroad or tbe river to reacb 6L Louts,
Cairo, or Memphis. Railroads (soon to be
finished) take you directly to each place. It
may be safely affirmed tbat the whole of these
States would be aa regularly accommodated by
the route established as on the Albuquerque
route starting out from SL Louis, It is
obliged to be so, because, if jou go to SL Louis,
you have still to go soutn to Aionqnerque, a
pjint due west from Memphis. Memphis Is on
latitude 35 degrees, throwing away small frac-
tions, and so is Albuquerque, Even northern
Indiana and Illinois are equally well accom-
modated at SL Louis or Cairo. So much for
the Northeastern States. Wben you get to the
Southern States, including the region about
Baltimore and Washington city, tbe route ts
Memphis over the V tr nla and East Tennessee
road, Virginia, North and South Carolina,
Georgia, Alabama, Mississippi and Louisiana,
are all best accommodated at Mempm..

In abort, there is no ten mile square of tbe
territory of tbe United States, tail of the Mis
slsslppi, which is net satisfactorily provided
for by tbe commencement at Memphis and
SL Louis.

Let us consider what would bave been the
state of the case If I had made the terminus
at either Memphis or SL Louis alone? Would
the people of Louisiana, of Mississippi, Ala-
bama, Georgia, Florida and tbe reet, have been
at all content to have to go so far north as St
Louis? We knew they would noL We have,
therefore, accommodated them by letting them
start at Memphis, to which all their railroads
bave been constructed.

Now look at tbe other side. If Memphis
had been made tbe sole terminus, would Iowa,
Wisconsin, Minnesota, and Michigan bave
been satisfied? We know tbey would not, and,
therefore, we hare given them a terminus at
St. Louis.

Here, men, we bave two starting points, so
situated, in their relation to neighboring States,
as to give the bigbent amount of satisfaction
to all. So true is this, tbat the SL Louis pro- -
pcstUon Itself Jeaves ibeae last mentioned
Northwestern States entirely dependent on her,
and the effirt to break down Memphis as a
terminus can do no good to them, whilst it
does immense iijistice toother portions of the
Southeastern aud Southwestern States. It
would seem impossible to have made any other
starting points which would have combined tbe
interests and wishes ot a greater number cf
both States and people in si targe a degree.

The main we apprehend, is not so
much to the starting points as to the direction
of toe route westward from tbem.

Tat true and perbaps ibe ooly question on
this part of tbe tubj-- ct M, whether, after fix
ing the points of beginning on tbe river, I bave,
in going west, located tbe road to tbe best ad
vantage to all parts or tbe country as rar as
tbe same was practicable; not, of course, to
particular cities and States, but to tbe whole
country at large. If it had been located
through the Sontk Putt, and io a latitude 42
degrees, it would bave best accommodated
Minnesota, Wisconsin, and Iowa, but would
have sent it through the ice and snows, away
iron nearly an toe omer otaies.

If it bad been located by Springfield.' Neo
sbo, and jlHuqnerqne, it would have altogether
lost tbe great connection by Cairo, destined at
no distant day to rival, perbaps surpass in im-

portance, either the St. Louis or the Memphis
route.

It would also bave lost tbe connexion from
Mtmpkit, and with it all the Sates which have
railroads concentrated at tbat point of tbe Mis
slsslppi.

In like manner would hsvs been lost all con
nexloo wiih the Vicksburg and New Orleans
road, which, under the present location, falls
into it cot far from Preston.

To avoid repetition on this point, I beg to re-

fer you to the 44th page of my report, and to
the map wbieb I send you with this letter, in
order to sbow that the road, as now located,
has really combined tbe interest and conven-
ience of more States than any other route tbat
can be devised.

But it if often wrUen and cf tener said that
it is sbsurd and unreasonable to go down so far
toward the south. That St. Louis is nearly in
latitude 39 o, whilst Memphis is not far from
latitude 35 . And where is Albuquerque ? In
about the same latitude with Memphis. So
tbat, by tbe admissions ot ibe friends of the
Albuquerque route, you cannot go west from
SL Louis to Saa Francisco. Climate, moun
tains, aud deserts an loroid it, and you are
compelled to go southwest until you reach Al-
buquerque nearly due west from Memphis.
This great fact is fatal, utterly fatal, te the
claims of SL Louis to have this road starting
out exclusively from ber. and running out
turougn uer western ooraer io Albuquerqu.

