ratification of S( work of tbe new Constitution
when completed.

When the Crittenden-Montgomer- y amend
ment was agreed opon by Its supporters, it was
printed in pamphiet form and circulated around
the Hease by Mr. Montgomery, with a caption
stating it to be an amendment agreed upon by
the opponents of the Senate bill in conference.
