The following extract we take from a
published letter written to a friend by an off-

icer of the U. S. Snip rtscetnra dateJ Mon-

rovia, Liberia, Jan. 26, 1858, concurs with all
reliable testimony from tbe same quarter, in
proving that the negro race, now and there,
(as heretofore everywhere) when removed
from subjection to white rapidly re-
lapse into barbarism and misery.

Resumption inVisginia The Bank Acts
Repudiation Spoken or. The Richmond
5irer, of April 0 It, supposed to speak as

the organ ot Gov. Wise, presents rather
cloomy apprehensions regarding tbe state of
finances likely to result from the recently en-

acted bank acts. One law fixes the first day
of May next for the resumption of specie pay-

ments by the bank of Virginia, the other re-

quires that the banks shall prepare for a rev-

olution In their mode of redemption. With
these two causes, says the Bnquirtr, operating
simultaneously, it is evident that tbe banks
can extend but little specie accommodation
during tbe next few months.

It is further stated that the Slate Govern
ment will require, on the 1st of July, about
$1 000,(00 ot specie, to pay tbe interest on tbe
public debt If the banks cannot supply this
then the State must repudiate, by suspending
tbe payment of her debts, Tbe paeiage ot the
tax bill has been delayed, till commissioners of
the revenue cannot nave tneir woric prepares
for the sheriffs before the 1st of July. So no
taxes will be paid into the treasury till late in
the fall perhaps none before December.

Tbe Executive is again driven to devise
means, unprovided by UgisWion, for the pay-
ment ot the public debt. Should his Ingenuity
prove equal to the task, tbe State which drives
the banks to immediate resumption, must itself
suspend.

Thus the State crelit will receive another
shock, and Virginia bonds will fall to who
knows what? Even it tbe money shall be raised
in lime, it will requite such an evident effort as
to produce na favorable impression on tbe
stock market. State bends must remain below
par. The appropriations to internal improve
ments cannot be applied.
