" Yesterday I was more fortunate. Tbe wri-
ting is unquestionably Rosert Emmett's
Nearly half a century ago, waen be end I were
warm and robstant companions, I knew bis
writing as well as my own. Nor was it with-
out emotion that I looked at eee of the very la-

test of bis autographs. You, who are ac-
quainted with myjiterarr efforts, must have
fathered from them bow rjtucb I loved him
living, and attempted to honor biin when aead ;
as the peassnt, in our native tebd, who casts a
stone upon tbe cairn of some lamented frieod,
pays a tribute as great, according to bis msaafx,
as when tbe pride nf wealtbralstx a mausolesm
over tbe asbes of tbe dead. '

" With abundance of materials ln.the-.Muse-

um Librarr, I was able to cocpare ihegnfa
script im iue spoiten BpgccuagtAUCrgar
erai points ot oitterencr, arislirgKaannaouJ
the repeated eiforts or Lord JNorbnirstoTer-iEir- -
rass Emmett by a gerles of scolding interrup-
tions. In such attempts bis Lordship did net
succeed ; for though EmmettDid not deliver
more than two-third- s of what lie bad prepared,
there was force and eloquence In tbe Hentcnces
which be interpolated, on tbe instant, in reply
and reproof to the judicial scold. Emmett was
naturally so eloquent (be was one of Ibei best
speakers in our Historical Society In College)
that there was no reason, except one, why be
should have carefully elaborated tbe few sen-
tences to be spoken before judgment was pass-
ed upon him. It is mere than probable tbit be
distrusted bis own powers, at that trying crista,
and wssanxioBE, no doabt, that bis last wordw
fh'pubttc, actually addressed (to use Lord By-to-

fine expression) to time and ta eternity,
and Dot to man,' should be well deliberated.
He knew their Importance.

" In the manuscript, as it originally struck
yourself, tbe allusion to aid from France is
more decided than in tbe published speech.
Emmett certainly intended saying that there
was at that moment in Paris a member of tbe
Irish Provisional Government empowered to
negotiate for an invading expedition, but with
orden not to allow it to aaii until tbe French
Government bad given Ireland a guarantee for
ber liberties similar to that obtained by Frank-
lin for America. This is much more than I can
find in any report of tbe speech. Emsvett may
not bave spoken these words, but it is just as
probable that he did The report of tbe trial
was published under tbe editorship of tbe then
Under-Secreta- ef the Castle, Mr. Marsden,
who is known to bave greatly garbled tbe ac-

count.
I bave always been doubtful whether Rob-

ert Emmett, who was fastidious iu bis lan-

guage, ever designated Plunket as a viper
whom bis father bad nurtured to sting bis
child. There is no trace of such words in tbe
manutcr'pt, but, indeed they could only bave
been suggested, if ever uttered, by the line
taken by Plunket en tba trial, a course of pro-
cedure wbicb evidently bad but one motive,
aBdHpofl wbicb there eeaM scarcely be a sec-

ond opinion.
"Tbe kindress of Mr. Marshal has given

me not only the inspection, but tbe possession
of Emmett's in amiscript- - I vainly essayed to
make biro accept same price for it, knowing
that bis circumstances cannot be good, but be
declined so decidedly that I did net venture to
inaiat. I have sent bim. as a email acknowl
edgment, the late edition of my verses, and beg
that wuen you nee uira again jtm win siy ut
much I am Ills ueour.
