Ths river
is very high and still rising, at tbe rate cf two
inches every twenty-tou- r hours, which, at this
stage of water, we consider a great accretion.
In my Immediate vicinity tbe water has not at
tained tbe flood marks M9 or fM, owing to tbe
Immense lush across the neck ct Council Bend,
on tbe Misslssppi side, caused by the caving at
the approximating points, thereby acting a.
a vast flood-gat- e to Ihe Aikansas side ot tbe w

bend, and partially protecting us from tbe di
rect pressure of the torrent. I think we can
bear twelve or fifteen Inches more on the pres-

ent tide ot waters without much detriment,
provided It does not remain with us too long.

Although the floods of '49 and '54 were six or
eight inches higher than the present, yet as

they came on early in April and subsided tap- -
idly, they left no disastrous consequences ; but
this freshet, coming on just after tbe river crops
had been planted, and the greater part of the
seed In process of germinating and illy suited
to bear the Influence of seepage water, must
exercise ft baneful lnflieace on all the river
cotton region.

Soma of my neighbors have, for the present,
abandoned their planting operations, and gone
,o clearing on tbe cane ridges In the bottom,

On some ot the plantations, the water, having
percolated through the earth, either collects in

tbe lowest places or saturates tbe sail in which
tbe'sprouting crops begin to root, proves fatal
alike to corn and cotton, by rotting tbe tender
stalks below tbe surface less detrimental,
however, to cotton than-cpr- For two miles
back we'-hav- but IfUle'water in tbe bottom,
and stock of all kinds are not incommoded at
all.

On this part ot tbe river the water has not
reached the levee, except on undulating froBts,
made so by the original sluice or sluices which
formerly conveyed the water, when high, from
tbe river to the low back lands before tbe pe-

riod of leveeing. Although we are not now
suffering from the water, yet taking into con
sideration the inchoate condition of the forth
coming crops now struggling to maintain its
vitality against the influence of seepage; and
tbe fact than an immense volume of water is
yet behind to be disgorged, and the length of
time required for the subsidence of the floods

under tbe influence of an unprecedented wet
spring, I say with all these circumstances In

view, we cannot doubt that tbe river crops in
the Mississippi bottom will be greatly abridged,

The country from Memphis to Napoleon
will probably suffer least ot any-o- f tbe river
country, as no great river intervenes between
the Ohio and Arkansas to precipitate its
waters on the swollen tide, and to cent ribate
to the general devastation of an overflow,
whereby ttmo and space afford Ihe rushing
waves an opportunity to exhaust a part of
their might and energy by diffusion.

After all conjectures oa the subject for there
Is nothing but conjecture about the rive; of
this great extent of valley if we ihould have
a rapid decline of water by the middle of May,

and a propjtious fall season, this hydra of
terrors may vanish into "thin air," and aa
abundant field may establish the fact that
Mississippi inundations are tbe veriest of hum
bugs.
