We might extend these extracts, but it is
needless. They are sufficient to show the real
spirit of the men wbo lead this anti-slave-

agitation. Because the Bible recognises the
lawfulness of slavery, tUey are willing to es-

chew the Bible and trample It under foot.
When they repudiate the Bible, what else can
coflse but infidelity ? When they leap from the
platform of faith aad revelation, it can only be
to be enveloped in the dark and wild chaos of
skepticism aad speculation.

Kid of the Bible, they can bare no trouble
with the Constitution. The supreme law of
the land out of the way, no other law can meet
much favor at their bands. The laws which
establish the relations of master and slave, are,
of course, the subject of mockery and defiance.
The Bible, the Constitution, the slavery laws
broken, what other laws can command their be
respect and ohaervan-e- ? Especially do not
the laws recognizing the relation of husband
and wife. The case of Kalleeh affords a sam-
ple ef the Beotimetrt eageadered, if cot taught, "
on tbat subject.

At another meeting, daring the week, in
New York,cbie-- y of the same class of persons
from whom we have been quoting, we find the
saate infidel sentiments promulgated in another
form. This was a woman's rights meeting:

"Mi. Anthony said tbat they bad assem-
bled for the purpose of endeavoring to satisfy
the people that sex, aa well as color, should
aet Le a reason for depriving a human being of
Inalienable rights.

" Mies Anthony then read a sketch of the
woman's rights movement, prepared by Mrs.
Etiza Cady Stanton, of Seneca Falls, and as-
sailing men generally, and especially Christian
men aad men."

As, in the other meeting, they would recog-
nize bo Christianity which did not arm the
slave with a poignard and wrest him from
bondage; so, in tbis meeting-- it is claimed that
there is no Christianity which does not recog-
nize the independence ot sex as well as of col-
or, and does not preach emancipation for
woman.

" Stephen Pearl Andrews addressed the chair-
woman, saying be wanted to know whether he
was welcome here. Ha had been present at
the convention for seven or eight years, and
had never yet spoken in the meetings. He in
feared tbat there was a delicacy io admitting
him ; he held his opinions more radical than
those held by this convention ; he wished to
absolve the convention from responsibility for
what he said. Their courtesy, however, com-

pelled them lo admit him, though the majority
would condemn the opinions which be held. In
bis apjrehension the words in one of the reso-
lutions,

to
" wholly free," were more significant

thin intended. He thought the vital question
of marriage should be considered in a woman's
rights convection One' of the dearest rights
of woman was that of the maternity or tne
coming generation, and to change the conditions
of that maternity, to experiment, as he would
Bay, and to decide as to the best method ot
siring and generating the forthcoming popula
tion. Sensation. Until this radical question
was touched, the vital point of woman's rights
was not reached. If be believed that by stand-i- n:

bere be was throwing an obstacle in tbe
path of woman's rights cause, he would cot
have come. But, believingtbat there waa pub-
lic sei.timent to receive bim, be publicly avow-
ed bis views and asked whether the questions
tbat be broached could be discussed ? If he
was out of order, he wished to be told bo ; but
if there was tolerance, he knew tbat there were
others like himself who wished to take part

" At the conclusion of bis speech ht wai
srethd with altaett onanimo-- s opplaoj!."

But enough of this painful end revolting
subject.

EODTHERH AGGKESSIOK.

The leading supporter of Mr. Buchanan
among the Philadelphia papers The Pcnnijrl
raatanj mas well discourse:

The slaveholding States have every incentive
ef political aad social interest to cultivate a
sentiment of comity and good neighborhood a
with tbe non.slavebotding States. They are
weaker, in both political and cumericaIjower,
than we of the North, and to arouse a spirit of
antagonism aga'nst them, must, as sure as tbe a
laws of gravitation, eventuate in their loss.
To a knowledge of tbis fact, perhaps, more
than anything else, Is to be ascribed tbat strict
interpretation of tbe Constitution to which
Southern men always cling, as If it were the
sheet-anch- ot their political safety. And
this is true. Under tbe guaranties and com-

pacts of tbe Constitution all tbe States are
peers all in tbe Union ; and as long
as tbat great cnarter of State sovereignty and
eq-al- is preserved intact, each member of
the great family of confederacies may feel safe
and secure In Its peculiar orbit

