A few weeks ago 'Sir E. Bttiwek Ltttoh

has for annmberof years represented In Par
liament, on thetarly history of Eastern na-

tions. He gave an outline of the hlbtory of

the Babylonian, Assyrian, Persian, Egyptian,
Greek and Jewish nations, and closed with

the following powerful and dramatic descrip-

tion of the destruction of Jerusalem by Titus:
Six years after the birth of our Lord, Jodea

and Samaria became a Reman province, under
subordinate governors, the most famous of
whom was Pontius Pilate. These governors
became so oppreesive that the Jews broke out
into rebellion; and seventy years after Christ,
Jerusalem was finally besieged by Titus, after-
wards Emperor of Rome. Ko tragedy on the
stage has the same scenes of appalling terror
as are to be found in the history of this siege.
The citv itself was rest bv factions at the
deadliest war with each other all the ele
ments of civil hatred had broke loose the
streets were slippery with the blood of citi-

zens brotherslew brother the granaries were
set oa fire famine wasted these whom the
sword did not slay. In the midst of these civil
maseaeres the Roman armies appeared- - before
the walls of Jerusalem. Then for a short time
the rival factions united acalnst the common
foe; they wera again the gallant countrymen of
David and Joshua they sal i d fori and scat-
tered the eagles of Rome. But this triamph
was brief j the ferocity of the Jews
soon again wasted itself on each other. Aad
Titus marched on encamped bis armies close
bv the walls and from the bights the Roman
general gazed with awe on the strength and
splendor of the city ot Jehovah.

Let us here pause and take, ourselves, a
mournful glance at Jerusalem, as it then was.
The city was fortified by a triple wall, save on
one side, where it was protected by; deep and
imnassable ravines. Tnese walls, of the most
solid masonry, were guarded by strong towers ;
opposite to the loftiest of these towers, Titus
had encamped. From tbe height of that tower
tae sentinel migut nave seen stretcned below
the whole of that fair Territory of Jodea, about
to pass from the countrvmenof David. Within
these walls was the I alace of the kings Its
roof of cedar, its doors of the rarest marbles,
its cnambers oiled with tbe costliest tapestries
and vessels of gold and silver. Groves and gar-
dens gleaming with fountains, adorned with
statues of bronze, divided tbe courts of the
palace itself. But high above all, on a are
cinitous Toek, rose the temple, fortified and
adorned by Salomon. The temple was as strong
wrtrjoat as a citadel, within mare adorned tsao
a palace. Oa entering you beheld porticoes of
numberless columns of porphyry, marble aad
alabaster.; gates adorned with gold and silver,
among which was tbe wonderful gate called tbe
Beautiful: Further on, through the vast arch,
was the sacred portal which admitted into the
interior of the temple itseK all eheeted over
with gold and overhung by a vine tree of gold,
(he branches of which were as large as a man.
The roof of the temple, even oa the outside,
was set over witn golden spikes, to prevent uie
birds settling there and defiling the holy dome.
At a distance, the whole temple looked like a
moaat or snow, fretted wlin golden pinnacles.
Bet, alas, the veil of that temple nad been al
ready rent asaoder by aa inexpiable crime, and

away, that a mother devoured her own infant,
fulfilling the awful words of the warlike proph
et woo aad tret led toe Jews towards toe land
of promise "The tender and delicate woman
amosg you, who would not adventure to set
tne safe or ner root npon tae ground ror

and tenderness her eyes shall be evil
toward her young one and the children that she
shall bear, for she shall eat them for want of
all tfaiogs secretly in tbe siege and straltness
wherewith thine enemy shall distress thee in
thy gates " Still, as if the foe and the famine
was net scourge eaougn, citizens smote and
murdered each ether as they met in the way
false prophets ran howling through the streets,
every image ot despair completes tne gnastiy
sictore of the fall of Jerusalem. Aad now the
temple was set on fire, the Jews rushing through
he da rats to perish amidst its ruins.

It wasa calm summer night the 10th of
August; tne wfcoie mil on wmea stood ine
temple was one gigantic blaze of fire the
roofs of cedar crashed the golden pinnacles
of the dome were like spikes ot eriasa flame.
Throogfa the lurid atmosphere all was carnage;

of Olives. - Amongst tbe smoking ruins, and
over pHea of the dead, Titaa planted tbe stand-
ard of Rome. Thus were fulfilled tbe last
avenging - prophecies thus persisted Jerusa-
lem. In that dreadful dar men still were liv-

ing who might have heard the warning voice of
Him they crucified" Tenly, I say note you
ill, these Iblngi shall come upon this genera-
tion. O, Jerusalem, Jerusalem, thou
that killest tbe prophets and stonest thea that
are seat to thee, besftld your boose
is left unto you desolate 1" And thus were the
Hebrew people scattered over the face of tbe
earth, stall retaining to this hour their myste
rious identity still a living proof of the truth
of those prophets they had scorned or slain
till, vainly awaiting the Messiah, whose di- -

vise mission was fulfilled eighteen centuries
ago, apon tae .Mount ol uaivary.

