Each voter shall write on ots ucicei
CWartsitsn.or no Grflio, and the returns
of such election having been made, the Gover-
nor and Secretary of State shall compare all
the votes cast for, or against the Convention,
and if it shall appear that the votes in favor of
a Convention amount to a majority of the
whole number of votes polled for Governor at
the election next preceding the day of election
for or against said constitution, rrtmuo, mar.
a majority of tbe entire vote so polled shall be
in favor of the Convention, then, the Governor
shall issue his proclamation, declaring that a
majority of tbe votes peHed, are in favor of a
Convention. He ehaH alsoissae writs of elec-

tion, directed to the Sheriffs in every county in
this State authorizing and requiring tbe Sner-if- is

thereof, to open aad bold election for
delegates to tbe Coovestioa, at the several
places of holding election In their respective
counties, on the first Thursday in November
next.

Sec. 6. Each county electing one represent-
ative to the General Assembly, shall elect one
delegate to the Convention, and each repre-seatati-

district composed of more than one
county, shall elect one delegate to the Conven-
tion. Counties that elect more than one repre-
sentative, shall elect tbe the same number of
delegates, as they are entitled to elect repre
sentatives.
. Sec 7. Elections of delegatta to the Con

vestios. shall be held tinder the same rules and
regulations, as members of the General Assem-
bly, and returns of such elections shall be made
in the same manner, as returns are made for
members of the General Assembly. The per
sons having the highest number of voles mail
be declared elected delegate to said Convention.

Sec. 8. The delegates elect shall assemble at
the capito! in the city of Nashville, on the first
Monday ia December thereof tar, and proceed to
the discharge of their duty. They shall re-

ceive the same .compensation for their travel
and services, as!gfcibers of the General As
sembly are entitled to receive under tne exist
ing laws or tne btaie.
