Tbe
men are alike selected for moral character and
for physical strength, and there is & kind of
drill service to be observed, Including regular
watches by night, and the practical working of
engines. Notwithstanding their severe duties,
and frequent exposure, to intense beat and cold,
tbe average of deaths is certainly favorable.
For tbe first 13 year, of the establishment the
death, were at tbe rate ot per 10,000 per
annum, while for the la.t 12 year., the mortal-
ity ba. fallen to 70 per 10,000. Both these cal-

culation. Include death, by accident, which, in
spite of tbe perilous nature of the employment,
are very rare, and have not exceeded 44 in
10,000 in tbe whole period of 25 years. Tbe
higher mortality of the earlier period Is attrib-
uted, and probably with justice, to tbe less
careful selection; but tbe moderate rate
througbout the whole period of 25 year. I. evi-

dently to be attributed to tbe unusual care and
attentions bestowed on the comfort, and health
of the men, who live either as the station, or
in house, provided by the establishment, and
subject to careful Inspection. The manage-
