dupables in the United States. In consequence
of numerous communications, exposing shame- -
lets fraud, the Mayor wrote to the author!
ties of various towns of pious note in model

New Eagland, bat no answer was returned.
The reason et this silence became evident when
it was found that Judges, Mayors, Magistrates
Postmasters, and other 'persona in authority,
were heavily interested in the swindling
schemes by which rogues become rich by
cheating honest, but foolish, people of their
money.

At last, a minister, residing at Manhattan
rille, and whose church Mayor Ticmank at-

tends, received a package from one of those
lottery coscercs, eadosing one of their circu-

lars, which gave a description sf the various
prizes, and ten tickets or checks, requesting
him to become an agent, and ottering as a com-

mission one of the tickets, provided he succeed-

ed in disposing of the remainder, the price of
each ticket being one dollar, which it is said
entitles the bolder to admittance to a grand
national jubilee and a chance for a gift, which
was to be drawn for on the evening of the ball.
The reverend gentleman accordingly placed
them in the hands of Mayor Tiemann, who.
on finding no attention was paid to the letters
he had mailed to various officials in regard to
three concerns, decided to send Sergeant Bee.
met after them, and see if he could not in
some way get hold of the parties and wake
them up.

This officer discovered that the solemn and
sober city of Boston was the head-quarter- s cf
four leading concerns. What amount of busi-

ness they did, may be judgedjof by the fact that
the Postmaster stated that these several estab
lishments sent away by mail every month
over sixty bags of letters, which contained
circulars and tickets for their monthly draw.
Sure. Thy had mailed on the first of the
month over ten thousand letters, which could
not have contained less than one hundred
thousand tickets; and if only half of them
were gsW, would realize them $50,000.

At Exeter, New Hampshire, Sergeant Bee-

j net get a clue to, and filed complaint against,
" seventeen gift enterprise firms. He then, ac

companied by the sheriff of the place, set out
to get a Justice of the Peace to sign the war
rants. An extract from the New York Btreli
wrti expiaia how he succeeded :

"Sergeant Beraey, after hiving filed com-
plaints against each of the above firms, started
in oNspuy with Sheriff Towle, to obtain a
Jastiee of the Peace to sign the warrants for
the arrest of the parties. They applied to no
less than five different Justices before they
could SmA one to sign the warrant. They gave
as excuses for not doing so, that tbey were
afraid it might hurt them. One said he bad
always acted as counsel for several of the firms,
and be would no doubt be needed, should they
be arrested, to defend them; another claimed
as an excuse that his son was employed by one
of the establishments, and that it might injure
bist ; the third stated that he would have no
objections, but he knew that if be did sign the
warrants, and they were arrested, they would
barn his home down. They however finally
succeeded in meeting with Justice Richard Baa-set- t,

of Kingston, who they met on the road
leading to Kingston. He took them to the first
bouse they came to, where the warrants were
promptly signed.

Armed with the warrants, the two officers
set out like chivalrous knights beat en the
destruction of hideous monsters, and like the
knights of old they made strange discoveries.
At South Kingston the bogus lottery was situ-

ated over the post office, and the entrance to it
was through the office. Mr. Bexbeck, the Post-
master, refused to permit them to enter. The
serjeant showed credentials from the postmaster-Ge-

neral, giving him access to all the post
offices in the United States and the refusal was
withdrawn. Checks, tickets and circulars
were discovered. One of the two owners
proved to be the Postmaster's son. The two
swindlers fled. The documents were all sent
to the dead letter office, also five hundred letters
that had arrived that morning.

M Plaistow, New Hampshire, W. P.
Shdxtz, the owner of an illegal lottery, was
nt to be found, but a cart lead of circulars,
tickets, &c, were recovered.

It was here ascertained that when the
drawings were to come off, several hundred
people congregated at the Rockingham House,
to be present. Seme would come three or four
days beforehand, and by this means Shcltz
would do a tremendous business in the hotel
line. On the day of the drawing he would
pronounce the whole affair a humbug, and de

clare if he ever came across the scamps who
got up the affair be would have them tarred
and feathered. All the papers, ic, found in
the hotel were likewise tied up, removed to the
post office, and with the letters, sent on to the
dead letter office.

At Alison Depot, in a single building, the
only one in the place, waa found a post office,

shoe shop, dwelling house and railroad depot.
This building was the bead quarteis of certain
parties redding in Hazlepert, Massachusetts,
whose names could cot be discovered ; letters
for eight different firms were found in the
office, all received that morning. The Herald
nays:

"The only information cf the parties that
could be ascertained rrom we postmaster, was
that as raany different persons called for the
letters as there were names attached to the
above firms; be could not tell where tbey
lived, but they were in me naoic or coming
erery day for their letters, and sometimes re-

ceived as high as six hundred a day. Irvin says
thai he used to mate aooui sou a year oy ma
DosiUon as nostmaster, but since the above
firms have had their letters mailed there, he
lias realized about $2,000 per annum. He was
accordingly instructed to forward all the let
ters to th dead letter office, hereafter, that
came for the above parties."

