auorc time we grew wonderfully Sociable ant
communicative, in one respect, nowever. Mr.
Smith proved an enlfrna 1 I could never divine
from what perennial sources of cheerfulness
and spiritual activity there flowed such an

tide of humor, sentiment, eloquence
and poetry as never failed to charm his listen-
ers. The man eeetsed to be Insnlred. so that
uui uurcquenuy ne Decame int centra or an
eager audience, who regarded blm with signi-
ficant wonder, and hues upon his words with
a son or rapture it waj curious w witness.

Gradually the report sotead that Mr. Smlth
was toad, that alt bis eloquence and fluent
ucui or expression sprung rrom a diseased
condition of the brain. With some reluetance,
