The Com Crcp.

Tbe prospect for a crop of corn this season
is elender, and dwindles daily. Aa tne witter
was breaking up appearance! were favorable,
but the constant and soakipg rains have sadly
obslrncted the operations of the farmers. A
great quantity ot the ground that was intended
for corn is notpianteo, anu win not oe iui
which is planted was not in good condition to
plant, and the corn has come up badly or not
at all. The first planting, to a great extent,
was drowned out, nd tbe replanting ditto;
The few days of fine weather last week were
improved to the utmost ny larmert, ana mucn
wat accomplished. But the corn put in the
ground then will be eerioutly damaged by tbe
snell of cold and wet weather now upon us.
The "bottoms," near tbe streams, are mat
suitable for corn, and are in oroer tor ue piow
and Loe very toon alter a rain. The water
that has fallen would not have injured tbe bot-

tom corn bv keening the ground too wet to
work, but these bottoms, throughout the States
where corn it a great staple, have been swept
by desolating floods. Tha quantity ot coin
washed out by the high waters, or buried too
leen for resurrection under tbe sediment of tbe
tuibid streams, It enormous. The coin grounds
awav from the large streams, covering the
clay ridges, have been too wet to be worked to
the best advantage nearly every day this spring,
while along .the side hills, ths com has beep
washed out by dashing showers, converting the
furrows into which it war dropped Into to
many sluices.
