Tbe masses everywhere
announce to rat tint the torch will be aDnlled
to evety house, indiscriminately, throughout
lbs country, so soon as tbe troops attempt to
cross tbe mountains.

After I bave finished my business there,
I shall return as soon as possible to tbe army,
to complete the arrangements which will ena-
ble me before long, 1 trust, to announce tbat
me road between uaiirornia ana Missouri may
be traveled with perfect security by teams and
emigrants of every description.

I shall restrain all operations cf tbe milita
