guard it also, and nenee tne inventor asks Con-
gress to adopt it, and have it placed on boats
snder the japtrritioa of an iaapeclor and sealed
mtA (At seat of me uovenment, and tnereDy
place its action out of tbe reach of the engi
neer, as well as out of the reach of designing
persons.

In asking the Government to adopt it, he
only asks protection, be does not ask one dollar
appropriated for its use, or his benefit, be is a
practical engineer, and has been trying twenty
years to put a lock on steam, and has succeeded.
