a method, a system, and a deliberation, truly
formidable to all her neighbors wbetber, like
ourselves, they have the good fortune to be
.v.ii., Iran ih fnnesdlDer storm under the
umbrageous branches of an rtiiente toriiale
wceuier, lixe rieigiuui, ntumooi uu uium
the consciousness of her own Inability to re-

sist, they listen with no unreasonable trepida-
tion for the first bowl of the coming tempest.
or like Austria, tbey know not bow soon they
mar be compelled to fight for their dominions
against a brave and well disciplined enemy.
France is certaiBly arming, and arming both
by land and sea. Her army, already lsrge, is
undereolnr considerable Increase. She is lust
on the point of completing a railway which
connects all her military stations with the for-
tifications ef Cherbourg, a pert constructed at
enormous pains and at vast expense, and pos-
sessing every faculty that skill can devise for
the simultaneous embarkation of very large
bodies of troops. France Is, besides, eBgated
in we construction of a great steam fleet,
armed aBd propelled en the verv best and new
est principles at present developed by the art
ef war. She is tratberior: up btr colossal
strength, and would appear to be on the eve of
same vast enterprise, in the prosecution ot
which that strength is to be put forth te the ut-

most Not only is the military element sludi-otte- lj

strengthened asd increased, but it is
to assert a predominance over civilians

ukleh abows itself more and more every day,
and naturally makes us anxious about oar re-

lations with a couatrv in which the balance Is
completely pressed down by the superior

weignt or tne military class.
It Is in vain that we seek for anything Id the

nreseat condition ot France which can account
for the remarkable proceedings to which we
meet mwilliBgly allade. The finances of the
country are in a state that must render any na-
val or military expenditure net absolutely
called for by necessity or honor, peculiarly In-

expedient, lbe people of England have no
wish nearer their hearts than to remain on the
very best terms with their formidable and war-
like neighbor, and we are sure that there is no
eoeatrr ie Europe which would regard a rap-tar- e

with France with any other feelings than
these ef the most genuine tbhorrenee and dis-
may. We cannot believe for a moment that
the enormous preparations which France is
making are ie'nded for defensive warfare, fer
there is net the sllghest syuptem of a wish in
any quarter te attack ber. Her form ef gov-
ernment agrees entirely with the notions eoter-taia-ed

by the goverameats of the greater part
ef Europe, and we in England bavs long
learned te renounce the Quixotic notion of
forcing our own ideas apoa otber Rations. If
France Is happy, we are content she should be
so in her own way, and desire nothieg but to
see ber great, peaceful and prosperous. Why,
then, is France arming?

It may be that the peculiar farm ef govern-
ment in which France has seen fit to icdalge
necessitates some increase ef the army for
purposes et domestic repression, aad we would
much rather believe it ie so than suppose she
is marshalling ber forces fer seme foreign war ;
but, if we grant that the araj is increased fer
the purpose of insuring domestic tranquility,
en what ground are we to account fer the cor-
responding and cootemperaneees augmenta-
tion of ber fleet? The navy has always been
a ravonte force in bBgiand, because, among
ether reasons, it is a force which cannot readi-
ly be used for the purpose of roereing the peo-
ple. Ia France the same principle mast ap-
ply, and we are ut a let o know for wbat spe
cific purpose a large steam navy la being pre-
pared. France has but few colonies, and those
of inconsiderable extent. She has no large
foreign commerce to protect, no refractory In
dia to reconquer and reorganize. She has
nethine to fear from a descent on her roasts
frem any foreign power. Why, then, is France
arming and augmenting ber navy?

We have a right to ask the question ; for,
whatever be the enemy against wbom tie thun-
derbolt is forced, there is no doubt that these
warlike preparations in a time ef profound
peace tei.d to indict upon us, in common with
the rest of our neighbors, many et the calami-
ties and miseries of war If France will insist
on increasing ber armies and ber Baviss, she
forces on. ber neighbors and allie s to do the
same. We have too such at stake within this
little island of ours to be content to exist by the
permission and on the suflisrance of ally, how-
ever faithful of any foreign prince, however
m&gnanin ous. History wirns us against in-

curring the fate of those nations wbo have
trusted the power of the sword in other bands
than those in wbih they were content to trust
their freedom. If France is determined to arm
we must either be contest to tie at ber mercy
or prepare to arm toe. Ii she increases her
regular army we can hardly do less than call
out and embody our militia. It she insists up-
on increasing her cavy, she forces us most un-

willingly, from the barest considerations of
prudence, te undergo the expense of a channel
fleet.

We would then, take the liberty respectfully
to submit to the Emperor Napoleon tbat it is
tbe sincere wish of this country to be his good
friend and true ally; that to this end we have
made many sacrifices, ani are prepared to
make many mere ; but bt aiks too mach of us
if be expects that he is at once to enoy what-
ever po rer, support, or influence bis alliance
with England may give bim, and at the same
time to inflict upon us by bis vast military and
naval preparations a war expenditure which
we are most unwilling to incur, and which casts
upon us many of the evils of a state of actaal
hostilities. In politics many things apparent
ly discordant may be made compatible, but it
is Impossible tbat two powerful and neighbor-
ing nations can at the same time be arming
against each other and united in close alliance
and cordial friendship.

THE X03D01T TIKES OS THE SLAVE XBASE.
Fan tbe Bmtsn Post

Tbe last London Times received, has a char
acteristic and significant article on tbe anti- -
slave trade squadrons. " Are we really to ' go
on' rorever witb them?" are the opening
words : and it saya that this question must be
answered, for everything goes on until there is
a stop or smash.

