The rash was so great that the stage
plank could not be launched, and bat for the re-

markable coolness and prompt jixttea upon lhe
part of the officers of the boat, mere bee would
have been lest. A strong breeze was blowing
down the stream, which sooa spread the dames
to all parts of the cabin.

Power cf the Belted Statu.
A Berlin correspondent of the New York

Htrald, referring to the late difficulties be
tween Great Britain and the United States,
says

No little alarm has been excited in the com
mercial world by tbe threatened difficulty be
tween America and England, wbieb, however,
is allayed by tbe conviction that John Ball will
knock under and not sutler the quarrel to pro
ceed to extremities. What a curious specta
cle It is to see on the one side tbe United
States, without fleets, without armies, without
fortresses or arsenals, and on tbe other the
monarcbial nations ot Europe, armed to tbe
teeth, tbeir shores bristling witb cannon, and
their resources lavished on enormous military
and naval establishments, and vet whenever a
dispute arrises witn toe vouor glint or tne
West, they all turn pale, back out of the fray
as quiet as possinie, ana leave jonatnan mas
ter ef the field. He seems perfectly defence'
less, open on every side to attack, and without
a single friend to take his part, end yet they
stand in sucn awe or Dim mat even xnglisa
diplomatists, usually so imperious ana over
bearing In their tansactions witb foreign na
tions, are as eentle and forbearing towards him
as any member of the Peace society, and sub
mit to insult wan tne most lamb-iiK- e patience.
Is it because John Bull, who crows so loud
on bis own dunirbill, finds tbat Jonathan can
crow s'.ill louder than he ? or is it the secret
power of republican institutions that inspire
their possessors witb a confidence and intrepid-
ity which strikes terror to tbe hearts ot their
enemies, and make tbem hesitate to arouse the
spirit ot a people whose bold attitude appears
the more formidable and mysterious from tbe
paucity of tbe means employed to support tbeir
lBtenuocsr l believe toe explanation Das been
given by tbe English historian Alleon who
says tnat aitnougn tne superior military ana
naval sireiigtn or oreat Britain wouia enable
her to inflict the most eerious blow upon Amer-
ica at the commencement of the war, "the ex
traordinary vigor of the American people and
their native courage" would be sure to render
them successful in the end.

Tbe best
mode of keeping buildings cool and free from
flies during tbe "dog days" Is to epen all the
window and doors for an hour or two before
sun-ris- e, so as to fill every accessible portion of
the building with the cool fresh air of the morn-
ing, and then to cloee tbem sufficiently to keep
out sun and light The cold air within will
serve as a barrier to the entrance of tbe beat
daring tbe day, and the darkness to the n
trance of the flies and other icsects.
