Enow, wai uu cesnuy bcceis ubisibkiu uto
an abyss frotnwbicb. one of Its own citizens
can extricate it. Whether Zaloaga, Juarez,
Vidaurri, Alvarez, La Lave, or some other of
the score of pretenders new struggling for the
mastery, shall next have possession of the
capital, is of bo material importance, for pes
session of the capital by no means implies con
trol of the coveroment, and power to adminls
ter its affairs, either wisely or at all. On the
contrary, there does not eseu to be any man in
Mexico equal to tb emergency of restoring the
eeremment to vigor and force sufficient to con
trol all its parts ; and we see no prospect of
me accompusoment of so necessary a move-
ment, it the country is to ceatinae intact for
any considerable period of time.

These who are best informed on the subject,
and who bare the best opportenities of juag
inc. believe that the existence of Mexico as i
confederated, concentrated government, is at an
end, or nearly so, and that the Mexican terri-
tory must pass under the jurisdiction of some
other power, or remain in a state of civil dis-

cord and strife for an indefinite period. Such a
conclusion seems to be warranted by the

facts, and as the partv most interested
in the subject, the gorernuMeit and people of
tne united states, naturally inquire wnat ts
their duty in such an emergency. We have
advocated the policy of lettiee Mexico alone
ss'Igdk as she is able to B'.and alone a policy
most id Keeping wim toe course waicu tats
Governmenthas everjpursusd towards the infe-
rior powers on this continent and we see no
reason to departifrpm it at this time. Bat if the
time shall arriveas present circumstance in'
dieate, when the jurisdiction ever Mexican
territory must pass to some power outside ef
that country, a question wilt be presented for
our consideration quite different from anv
which has yet arisen in our relations with the
Mexican people. We cannot consent that any
European power shall exercise dominion over
Mexico, and u uereiofe follows, almost of
necessity, that we shall be compelled to accept
tt, sener er later, ourselves. To have the
whole of Mexico thrown upon our hands at
once would be a ttuelie raiafuituee. We can- -
net spare the emigrants te IvIWse the American
element into rt suftciently for adapting it to
our system of government, and we de not de
sire to bold it contrary to ear policy and the

or.or uevernment,as a mere dependency,
territory should be settled and control led

ny a people breathing toe spirit nf eur insula
Uess.

in this view ef the question, the policy of
acquiring by purchase portions ef Mexican
territory fiods favor aweeg conservative men.
They do net covet their neighbors' property,
they do not even desire an 'extension of our
boundaries for the sake of extending our
power merely, and many regret the necessity
which is imposed upon us of absorbine so much
ef this ceetwent as seems destined to fall un-
der ear control. But they accent the respon-
sibility which teems te be inseparable from the
workings of eur system, and while refraining
reustoeaiy from me spun or conquest, or the
desire of abeecptien, yet, in view of the neces-iUes- of

the case, prefer that the change shall
be made in the mode best calculated to nromote
the public weal. Exercising, therefore, a wise
forecast, ia view of the inevitable destinv of
the Mexican States, it seems to be the part of
seenu Biaiesmanwpio secure by cradual con
eesetens, and for a fair equivalent, such nor
tiensef the territory eentteooos to eur own
as they may be willing to spare, and thus
bring it under our own laws and accustom its
population to our institutions. This is better
than violent chances such as the transfer of
the whole of Mexico at once to our jurisdiction,
oewer even uiau a pnxecwrate, such as has
been proposed br General Houston am! xA
lea ny pertieu et tfce American press.

And this exeat country ivill continue united
Trifling politicians in the South, or in the
Herts, or is toe it ear, may continue to me
otherwise, bat it will be of no avail, laey are
like the mosquitoes around the ox they annoy
bat they cannot wound, and never kiH. There
was a common interest which run through all
the diversified occupations and variess pro
ducts et tDese sovereign States ; Were was a
eesHnea sentiment of nationality which beat in
every American beeom ; there were eoramcii
memories sweet to ttf i!f and though cloudii
hd occasionally darkened our political sky,
the good sense and the good feeling of the peo-
ple had thus far averted any catastrophe de-
structive of our Constitution and the Union.
It was in fraternity and an elevation of princi-
ple which rose superior te sectional or individ-

