Some
specimens bare a glossy ground, to which the
attractive name of satin is applied ; this effect
is produced by the careful applica'.ion of pol-
ishing powder to a surface painted the proper a

tint. Some have an appearance imitative of
figured or watered silk, produced by passing
tbe paper between sligbtly-beate- d rollers, which
have the requisite design engraved upon them.
some save a tloin-iiK- e appearance, produced
in a singular way; the device is printed on the
paper with gold size, and over this Is sprinkled
colored flack, which consists of woolen cloth
cut or ground lo a powder. Some of the striped
paper are produced in a remarkable way. The
paper travels over a revolving cylinder, and in
its passage touches against the open bottom of

trough, whence a continuous stream of liquid
color fxl.'s unon it : blended or shaded oat terns
are produced by a modification ef tbis process.
Bronzed, gilt, er silvered papers are produced
bv printing a device with gold size, and apply
ing the metallic adornment in the state either
of powder er of leaf.
