MEXICAN AFFAIRS.
By an arrival at New Orleans from Vera

Crac,we' have a few days' later news from
Mexico. The question or the property tax, or,
as the foreign residents persist in calling it.

interest at the capital. The Government per-

sisted in collecting it with rigor. The Brit-

ish and French Ministers had adviied their
countrymen to pay under protest, if they chose
to make it, though the French Minister, at
least according to all preceding accounts, did
not denv the leralitv of the tax. Tin story is
repeated that our Minister, Mr. Forsyth, has
asked for fits passports, out u is taut a uui ac
has made this request while awaiting iastrue
Moss. This seems to be putting the cart before
the horse.

Military operations appear to be suspended
in the State of Vera Cruz, Echeagaray having
fallen back to Jalana. to avoid the yellow fe
ver, which has made its appearance in the city
or Vera Uruz, and was prevailing 10 a consia
treble extent amonc the Iraops. It is stated.
however, that from the north Vidnurri am

Garza were marcbiitg on the capital, nnd dis-

patch from Washington, which, on the strength
of advices received there, reckons their forces
at eight thousand men. states that the downfall
of Zuloaga was rrgirded as inevitable.

However, it is a Iobz march from Monterey
to the City of Mexico, all the first part of it
through that frightful desert which stopped the
advance of Gen. Taylor, and the crossing of
which was accomplished with such difficulty,
sHfferinr and loss bv the arrav which Santa
Ansa led against him. Nevertheless it cannot
be denied that the Constitutional cause appears
of late to have decidedly strengthened itself
in all the northern Mexican States, and that
the chances of the Zaloaca Government are a
good deal less promising than they were two or
three months since.

Should Vidaerri really advance upon Mexico
and succeed In overthrowing the Zuloaga Ad
ministration, tne consequences may oe expecieo
to be a good deal more momentous thau those
which have usuallr attended a Mexican revo- -
lation. Such a triumph can hardly fail to be
followed by a much more extensive confiscation
of the ntaperty of the Church than has vet
been attempted. The revolt whleh resulted in
the establishment of the Ziloaga Government
was prompted by the Church grandees, and
was in alt its earlier movements sustiised by
funds which Ihey famished. If they fail to
sustain that Government, and allow it to suc-

cumb in the struggle which is now making for
existence, they can hardly expect that the tri
umphant Constitutionalists wui oe cornea wua
the comparatively moJerate changes which
they have hitherto attempted in the monetary
relations of the Church. They will doubtless
be encouraged by their success to go much
further, and it is difficult to see to what quarter
the Church can look for aid. Indeed, if the
Mexicans ever intend to pay their foreign debt,
the large public property bow in the bands of
the Church appears to be th( only means out
of which each a nevmeot coald be made. We
must confess, however, to very grav doubts
whether, in case of a confiscation of tb Church
estates, the foreign creditors of Mexico vroeld
profit much by it-- Their case, we fear, is at
most as boneless as that of the holders of the
States of Mississippi aad Arkansas, or the
Territorial bonds of Florida, which the State
of Florida refuses to recognize. JStw lorn
THue.

We are led totneae
remarks by the perusal of the Sixth Annual
Report'of the Board of Visitors and Superiatea
dent of ths Memphis City Schools, for the year
1S57-- 8. just published.

The Superintendent's report speaks of the

recent' act ot ths Legislature by which the

school fund will be seriously diminished, and

tbe erection ot reboot houses inauspiciously de- -
larcd ai "disastrous." It is hoped that
evtrr parent in Memphis will unite in demand

lng that every effort shall be made to supply

the deficiency that is apprehended, until a suc
ceeding Legislature can remedy the evil done.

The Legislature have changed the school as

sessment of fifteen dollars for every white

male between the ages of six and twenty, to

ten dollars for eaeh youth between the ages of

eight to sixteen.
