Texas. We shall study to avoid these errors,
We are gratified to find that the public feel-

ing in Texas highly favors this enterprise, and
is in direct conflict with the recent movements
of a few wbo have most unjustly, in our view,
attempted to sacrifice the interests of the great
body ot stockholders of the Company. In-

formation of the most satisfactory character
assures us that eight-tenth- s of the people of
Harrison and adjacent counties condemn the
action ot tbe few, and are espousing the cause
of the old Company. Gentlemen of high char-
acter and large fortune, who have heretofore
bad no connection with the Company, have
voluntarily tendered the molt generous aid In
the effort to vindicate the right ot the stock-
holders. We find that tbe parties directly and
actively managing the affairs of the Company
in Texas, have not commanded tbe confidence
of this community, and hence many prominent
citizens have not identified themselves with the
enterprise, and tbe jealousy and distrust per-
vading the whole State.

In tnus animadverting cursorily upon our
predecessors, we owe itto them to sueceet. that
their patti was early beset with difficulties.
The friends ot adverse routes over tbe Isthmus
to tbe Pacific, induced tbe press to underrate tbe
effort; tbe undertaking was gigantic and all in
expectancy, until g Texas secured the
route by her (grants a route which, until the
heavy expenditures by this Company, was yet
problematical. All being in expectancy, and
with little real capital, services were compen-
sated by tbe issue of stock in amounts which,
were held in tbe public mind as extravagant.
It is not, then, a matter of surprise, that tbe
indebtedness of tbe Company in stock, pre-
dominates so largely over tbe work completed
on the road, though this forms no apology for
mismanagement by heavy grants for insuff-
icient services, aB well ia Texas ss in tbe other
S:ates, where the chief stockholders reside.
The salaries of the Company to .officers and
employees, have been large beyond all prece-
dent, and wholly unwarrantable from the na
tare and valueef the services rendered These
high salaries aad the tmallest duties possible,
followed by a rigid collection out of a Com-
pany struggling for mere existence, seems to
have characterized its policy and past history

not less injurious to the Company than to
ihe public interest. It has been our policy to
fix these salaries upon tbe basis of tbe strictest
economy, until all tbe debts and liabilities of
the Company shall be discharged, and nntil
means shall be provided for pushing the work
forward with renewed enerry. Tbe cost to
the Company in officers, agents, superinten-
