character. The needle ia of iron, shspsd I

similar to the bour-bin- d of an old
fashioned bull's eye watch, a steitl pinion, with j

rough braaa b'ad, the whole covered with a
glass set in a brass rim. The exterior edge rf
the box is divided into twelve :ompartm r. s

each markrd with tbe Japanese planets, and a
smaller circle subdivides these divisions. The
violin it also of peer wood, witdi a square end
covered like a bai ssl with parchment made of
cat skin so Tbora stated. It has three

Aided by Thoro, we weie duly presented to

the rescued mariners, who, in reply to a re-

quest to narrate their adventures, throng . lieir
captain, furnished us tbe following, whi' h, al-

though elicited by direct aid frequent ques-

tioning, ws placed in tte shape of a nar-

rative :
Captain Ieb'zabo stated ttat the junk

manned by twelve men, residents of Osli.
the province of Handar, Japan, left the port of
Isai, bound to Jeddo, on tte 13h of August
last, laden with rice, barley, wine, hats and
lumber. At 2 o'clock the ensuing morning,
they encountered a heavy typhoon, and to

were tbeir prospects of riding it nut-- as
in its fury lbs ruddrr had become broken,

and tbe vessel almost unmanageable tbey
commenced to throw over tbe cargo, at wbirh ,

tbey labored for five boors, until all were ex.
bauated. Fivs hi a t after tbey cut away t s
masts, which ease i jock, snd tbey bore
awav at the mercy of the ttorm and flood. For
twenty-fou- r hours they were tossed sbout in a j

euccestion or stormt, wn;n taey nove over-

board a portion of their lumber, and endeavor-
ed to rig jury rratts sod a new rudder, an-

other typhoon swept over tbem, and as junk
rolled so besvy as lo threaten complete ret o- -

lution, two sncbors, attached to two hundred
(the interpreter said two thousand) fathoms of
hemp cable, were got out to keep the junk's
bead to the sea.

From that time, for over five months, they
tossed sbout at tbe mercy of the waves, and,
havinr erertnd iarv masts and made Still, at- -

ittempted to reach land t but they saw nothing
but the wid expante of tvatert, until tbe ta- -

rtooeea hove in sight. Where they were tbey
no knowledge. Thiy were kindly ntcued

by Cspt. Winchester: bsve been kindlv and
considerately treated, bui desire to reach Japan
at soon ss possible. In reply ts statement
that they would have to rake a ship for Cbins,
or await a gove-nuie-

nt vessel, tbe captain, with
considerable emphasis, Bated that tbey did not
wish to visit China, but would patiently awslt

conveyance hsme.
The constant succession of rain storm pro

vided tbem with wster, which tbey gathered
even when not necessary, to store for future
wsnts, whilst wbst portion of their cargo
which was retained furnished tbem sufficient
food. Tbe glare of tbe sun and tbe reflection
of the ses were tbeir only ills, snd one or two
of the crew bsve sot yet recovered from the
hardship experienced.

Tbe model of tbe wreck spoken of in Cspt.
W.'s log, which hss since been sent, in compa-
ny with model of the broken rudder, to the
Merchant's Exchange, is s bate rtlitve, execu-
ted oo a piece of timber, and neatly
framed. It presents the junk in a raging sea,
the latter apparently made by host of shav-

ings, in wbirh miniatwrs wooden fishes, tartlet,
tnd other tea monster!, sre given ts swim
ming. Tbe srehitecture of the junk is follow
ed with that mmutenens noticeable in Chinese
art ; every thing being given with great fidelity,
to the ornaments oa the exterior, the stumps or

the mat's, tbe tun marts snd broken rudder. It
11 eurioaitv, whose vslne and sserits ire con-

siderably enhanced wsen it ia remembered that
it waa executed whilt totting oa an unknown
ssa, with tbs evident intent of being used to
explain their condition, should it become neces-

sary to abandon tbeir craft. Tbe model of tbe
rudder is of like pitetical character.

They bad but little money when resetted, snd
that in copper, snd .oev disclaim Davmg any
gold or silver. Thii copper coins exhibited
were rf three sizei, .,, b,ving bolet in the
centre, and someuhat of the character rf tbe
Chinese cash. Tbf largest fieee was oral,
made of bronze or brass, with two characters
on each side This, Tboro, tbs interprster,
stated, as esjuivalei.t to 6g cents, snd two of
them eontUtutad pay of a day's labor in
Japan.
