Your committee to whom was assigned tbe

duty of Investigating the conduct of such of the
citv officers who had any nartin releasing Da
vld Adams from the city jail, the 15th nit, beg
leave to report tbat tbey bave gone rorwaru in
tbe discharge of the duty assigned them, and
find from the evidence in the case tbat some of
the officers In the city have, in tbe opinion ot
th. rnintniiiH. fjllfrf to diseharce their dutr
in not having Adams prosecuted, as It wa s their
plain and obvious duty to do.

The question (and very naturally, tooO arises
In tbe minds ot your committee under what cir
cumatancea and to what extent can an officer
neelect his duty and be excused and justified.
Tbe impression that they bad gone as far as
the power vested in tbem by virtue of tbeir of-

fice, would permit them to go, might be deemed
a sufficient and satisfactory excuse, and under
such circumstances probably ougbt to be new
responsible.

Your committee are fully satisfied that ncne
of the police efficers engaged in the arrest or
release of Adams, can claim any Indulgence at
the bands of your committee, on the ground
tbat tbey did not Enow tneir enure cuiy in me
premises Gapt Thomas, Lteut Moore, and
Mr. YanCamnen. all state in tbeir evidence.
that they knew that the City Marabal was made
tae prosecutor in an cases icr vieiauons 01 ei-

ther State or city laws when necessary. Capt
Thnmnn zdmita that before he nut Adams in
jail, Mr. Orgill told him tbat he would not
prosecute Qlm, and gives as an excuse wnj ne
did not Inform the City Marshal, was, that be
wished to obtain other articles which he
thought Adams had stolen. Your committee
does not thint the excuse a rood one : tbe guns
were obtstned before Adams was put in j II,
and the watch was given up about 10 o'clock
the next morning, and the evldehce ahows tbat
Adams was not released from jail till one or
two In tbe afternoon, affording sufficient time
to have informed tbe City Marshal and tor him
to bave obtained a warrant ; nor does your
committee think or believe tbat any policeman
ought or can be excused, when be has in his
charge an offender against either State or city
laws, and permits such offender to escape with-
out taking the proper and necessary steps to
bring him to trial, thereby defeating the law
and the ends' of justice. The evidence further
ahows that the officers were fully aware tbat
Mr. Poston was Adams' attorney, and was

to procure his release, in his own
language, " in tbe most expeditious ant qilet
manner

As regards the part tbe City Jailor had in
releaslrg Adams, tbere is no evidence 10 snow
that he had any knowledge of the character
of the offense for which Adams was confined.
Captain Thomas says that, In reply to an in-

quiry made by Mr. Mallory. be told him that
tbe charge was a pretty severe one, and to
keep him safe, tbat Mr Poston would call np
tbe next morning. Mr. Poston says when at
'he jail next mornlne, at his request Captain
Thomas said to Mr. Mallory, "thatbe was in-

formed tbat Adams would not be prosecuted 5

that he bad, or tbat there would be no cbarge
against him, nor do we think tbat the instruc-
tions given by the Mayor justified him in

Adams ; his doty was to keep him in
jail till be was taken out by tbe city officer
wbo put mm mere, or oy me anerm 01 enemy
county or some of bis deputies.

The committee, in tbe course of its Investi
gation has found evidences of an utter and en-

tire neglect on the part of Ibe officers ot tbe
exercise of their powers, and the performance
of tbeir duties under tbe laws ot cue aiaieatxi
the cltv.

Tbe police efficers, tbe Recorder and the
Jailor, upon tbeir as such, become
tbe officers 01 me state ana me cuy, wiui run
power to arrest and confine under warrant for
any violation or infraction of any law of the
stale ot wmcn any oiuer peace omcer may
take cognizance, but it la clearly tbe duty of

pear either by himself or the Marshal, In the
absence of any other prosecutor, before lbs
Recorder or other officer having jurisdiction,
either before or after tbe arrest, and obtain a
warrant or mittimus from him for the legal and
proper confinement of tbe prisoner. The
Mayor, in fact, has no power whatever to or-
der tbe release or confinement of any one,
though it is clearly bis duty to enforce a proper
end rightful execution of all the police laws
and regulations ot tbe city. The committee
without intending to reflect opon the motives
of the Mayor, beg leave to say that It was
clearly the duty of the executive offieer to
have provided for the immediate prosecution
of Adams, rather than to have furnished the
Jailor with any excuse to relieve him by in-

structions of at least doubtful
It will appear by the evidence of Capt Thom-
as and Lieut Moore, and even tbat of tbe
Mayor himself, that he was fully Informed of
the nature of tbe charge for which Adams was
arrested, and they are clearly of tbe opinion
tbat he transcended his power in giving tbe
instructions be did to tbe Jailor, and failed to
dtsebarge his duty in the premises.

xour committee cannot close tbeir rertart
without again making reference lo a part of
Dir. .region's evidence, nesays: " mat lam
disposed to believe tbat in no small degree I
think tbe action of tbe officers was founded
upon my representation to tbem of the fact that
no prosecution wonld be had, and tbat it was
meir unry to discbarge tbe prisoner."'

men your committee mint it is already time
that this Board should take such nromnt and
uecieive action as win restore ids supremacy
of tbe law and enforce a rieid compliance in
tbe future with all its provisions, and see that
each and every offieer does his doty.

From all tbe evidence In tbe ess:, your com-
mittee think tbat tbe report contains sufficient
censure upon me executive officer or ths city
and the ililor. and recommend that Cant.
Thomas be dismissed from the service of the
city, and that Lieut Moore and Mr. Van Cam- -
pen eacb be suspended from service for the
space or tnirty days.

This report wss signed by Alderman Robin
son alone.