The whole effort to overturn the present m
tablished route is Intended to abrogate the route
from Mempois altogether, and to have but one
starting point, and that at SL' Louis, and but
one line running through tbat State and passing
out of It Into tbe Indian territory rinto Kan-
sas. This is the true struggle, now being-made-

,

to abolish the Memphis route altogether,
ana io monopolize me starling point at SL
Louis, and thence to run it off through the en-

tire length of Missouri, eastand wesL
roe present line gives Miesouri great advan

tages. It gives her a terminus at ber great
cltr of which she is so justly proud. It sends
the route through a most interesting portion of
tbe state, oy sprtnguiia, ror more man two
hundred miles.

All this was done in the spirit of anxious de
sire to prsmote ber interests, and to gratify her
wishes as far as practicable. If, however, not
content to be so amply accommodated, tbe nt

is now to be made to have but one ter
minus, and one road, from St. Louis by Spring-
field, Neosho, Albuquerque, &c, a laid down
In the map filed with this bill, to the destruc-
tion ot the Memphis line, it may be well to
consider her claim te this exclntitt pottettxon
of th route. If It is rlgh; to have but oat
llnr. a Indicated bv that map. to go by Albu
querque, it is cot right to start at St. Louis.
Albuquerque Is in tbe same latitude with Mem- -

.pnifi, ana yoo ongui, meiciuio,
Memphis aud go direct to ft, instead of start-
ing between three or four degree north of It
Tcere Is no escape from tblsargument. It you
are Intent on rolne-- bv Albuoueraue. and to
bave no branch to the road, each as I have g y.
en It. yonr terminus at SL Louis is wrong, and
yoq are bound by every law ot latitude, direct-
ness, and convenience to a large majority or
tbe States, to start at M'mph'B, thence by Lit-

tle Rock to Preston or Fert Smith, accord leg, to
the route to be selected.

The arenment has been often abd earnestly
pressed, that the people of the e jsterp'westtrn
and upper Mississippi river States, have all
connexion with SL Louis If sn, It may be re-

plied; The department bss done well to Dike
SL Louis a terminus, and wben there, it Is eve
rywhere admitted that tbey snsuf still go down-- 1

south three a t a half degree, and tbat tbey
Motf go there from insurmountable difficulties
In crossing the mountains, flut the argument
prdceedt, tbat the people of the other States
.southeast, south and southwest can also go to
SL Loots, because there ia a river and a rail-
road to carry them there from Memphis.

is It not equally true that persons from all
ths northern flutes, and especially those lying
onto upper Mississippi; mignt also comerrom
8L Louis td Memphis by theianitrir'er and the
tame tailroaAt and especially when It Is re-

membered that, being at SL Louis, they ate
compelled by physical obstacles, still to tome
down to the latitude ef MtmphU t

Being at SL Louis, thres and one half de-

grees north of tbe proper latitude, wby not
come down by tbe railroad and river to tbe ad-

mitted latitude, and then start on It at once to-

ward the point of destination?
' Tbe argument tbronghout is in favor of the

35th parallel Toute. Well, why not tfarf on that
parallel, and Keep upon it by i.ittle itoex, fort

mltb, and Albuquerque? Wby tlarl three
and a half degrees north of the 35th, and thus
mar and defeat Its whole symmetry and pro
portion ?

There Is no solution of this strange anomaly
In logic, but In tbe fact that unfortunately SL
Louis Is not where Memphis is, on th 35 Ji
parallel.

The department has not sought to compel tbe
S'ates lying bn the upper Mississippi to come
dawn to Memphis" over this tbree and a bait
degree, nor attempted to force the Soatbern
States to gd up to SL Louis for a starting point
to California: It has chosen to Select a point
of junction welt df tbe river, abd to branch the
road, tending it out ttt vitel the convenience of
alt the States north and South, at two great
points at which the river and railroads of
every section concentrate on the Mississippi

"wt again oa tbe man. mow tbe noDie
States lying along tbe Ohio are accommodated
at Cairo. Look a tbe net work ot roads con
centrating at SL Louis and Memphis, and then
east your eye at tbe grand junction at Fort
Smith on the Arkansas. Fort Smith Is tbe
grand junction, If the route Is to be sent by

and neither St. Lo lis or Memphis
need oe obliterated from this contract by the hat
of Messrs. Butterfield & Company.

This brings us down to the consideration of
the true, and indeed, the onlv Question which
had been raised to tbe route selected. Tbe de
partment has made a terminus at St. Louis and
Memphis, with Cairo Ivlug nearlr midway be
tween them The two termini are admitted to
be such as will accdmmodate the largest nura
ber ot States North aod Sodti.