Vo-v- , we think we have raada it clear that
the South, being tbe weaker section, can have
no possible motive in antagonizing the North ;
because, by tne natural law or raiauauon, sue
must certainly Buffer in the end by stronger re-

sisting forces. She mutt rather rely upon the
marnomifv of the North not to Impinge upon
those rights which have been guarantied to ber
as a part of a common bond of union by the
fathers of tbe Republic .She knows her weak-
ness, and she knows our strength ; she knows
tbe prejudice against slavery existing In tbe
Nortberu States, but she has no words of re
proof for us on tbat score. She has kept ber
faith with us, and sa far bas fulnlled tbe terms
of the compact No matter bow inferior she
may regard tbe black race, or bow little adapt-
ed tor freedom or political rights, she quarrels
with do Northern State, if she chooses, in the
plenitude of ber wisdom, to allow negro suffrage
or inaugurate a sysem or amaigamauon.
Massachusetts, in the furor ot her mock hu
manitarian fanaticism, raay admit negroes to a
perfect equality with her white citizens may
elevate them to ber highest judicial and legis-
lative honors may marry tbem to her sons

order that it may be deliuerately considered,
we publish the following Act of Assembly

AN ACT to aata.r je the people to eaB a Convention to
revise, alter, or amtad, th Ooaslttctlem of the Stats
ot Tennessee.
Sectiok. 1. Be it taettd by the General Al-

terably of the State of Tennettet, Tbat the citi-

zens of this State, entitled to vote for members
of the General Assembly, are hereby author-
ized to assemble at the several places of hold-

ing elections in their respective counties, and
vote for or against calling a Convention to
amend, revise, or form and make a pew Con-

stitution for the State.
Sec 2 The election provided for in the first

section, shall be held on the first Thursday in
September next. ot

Sec. 3. The iherifls of the several counties
in the State shall, after giving sixty days' no-

tice in writing in each civil district in their
respective counties, and in some newspaper
printed In tbe county, (if there be one) and if
none, in some newspaper printed In Knoxville,
Nashville, Jackson, and Memphis, open, aad
hnlit an election, at the several places of hold- -

ln elections in their counties, oa the first
Thursday in September next, as'prescribed in
this act.

tec 4. The elections authorized by this aet
shall be held and conducted under the same
rules and regulations that eleetirns are for
members of tbe General Assembly, and the re-

turns of such elections shall be made-- in tbe
same manner, that returns are made ot election
for members of the General Assembly.

Sec 5. Ech voter shall write on his ticket
i7nnr.ntion.or no Contention and the returns a

of such election having been made, the Gover-
nor and Secretary of State shall compare all
tbe votes cast for, or against tbe Convention,
and it it shall appear that tbe votes in favor of

Convention amount to a majority of the
whole number of votes polled for Governor at
the election next preceding tne day or election
for or against said constitution, Provided, that

majority of tbe entire vote so polled shall be
in favor of the Convention, then, the Governor
shall issue his proclamation, declaring tbat a
majority of the votes polled, are in favor of a
Convention. He shall also issue writs of elec-

tion, directed to tbe Sheriffs in every county in
this State authorizing and requiring the Saer-if- ls

thereof, to open and bold election for
delegates to the Convention, at tbe several
places ot holding election in their respective
counties, on the first Thursday in November
next.

Sec. 0. Each county electing one represent-
ative to the General Assembly, shall elect one
delegate to the Convection, and each repre-
sentative district composed of more than one
county, shall elect one delegate to the Conven-
tion. Counties that elect more than one repre-
sentative, shall elect the the same number of
delegates, as they are entitled to elect repre-
sentatives.

Sec 7. Elections of delegates to tbe Con-

vention shall be held under tbe same rules and
regulations, aa members ot the General Assets.
bly. and returns of such elections shall be made
In tbe tame manner, as returns are made for
members of the General Assembly. The per-
sons having the highest number of votes shall
be declared elected delegate to said Convention

Sec 8. Tbe delegates elect shall assemble at
the capitol in the city of Nashville, on tbe first
Monday in December thereafter, and proceed to
the disebarge or taeir duty, iney snau re-

ceive the same compensation for their travel
and services, as members of the General As-
sembly are entitled to receive under tbe exist
ing laws of tbe Mate.