Great Be salts frcxa Email Beginnings.
Bertbold Shwartz, according to common re

port, having, in one ot his experiments in
alchemy, put into a common mortar a mixture
of saltpetre and other combustible materials,
accidentally dropped into it a spark, when he
was astonished to see the pestle fly Into tbe
air. This accident furnished two ideas that
ot the increased power of gunpowder tvhen
confined, and that of its applicability to the
propulsion of heavy bodies. These two simple
ideas, carried oat intojpractice, produced guns,
large and small, and revolutionized the entire
system of war.

The vibrations of the lid of an iron tea-kett- le

gave tbe first hint of the expansive power
of steam. This hint, followed out through In-

numerable experiments, finally ended in the
modern steam engine, which is fast revolution-
izing the mode of both land and water carri-
age.

The first idea of our modern railways and it
is a very simple idea came from a mine near
New Castle, England. The plan occurred to
some oae, ot " laylag rails of timber exactly
straight and parralel ; and bulky carts were
made with four rollers fitting those rails,
whereby the carriage was made so easy that
one horse would draw four or five caldrons ot
coal."

The coal was conveyed from the mines to the
bank of the river Tyne. This mode was in
practice in 166; bow ranch earlier. Is not
known to us, probably to no one ; for though a
great idea, it was like most other great ideas,
thought of little account at tbe time of its ori-gl-

Like Columbus' method of making an
egg stand on the big end by jarring it so as to
break tbe yolk, it was thougnt to be too simple
to deserve praise. Nevertheless, out of this
simple idea sprang, one hundred and fifty years
afterward, the modern railway.

It had been-- noticed by chemists, that flame
cannot be made to pass through a tube of small
diameter. In tb e hands of Sir Humphry Davy,
thlB fact grew into the miner's safely lamp,
which has saved the lives of thousands.

The magnet had been for centuries a play-
thing of Europe. At last its property, when
freely suspended, of taking a North and South
position was noticed, and applied to naviga-
tion. This resulted in the discovery of Amer-
ica.

The cower of the sun's rays to discolor cer-
tain substances, bad not long been known. In
the bands Daguerre, this great fact grew into
a most beautiful and perfect method of taking
miniatures.

From Volta's simple pile to Morse's magnetic
telegraph, what a stride I Yet this stride is
only the carrying out Into practice of certain
very simple properties or galvanism and mag
netism.

So we might go on to ennmerate the Instances
In which a very simple idea has ended in mighty
results.

Urs. Gardner's Address to the Jury.
As the telegraph has announced, Mrs. AM

gall Gardner has been convicted on a second
trial in Plymouth, Mass., of tbe murder ot
her husband, Hosea J. Gardner, postmaster at
tttDgnam. it was cnargea mat sne aamints
tered poison to him on me 28th of January,
1S57, and at the first trial the jury failed to
agree.

After the counsel on both sides bad finished
summing up, the prisoner arose, and the Judge
saia to ner:

Abigail Gardner- - if yoa desire io say any
thing to the jury, in addition to what your
counsel nas said, you now nave an opportunity.
If, however, you do not desire to say anything,
it will not be taken as against you. You are,
meretore, at liberty to do as you pleaBe.

With considerable hesitation and difficulty
she addressed the jury as follows: I am some-
what fatigued and excited from sitting so many
long days here in court through this trial, and
am unable to express my feelings as I should
be glad to. I should be glad to convey to
your minds the truth, aside from falsehood and
prrjudiee.. I feel as though I could not rest
until I let the world know what is true and
what Is false in this case, though I suppose I
should not be allowed to now. I am not guilty.
I know bew many prrjidiced persons are
working against me. Gods knows my inno-
cence.

I am as innocent as any of yoa here of the
charge. I feel like an outcast, unfortunate
and friendless, without pity and no one to pity
me. I have no friends with me, and none
within two hundred miles of me. It I had,
I could give you a very different opinion of me
than that which you now have. I hope you
will consider my case carefully and witnout
prejudice. My husband was poisoned. God
only knows who did it, I was charged with
it. Before heaven and my Maker I know
nothing more about it than any of yoa here.