At Salem, X. H., an establishment wag dis
covered; the parties fled'; over a thousand let-- :
ters directed to them were found. At Newton,
Nashua, Manchester, and several other towns
and villages in New Hampshire, similar dis-

coveries were made, letters, tickets, &c
seized, and arrangements made to have all let-

ters for the swindling establishments sent to

some of these concerns were convicted crim-
inals. One named Beadlet waa arrested
about three weeks ago, at Liwrence, Maes.,
for swindling, and is now in the House of Cor-

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THE UTAH ARMY STJFFEK.I5 G AKD II
HABCY I0ST.

The correspondence of the St. Louis lttpb'
lican inspires us with lively sympathy for our

army now on the Plains. Hunger, cold and

privation they have borne bravely ; but they

now think themselves nncared for and neglect-

ed by thelrfellow-cltizen- s at home, and there

Is a ebarp and poignant sting in this supposed

fact, that deeply touches bosoms that have

courageously fronted the storm, and borne

without complaining the pangs of hunger and

the exhaustion of fatigue. The following re-

marks are made by the editor of the Republi-

can, upon the subject :
It cannot be galnsayed that the accounts

from the Utah army, in camp and en route, are
dismal enough. Col. Johnston's command is
in a state of starvation, living on mule's meat,
Col. Hoffman, with supplies for the famishing
men, nearly four hundred miles from Camp
Scott, encountering snows several feet deep,
and measuring: his march each day by the mile,
instead of fifteen or twenty miles, and bis
horses perishing from cold every hour ; Capt,
Marcy not beard from, and In a position of
great peril from the Inclemenry of the weath-
er, all these things are calculated to excite so-

licitude for their fate. They have done and
endured all that men could do, and It is not
their fault that they are now In their present
condition. The march of CoL Cook to Camp
Scott, and his arrival there, at a period of the
year when most men would have given way un-

der the difficulties hourly presenting themselves,
while it shows the pluck of our army and Its
officers, seems to nave been forgotten in the
carpeted balls at Washington; and it Is not
surprising that even ontttien whe accompa-
nied that command should complain of the in-

difference which has governed Congress in its
whole action in relation to this Utah Expedi-
tion. When the people! are made familiar, as
we hope they soon will be, with all the facts
connected with this expedition, there will be a
better disposition to appreciate-theservice- s of
those who have passed so many months of win-

ter on that distant service, and to reward them
for it, instead of starving them, as they have
been too much inclined to do, and then super-
ceding them.

The following are the particulars given by
the RtjrtiilicanU correspondents ; one of them
using the signature of Mc," says :

An express had reached Camp Scott, from
Governor Cummicg. stating that be was well
received, and that Brigham Young was willing
to transfer alt authority, and enjoined his fol-

lowers to aid Gov. Camming In the discharge
of bis duties and recognize him as their future
Governor. All the families of the Mormons
are moved out to Provost river. Col. Johnston
was anxious to start for Silt Lake City, and
rather than starve, he would go, regardless of
consequences. Quite abundant rains had oc-

curred at Camp Scott and its neighborhood. A
snow storm of some violence overtook the mail
party when out about two hundred miles from
Bridger, and at two hundred and fifty miles,
Col. Hoffman was met encamped in two feet
of snow. From sixteen to eighteen of his ani-

mals were dying daily. Capt. Marcy had not
been beard from since be took the Cherokee
trail, but it was supposed from the time he was
out that he had either lost all his animals, or
was frozen np in some of the mountain fast-
nesses. If he gets through with his men, with-
out his stock, he will do well.

Another, who signs himself a " Citizen So-

ldier," states :
Mr. Gilbert, merchant at Salt Lake, has ar-

rived from California he met the Governor
near the city." He met beyond there a migra-
tion of the Mormons, toward the White Moun-
tains, about three hundred and fifty miles from
Salt Lake, and far w est of the California road ;
they were moving off, as fast as possible, the
poorest people and families. They are not
planting fields or gardens near the city, and
there were Indications of a general abandon-
ment, but It may be a preparation to meet us
unincumbered, and without risking their fami-
lies and property.

But my object is to give some expression of
the common feeling, with which the army
has received as indicated by the mails the
cool and careless tone of public sentiment, but
especially In Congress, in relation bolh to the
starvation to which we have been exposed, and
the enormous crimes of the Mormon comma-t- y.