After enumerating tbe things tbat have gone
on " too long" for yars, the TSmea comes to
tbe conclusion. that jt is thus witb tbe y

crusade. and it Introduces America, in
connection withitbls crussde, as follows:

" It Is necessary to add to what we have said
before on tbe obvious necessity that tbis anti-slave- ry

crusade must come to an end. It might
' go on' for this year, or the next year, or for
ten or twenty years, but any one who thinks
for a moment on the character of the power
with which we have principally to deal, must
see not only tbat the end will corns at some
time or other, but tbat the longer that end is
staved off, the worse it will be. It la tbe fast
growing son, or younger brother, rather lub-

berly we 'may please think at present, very
saucy, d, and more fres for physical
developments than bound by moral ties. Let
us not quarrel over much with tbis disagreea-
ble state of existence, for It belongs to the
youth of men and of nations. Bat this same
power must one day have fifty times our terrl-tor- v

and ten times oar people. Besides receiv-
ing year by year from the old world the popu-

lation of an English county, It Is more thrifty
of its born citizens than we are. It has n ar-

mies In India, no fifty colonies to be garri-
soned, no immense navv In commission scarce
ly even the pretence ot an anti-slav- e trade
squadron. The time most come when, invinci-
ble as we may be on oar own soil, our own
seas, and anywhere on eoual terms, we should
have to contend with tbe United States on very
unequal termj on their soil, their shores, their
seas, and generally in the new world."

This has a vein of common sense. It next
proceeds to consider tbe peculiarities ot our
political considerations, and tbis portion bss
thick veins of nonsense. Bat the article con
dudes in tbe following remarkable strain :

' But what is now to be done, and what is
the danger tbat presses ? It is simply tbe dsn
ger of that official ri momraii which 'goes on'
with whatever it has begun. Great as Is tbe
power of office 'not to do a thing, its power to
ro on' doing it Js still greater. At this very

moment, K would seem, from tbe answer given
the other Bight in the Commons, a mischief Is
operating, ripening, coming to a head, and pro
ducing, rightly or not, a serious grievance
across tbe Atlantic, without a word ot com-

munication witb the British Government, and
without any knowledge of the matter, except
through the American papers. Will oar Gov-

ernment wait till the grievance has festered to
tbe regulation soreness? Will It do nothing
till, in tbe course ot a month or two, there ar-

rive simultaneously a dry report of operations
from the squadron and the angry demand for
damages iron ice America oorernmenir
Something might be done now witb grace and
dignity. Six months hence we may find tbe
two Governments irretrievably engaged in i
correspondence which, after producing the an
griest feelings on both sides, will end in a sulky
permission to our saucy young cousin to do
wbat be pleases on tbe other side of the At-

lantic. We wish to act witb better foresight
than that. Wbat is Government doing? It
bad best at once intimate to tbe American
Government its readiness to take any proper
steps for obviating future disagreement with-
out sacridelng those principles of humanity
recognized by governments. As, too, It is not
prepared to say tbat the cruisers have been
acting according to orders, it ought to express
a readiness to inquire whether tbey have done
so or not. But the worst is to be feared wbea
Government knows notbirg, when the griev-
ance goes Ob, and setting if done to atop or
soften it."

The steps that will obviate " fntiu'e.dlsa gree-ments- ,"

are very simple and obvious;. and are
only those that move onward towards tbs great
and precious principle of tbe freedom ot tbe
seas, and the consequent abandonment on tbe
part of Great Britain, in terms, cf ber old
claims to be the high constable on tbs ocean.
In othr words, it fs simply for her to recog-
nize tbat each nation has a coeval right to the
space it occupies by its ships in tramitu on
tbe ocean. This, nothing short ot this, will
settle the question.

If Great .Britain is desirous to preserve
peace with the Doited States, If she desires to
cement closer the commercial bonds tbat bind
tbe people of both so closely together, if she
woum restore the lost ground ot inendry reel'
log, why will she keep on paper tbe claims so
arrogantly set op by Lord Aberdeen In 1S4I
even as an abstraction? Wbat earthly good
does it do ber to bave this he quiet from year
to year, as a non-use- r? It it be useless, is it
not better to discard it? Is it not better to
put it away forever, jnst as the old doctrine ot
commercial monopoly for tbe mother country,
as touching colonies, and the omnipotence of
parliament, are forever discarded ? Let Great
Britain, by treaty, abandon this bogus claim
of visit which tbis country will never agree
to and on mis aunject at least " future disa-
greements" will cease, and new bonds of union
at once be created.

To show that sensible British journals take
the view, that Great Britain has no right to
visit or search our vessels in times or peace,
for any purpose whatever, we cite the follow-
ing from tbat able journal, the Skiypin Ga
uite:

" Surely, knowing as tbey do tbat tbe Doited
States do net and never will permit to any for-
eign power tbe right,of search, our Government
coald not have been so stupid or so wilful as to
direct our cruisers to insist upon tbe exercise
of tbat right in all cases where they might
come across vessels suspected of carrying
staves, it is quite true, nay, it is a notorious
fact, that maar of tbe slavers employed in the- -

trade between Africa and Cuba bave been built
and fitted out in ports of tbe Union. If the
American authorities choose to permit such
practices, and to place themselves in an unwor- -
luy or a fJlse position, they are at liberty to do
eo. They have a perfect right to make what
use tbey cbsote of tbe national flag, and to lend
it to protect any commerce under the sun.
Tbe Spanish Government is bound, not only by
treaty, nut in consideration of some millions
advanced by this country, to discontinue the
slave trade. We bave, therefore, a right to
see that the Cuban authorities afford neither
protection nor encouragement to that system.
But the UBited States bave incurred no such
obligation to us, and, therefore, we have no
right whatever to Insist upon searching vessels
covered Dy tne American nag."