Tbe gTeat objection to tbe government of re
publics is the instability cf their policy. In
stead of a single bead to rule, as in a monar
chy, with settled views, which can pervade
through a course of years, tbe chief ruler or
counsellor of the State la continually changed.
Hence fickleness, instability and feebleness is
the policy of republics. Temnorarvrulers are
very apt to act with a view to their temporary
auuioruy. 10 get mronga ineir term or ser-
vice with as little trouble as possible, and to
avoid difficulties, tb; responsibility 0f origina-
ting which they may Incur, but which thev may
not have the pbrrsr to meet and to settle hon
orably sou creditably, is usually their policy.
This has certainly been too much the case with
respect to the foreign policy of the United
States. The war of 1S12 ended without se
curing to us tbe right for which it originated,
and which still exists a subject for controversy
to plague our counsels. The Clayton-Balwe- r

treaty, and tbe treaty of Washington, In our
own day, were bo n inconclusive, and nave
brought to sabsequeot administrations contin
ual dimculty and danger. And so now, we
fear, will the case with the present difficulties
with Great Britain concerning the right cf
search and tbe African slave trade. Great
Britain, in our own waters, brings to, under her
guns, fifty-tw- o American vessels, and her off-
icers tread their decks, and demand an exhibl- -
bition of their papers. If United States crui-
sers hid entered the British Channel and had
dared to perpetrate such outrages on her coast-
ers, would Great Britain have submitted to it ?
Would they have not been seized
And if, after such gross outrages and Insults,
our cruisers oaa got sareiy out or tne uritisn
Channel, and we had coollv nronosed to treat
concerning tbe matters which we used as our
pretexts for perpetrating them, wonld ureat
Britain have deigned to treat at all ? Would
she not have siid : " We will not treat on tbe
back of insults. You have chosen unjustifiable
force to obtain your end. Use it if you dare.
We will not be bullied into doing even what is
right, by any power, much less by you. We
will stand just where we were, in defiance of
your insoleure ; and you sball approacn us In
but one way, if you please by cannon." Now,
if such woubibave been the course of Great
Britain and who doubts it, undarstanding tbe
feelings of hir statesmen towards tbe United
State shall we pursue a diffeicnt and humbler
course!' Suppose tbe late communication to
our Government, sent by Lord Malmesbury,
contains a distinct and unequivocal disclaimer
or any ngot eimer to searca or visit American
ships under the pretecttea of the American flag

(a fact which we greatly doubt) why should
the United States treat with any power

her duties zbI obligations on land or
sea? Is she te put herself under tbe moral
pupilage of any nation, and virtually acknowl-
edge by resting on their aid, incompe-
tent to fulfill them? But when the nation to
whom she is to surrender her independence
over her own rights and duties, Is an old enemy

who, at the very time she proposes to treat,
declares the fact that for rears lie haa thwart.
ed a favorite policy of the United States a
policy directly bearing on the very matter
about which she proposes to treat bow can
treatise be possibly consistent with national
dignity or honor? Lord Malmesbury, in his
late speech in lae House or Lords, nsed tuefol-lowin- g

language :

l must say that the conduct of Spain to
wards us es this question has been marked by
tbe greatest ingratitude. We have taken her
part on several occasions against those whom
she has suspected of designs adverse to her.
It Has always been the policy of England and
ef other European countries to support Spain
and defend ber in the occupation cf Cuba
against hostile invasions, as well as to present
any agreement by which ehe might be Induced
to part with it. But if Spain continues to show
that utter want of principle, and that utter and
base ingratitude which she has displayed to-
wards this country, which has always been her
friend, I do not hesitate to say thit ehe must
expect that indifference will be exchanged for
amity, and, instead of our taking her part, Bhe
must expect us to leave her to whatever conse
quences may ensue, whether proceeding from
her present conduct or not."

So both thpyiinic
and Jfeailfur are right.

It is
asserted that immediately after tbe attempt of
Orsmi, and as the result of the addreeses of
the French army published in the Monitur,
Lord Palmerston was preparing to an
immense fleet against the shores of France in
case the proper apologies were not made.

in subsequently, and it was partly upon ihfe
boast that Mr. Disraeli felt authorized to de-

clare, iu bis Slough speech, that when be camet
into power, 'the country was on the eve of a
war with France.

It is believed in France that it is a know-
ledge of that fact, and ef tb general aggres-
sive tendencies of Lord Palmerston, that the
present Cabinet meets Bach an extraordinary
and unexpected support in the House and in the
country. France declares therefore that sho
bas.the right, eves as an ally of England, to put
herself on a war footing with England. She
declares that it is fear' of England that re-

quires ber to buiM up her navy, and not a ne-

cessity for invading England, of which she
never thought. So it wiil be seta that there
are two sides of the medal, and that tbe fear
is mutual. This is the French view of the
question, and I confess that it is quite as
rational as the other.