It is further admitted fin a letter addreised
to certain citizens ot Van Buren, in Arkansas,
oy a aistlnguisbed citizen of Missouri tbat
these brancbes should " conrerg: at a suitable
point on the 35JA parallel, in the beautiful and
fertile valley of tbe Canadian, where, forming
a common atem, the Uolon route proceeds west
up tbe ralley an! along the 35th parallel of
north latitude to Anton Chico; thence to Albu-
querque, Well, we hare already permit-
ted tuese contractors to start at St. Louis, to
go, If they choose, by railroad to Jefferson City,
and there start out tbeir stages, and to go
(within a fraction) to that rery lot it ude be con-
tends for. and by tbat rery foteis of Vtn Bnren,
whose Inhabitants be was addressing. and call
ing on mem to nelp bim, and only a small dis
tance below tbat rery 4eofi end fertile val
Jey wblch he was describing. Fort Smith or
Van Buren (for ther are Very near ich other,

nu on opposite sides or tbe AbansaS riverj
uiav or, uiererore, considered as a point or in-
tersection, against wblch not much, if any,
complaint is to be made.

It may, therefore, be fairly stated that, so
rar, we are agreed. All people and States who
would find it most convenient to go to SL Leuis
may uo so, and proceed on their journey to Jef
ferson City and Springfield to Fort Smith, on
toe oo'--a degree, (or nearly so,) where they
will be met by all tbe neonle from the other
States, who might find it most convenient to go
to Memphis on very nearly the same parallel
of latitude. The only question, then, I whether
this general man, so assembled, ro oil fAe
Stale, shall still gd further south by tbe over-
land mail route, dr railroad, if one is to be built,
or shall they go west from Fort Smith up the
Canadian by Albuquerque, te. If It be wrong
io go mruier soma in tbe direction ol freston
and Fort Fillmore, some forty miles above E'
Paso, then it is a wrone-- to all the neonle botb
North and South, for they are isseinbled at
that point, and are entitled to go from it by the
nearest and most practicable route to their
place of destination.

We bave now come to tbe precise point where
any well founded controversy about the loca-
tion which has been made for this route cao
fairly arise. Ojght It to bave been tocateJ
from Van Buren or Fort Smith, up the Cana
dian, or ought it to bear still further south in
tbe direction ot Preston, in order that It may
pass tbe about 40 miles above El
Paso, and thence by Fort Yuma, Itc, to San
rrancisco r

The relative advantages of these two routes,
regarding Fort Smith as a creat stand point.
from which the subject is to be considered is
too fully discussed from page 33 to tbe conclu-
sion of my report, to justify a repetition of tbe
arguments and facts there relied upon. I es-

pecially refer you to tbe extract taken from
tbe exploratfoca and reports of CapL Marcy.
He was stationed at Fort Smith. He was or-

dered to explore both routes, the most ample
preparations were furnished. He went west-
ward by tbe Albcquerque roule and returned by
the El Paso and Preston to Fort Smith, from
whence he started, and the extracts furnished
sbow a decided and palpable preference given
by him to the lat'er route. So does Cant.
Pope and Mr. A. H. Campbell, who is now at
the bead of the Pacific wagon road office in the
Interior DepartmenL He accompanied CapL
Whipple over tbe Albuquerque route and Lieut.
Parke over tbe Fort Fillmore or El Pass route
as principal engineer in 1853, '54 and '55.

In relation to distances, climate, water, ara-
ble and pasture lands on tbe respective routes,
tbe department cannot but commend bim to
your committee, as fully competent to give
every desired information. I am every day
expecting a report showing the most triumph-
ant success of the stage line now running semi-
monthly between tbe Rio Grande by Fort Yum
to San D.ego, wblch, as soon as received, shall
be laid before your committee.

It may be proper, before closing this com-
munication to suggest that, if the establish-
ment of this overland mail route Is to pioneer
the way of tbe future railroad, In my opinion
it is every way desirable to pats from Fort
Smith still further south on tbe Preston .ana
EI Paso route. This department has notbirg
to do with the rai.road, and has never there-
fore felt called on to express any opinion, for
or against one; but It is vain and idle to pre
tend cot to see, that it is the effort of rival rail
road Interests that are oow assailing the line
of mail stage coaches which tbe department
has established.