An official report of Dr. Hart, an Indian
Agent of the Territory, is understood to have
been made about the 1st December, fastening
unon them the massacre of a large
company of emigrants last fall.

grants to put aside their arms, into their wag--

ons, war. me inaians imeui uui uc auam iu
meet them in council; and then, altogether, fell
unon them and slew a hundred men and women,
and children old enough to talk ! And there,
a Eentlemm has latelv seen their unburied re
mains ervlne in vain from the wilderness to the
American people for revenge 1

Not because we are soldiers, but as men
and American citizens, our hearts respond to
the cry; and the voice of many, many another
brother's blood, sued ny mese unnumanizea
wretches and their allies, the base and wicked
Indians of our country. How many emigrants
have ever suffered from the Sioux and Cbey-cant- s,

ice., so much more powerful? Seldom
one.

Oar situation in passlne a northern winter
in tents, depending for subsistence upon the
surviving: draft oxen, U mishire and d vIbc daily,
without salt to season the repulsive foo, guard-
ing with laborious and anxious care the mules
and horses, so much exposed to our enemies
from grazing on the scant desert grass, has
seemed to excite but little sympathy; but I
thought the news of such a massacre would
excite a general and active Indignation ; but
what do we learn? That the merits of a
fillibaster prisoner first,and then the distubances
in Kansas, chiefly by a squad of turbulent
scoundrels, engross almost exclusively for
three months the attention of the patriotic
Congress. That with the jealousv of the
government of that venerable civilian, our
Chief Magistrate, to which noth-j- can give
the color of sanity, tare a contciam contem-
plation of (funnies, they refuse a few addi
tional regiments to meet this national emer-
gency, scarcely inferior to the Mexican war.
out more, they deny by delay the means ef
keeping us from starvation !

It is understood that in two or three weeks
our subsistence will be exhausted, and that a
train which was expected by that time from
Fort Laramie, will not arrive in season, owing
to some inexplicable order from the Eatt.

Will you not be astonished, also, to learn
that the Government has continued to famish
Salt Like City with a mail, whlehhas regular-
ly given them earlier information from the
bast, through California, than it has riven to
the army, and accompanjing civil authorities
and citizens?

In spite of gov
ernment premiums, extending rrom owl. lo Jil.- -
000f., and every species of official encourage
ment, tne cultivation ooes not prosper, in
1654, the plantations covered an extent of 4.250
acres: In ISM, bjav acres; but In 1856 and
1S57 tbey were reduced to less than 5,000 acres.
and it is scarcely possible that this figure can
be attained in the present year, me Algerian
authorities, amazed at this unsuecess, and de-

sirous of discovering the secret of the failure.
submitted the question to agriculture commit-
tees ; but the contradictory replies of tbs lat-

ter threw no light upon the subject. The Dt
bat attributes their unsuecess to the following
causes: Colonists were enticed, by extrava
gant statements, to cultivate more land than
their means could afford; when, therefore,
meir hopes or realizing large proms were dis
pelled, they nastily abandoned a cultivation
which cost them much soney, trouble, and
anxiety. The dry coil of Algeria renders irri-
gation indispensable ; consequently the tracts
at present favorable to cotton plantations are
limited in extent.

THE FLOODS.

The St Louis Republican? ot last Wednesday
reports :

The river at this point was about stationary
last evening. It bad been rising very slowly
indeed from 12 o'clock, x , yesterday, and in
the 24 hours ending at 6 o'clock r. M-- , it bad
not swelled more than 31 Inches. The water
now completely covers the levee at the foot of
Morgan atreeL At the foot of Olive and Pine
streets, the highest point on the levee, It has
not yet reached the street. In many other
places about half the width of the levee pla-
teau Is covered with water. Very little room
for freight, and not a great amount of freight
to occupy the room there is. The busiest
people on the levee are boys who employ them-
selves canoeing about Inside of the boats for
pastime. We beard opinions expressed last
evening that the river had reached its greatest
beighth this season. It Is to be hoped that the
surmise msy prove correct.

We have no late news from any of the upper
rivers. The Illinois and Missouri are about
stationary. The upper Mississippi Is still re-
ported rising, but much of the swell now Is
carried over the American Bottom at two or
three points below Alton, where the water has
found outlets. The officers of the Rodolph,
from Cairo yesterday, report the bottom lands
overflowed on the river below. At various
landings tbey towed wood-boat- s and flats for
the owners of cattle, wbo wished to take their
stock aboard and convey it into the country
to places of safety. Tbey report the city of
Cairo a pool of water.

A dyke belonging to the city, at Anderson's
saw mill, in Bremen, was broken yesterday by
the force of the water, and about f1,000 worth
lumber was swept away. The damage will
probably amount to $5,000. Large quantities
of drift, logs, lumber, &c., continue to float
past the city, so much of it as Is not secured
by the wood catchers.