Ax English Ladt and Slavery. Miss
Murray, in her book on America, presents to
abolitionists the following poser:

Is there any part of Africa, tbe West Indies
or South America, where three million negroes
are to be found as comfortable, intelligent and
religious, or as happy, as in the Southern
States ?

Tae same lady la another place has the fol-

lowing paragraph :
As to the separation of families, I see that

great pains are taken to avoid that evil. I
believe that it hardly occure more frequently
than ia England from other causes.

Tbe factory system of England, and the ap
prentice system of the North separate more
families, by a hundred to one, than the slavery
system of the South. There is little or no
sympathy felt or exercised for the poor white
laborer in tbe regions named there employ-
ees being alone interested in making as much
out of their sinews, brains and flesh, as possi-
ble ; for if they die from tbe effects of intense
labor, nothing is lost ; while at tbe South tbe
contrary rule prevails, and in most of tbe
.States stringent laws are in force forbidding
the separation of families. It is tbo interest
of the slaveholder to feed,, clothe, and treat his
nepttes well. It is the interest of the North
era foreign employers to grind their employees
to tile utmost limit of human endurance. This
is the precise difference between the free and
slave systems ef labor. Which is the best?

Captain Peps' Artislaa Well Expedition
Discovery of Springs.

An official report, bearing the date of June
4, 186S, has been received at the War Depart-
ment giving Information that an exploration
party, sent from Captain Pore's camp, on tbo
Pecos river, near the mouth of Delaware creek,
fete discovered a large number of springs on
the summit of the Llano Eitaeadoflfty miles
east of the camp, and about half way between
the Pecos and the " Mustang Springs," on tbe
emigrant road. There Is a hard, gTavelly road,
along the whole distance, very much shorter
than the emigrant route.

The following description of the springs is
extracted from Captain Pope's report :

"Two hundred of these springs some of
them thirty yards in circumference have teen
found extending in a direction north and south
over a space of nine miles. Everywhere in
the neighborhood of the water are found groves
of willow trees thirty feet high, and from four
to six ioches in diameter."

" Commencing about three miles north of the
321 parallel of latitude, and fifty miles cist of
the Pecos at this camp, is a range of abrupt
white sand hills, seventy or eighty feet higher
than tbe surface of the plain, which extends
In a direction a little east of south for about
fifty miles. To tbe east, west, and north, the
country descends rapidly from the summit or
back bone of these sand hills, which is tbe
highest line for ten or fifteen miles Jo any di-

rection. Along tbe very summit of this ridge
Issue the springs I have mentioned, bubbling
up through beds of loose white sand of Indefi-
nite or rather undetermined depth. Thev are
not all affected by surface rains, as there Is not
the slightest evidence on the banks of tbeir
ever rising or falling, and the surface drainage
is from them in all directions.

'"As I bare stated, the line of these springs er
pools has been traced for nine milea toward the
south, exhibiting. in this distance two hundred
considerable pools of water. In most eases tbo
pools are frjm three to four feet in depth, but
in some of tlio larger ones the depth is six feet.
Tbe water is perfectly transparent, and free
from Impurities. There seems to havo been
originally a considerable stream of running
water, resembling Delaware creek In charac-
ter ; that is, a succession of deep pools, con-
nected by a swift running stream some two feet
wide and with perpendicular banks about three
feet high. The sand seems to have drifted be-

fore the violent winds along tbe course of tbe
stream until it has entirely covered the small
narrow stream connecting the ponds. This
could have readily been done, as the flags, bul-

rushes, and cane grew so thick and matted
along these narrow threads of water as com-

pletely to overlap each other from both sides,
so that even along Delaware creek the narrow
stream connecting the large pools is altogether
invisible from the summit of the bank

"This seems the only way to account for the
peculiar character of these springs, and I am
still further confirmed in this opinion from the
fact that holes were dug in several places be-

tween these springs, into which water rose
from a denth of several feet, and overflowing
the surface immediately ran off in a small
stream Into the spring to the south."

"The lines of survey heretofore made across
tbe (Idano Estacsdo' pass only a few milts to
me norm anuiouui oi iuis line bl Dr,,H5,i
certainty there is no evidence of the existence
of water in the midst of these bare sand hills
until you are directly in the middle of tbem."