The Postmaster General, is, therefore, not
only authorized but constrained to consider the
subject, in some slight degree, ia tbe further
aspect ot a future railroad. In this light he
rerers to the fact that the very shortest dis-
tance anywhere to be found between existing
States is on tbe El Paso route. From tbe
western boundary of Texas, on the Rio Grande,
to Fort Yuma the western boundary of Cal-
iforniais only about 460 or 470 miles. On no
other route is the distance through the United
States lands or territory, by several hundred
miles, so short. Four hundred and sixty or
seventy miles Is, therefore, the whole distarce
that tbe United States would be called on to
make the railroad outside of existing States.

All who deny the power of the general gov-
ernment to make such a road only through the
Territories as lord proprietor of the soil must
give this route the decided preference. Eipe-cia- ly

so, when it it is remembered tbat the
value of the lands to be improved by it, and to
be appropriated to its construction, is notori-
ously as great, if cot likely to be far greater
than on any other.

The committee can ascertain tbe great f set
here relied on, by measuring on tbe map, from
the western boundary of Texas to the Cali-
fornia line near Fort Yuma, and also by meas-
uring from the western boundary of Arkansas
o- - of Missouri, weat, to the California line.
Eveo when Kansas is admitted into he Union,
Its western boundary will exhibit a vastly
wider space than on the southern route. From
tbe eastern boundary of California, at Fort
Yuma, by a straight line, it is one hundred end
fifty miles, and by the traveled loutr one hun-
dred and seventy-fiv- e miles, to Sn Diego, on
the Panfic Here Is a most excellent harbor,
and a terminus of a branch road there would
furnish to the new Slate of South California a
commercial emporium second only, on that
coast, to the city of San Franeiser. The great
commercial connexion by sea between San
Francisco and San Diego, with that of tbe rail-
way oa land, would-- make tbe coast of both
California the most highly favored region oa
this continent.

But I most forbear. This letter is, perhaps,
already too long, and I conclude it by express-In- g

tbe coiifiJent belief that, orer the route
now established, and by tbe contract now made,
the service required by the act of Congress can
and will be performed. Tbe contractors and
their agents are now busily engaged in explor-
ing the different routes ; and, under tbe discre
tionary powers retained by the department, to
make such modifications between tbe main
designated point a physical obstacles may
render necessary, I have co doubt of complete
success.

rights and duties, should result from such
causes may be deplored, but could sot be pre-
vented.

sworn statement of one of the judges ot elec-
tion at the precinct known as tbe " Delaware
Crossing." I replied, no I That I coeld not,
go behind tbe election returns. It was then
stated tbat tbe election was as to the legality
of returns ; and fraud was cbarged, on wbat In-

formation I did not learn, upon the ground tbat
tbe returns sent to me were not the true returns
as approved snd signed by the judjes of elec-
tion. To give the full opportunity of submit-
ting testimony as to the legality ot tbe returns,
I told tbe gentlemen tbat, ss tbe Legislature
would bare no duties to perform until after the
decision of the question of admission, there
could be no necessity for the latmediate issuance
of certificate! of election in that or any ether
case, and that the difficulty which they suggest-
ed could, In the meantime, be fully inres

This statement I made the next day in tbe
presence of the gentlemen wbo were present
at the opening of tbe returns. I also autbur
ized Gor. Dearer to state tbat if the judges of
election woura lurnisa me, unoer oaib, a state-
ment that the return made was false and fraud-
ulent, I would treat such statement as a cor
rected return, and be governed by it in giving
ceruucaiee ot election, l Knew Botttisg ef the
Delaware Crossing returns, only tbat public
rumor had given to the Democratic party a
majority at that precinct ef seme three or
rnur Hundred. I supposed the returns from
tbat precinct were in my effi-- e, and was un-
deceived only wben all the return were opened
and they were not found. These returns were
of great importance, as tbey determikCd not
only tbe political eospiexioa or Leavenwortb
county, but ot botb orancbes of the Legielc-tur- e.

As they stood at tbe opening of the ri- -
turns, without the Delaware Crossing vote, tbe
Republicans bad a majority in Leavenworth
county, and, consequently, a majority of both
orancces ot tue legislature.

These depositions impressed my mind fully

that the returns placed tbat day in my bands
were true. 1 entertained no particle of doubt
about tbe result, wrien, In tbe presence of Col.
Starts and others I oneoed the returns and
found a majority of 370 rates for tbe Demo
cratic party, i concluded, as a raattr or
course, ibat tbe depositions of the judges and
clerks were made with a full knowledge ot the
contents of the returns, then for the first time
In my possession.