On Monday night, as on Saturday night, tbs
Illinois Central road did not run into Cairo, it
being thought unsafe to cross the trestle be-

tween here and Cache river at the present high
stage of water. The passengers were taken to
Mound City, and came down upon the Tkomat
Scott.

The Louisville Journal says: We regret to
say that there was a great deal of water in
Cairo during the whole of last week. There
was a difference of opinion as to whence the
water came, but it was constantly rising, and
on Tuesday last, when we visited the town, a
great portion of it was submerged, and a very
large number of houses were partially under
water.

The tide, we are told, continued to rise until,
on Saturday, the guests of the principal hotels
bad to be discharged, as cooking was impossi-
ble. On Friday or Saturday the trestle work
of the Illinois Central railroad, three or four
milts from Cairo, was washed away by the
current from the Mississippi, or careened that
the cars could no longer pass over it. The
passengers were obliged to tike the branch
railroad to Mound City, and obtain accommo-
dation at the fine hotel there. Several weeks,
we are informed, mutt elapse before the rail-
road ca'rrbe repaired, and, in the meantime,
there can be no getting to Cairo by land.

Mound City stands so high that she stood
the late freshet triumphantly.

The Ottawa Free Trader reports during the
month of May a fall of 8.351 inches of rain ; in
May last year the fall was only 3.644 inches,
The amount which" fell last month would give
157.473 gallons to the acre. There weratwen
ty rainy days, and not one clear day.

The Chicago Prttt states that at Belolt the
fall of rain during May was 10.294 Inches ; oa
one day, the 23 i, the fall was 3.037 inches.
The editor remarks:

We presume the above observations at Belolt
would apply, with slight variations, to nearly
the whole Northwest; and the striking fact
which they exhibit is, that the rain-fa- ll for the
single month of May was a fraction over one- -
third of me usual average lor me wnole year.

A correspondent of the steamer City of Men
phit Reporter, writing from Columbus, Ky..
June 6th, says :

The river at this point is rising slowly with
102 fee; in the channel. It is now 5 inches
higher than the rise of the months of April and
may. ine town is almost completely sur
rounded by water, and to-d- the congregation
of the Methodist church was engaged iu con-
structing bridges from the highest points of the
streets to the church. Boats are used In going
to and from meals, by those persons wbo reside
in the back portion of the town. Such an oc
currence may not again take place in half
century, as Columbus is 41 feet above low
water mark, and 4 feet above the high water
mart. Missouri, opposite to us, Is entirely
under water. The levee constructed bv the in
habitants for the protection of the lowlands, is
falling in, all the farms oa the banks are under
water, the town 1 or ilelnont is submerged
and the flood of old Mississippi has spread it
self all over the back country for the space of
fifteen or twenty miles ; in fact, a skiff arrived
this morning: rrom unariestoo, mo., a distance
of twenty miles. Many of the small farmers
are entirely ruined, borne of the " better off
can stand their losses. God help the unfortu
nates or me country from tills down !

Vaccikatiox. We omitted nitlclng a coas- -
municaUon yesterday, that apjeared In the
Eagle of tbe 10th inst signed "X," and com

mented upon by tbe editor as a " wise sugges-

tion," upon the propriety ot establishing a

"Vaccine Depot." Without wishing to be

considered as opposing a measure, of Itself
charitable and commendable, we would state
a fact that appears to be entirely overlooked
or unknown both to the writer tnd editor. If
such a necessary step had not been taken, It
would be a dlrellctlon ot boti the Medical
Faculty and corporate authorities worthy ot
prompt consideration. Several years since the
Medical College of this city agieed, that if tbe
Mayor anj Aldermen would furnish the medi-

cine and other necessaries, they would provide
a room and physician for the relief of the In

digent sick. Thus a " City Dispensary" was
organized, which happily his teen in success
ful operation since its foundation. It is true
that it was instituted when Memphis was
comparatively a village and, It it be inade-

quate to tbe demand of our now prosperous
city, have another. But In our anxiety to do

more, let us not forget what hts already been
done. Tbe Dispensary Is now, and has been,
regularly opened at 8 o'clock every morning at
tbe college building on Exchange street, where,
as we are informed, betweea one and two
thousand patients are yearly prescribed for.
Nor Is the prevention of disease, as far as
practicable, neglected. There may not have
been any special announcement as to vaccina-
tion, yet we certainly eonaider it as obligatory
upon the physician having charge ot the Dis
pensary to produce their prophylactic, as well
as remedial agents. By reference to another col
umn it will be seen that notice has been inserted
into the advertisement that those persons
wishing themselves, or children, vaccinated,
and unable to pay for it, can cave It done by
applying any morning between 8 and 9 o'clock
at the Dispensary.
