already gathered around ber. And we happen
to know in several cases ber ladyship has
manifested much haughtiness to persons wbo
have had ocension to come in contact with ber.

But such things as these, however much to
be depreclatel In all persons, certainly cannot
be regarded in evidences of a deranged brain;
for it tnklna and otlenslve personalities in print
were ro considered, few writers would be safe
from incarceration In a lunatic asylum ; and If
haughtiness were held to be a proof of It icy,
who is thert' that should give the rec. iiary
"certificate!," and wbo become "ward re?"
Displays of ill temper aad malignity of pride
and arrogaace are never very reasonable;
they, are, it truth, very rid.culous ; still there
Is much yet to be learned if they are to be held
as indicatiois of madness.

We make these remarks to show that, while
under an impression we will say a conviction

that in Lldy Lytton's transfer to a lunatic
atrlaii, she bas been made the victim of a
shoekine outrage and crime, we are not unac
auainted w.th nor insensible 'o ber weaknesses
and defects. And we may here state that our
object in alluding to her case at all it to en
force by Un publicity that strict investigation
into its circumstances te wdicq sue is in com-mo:- ,
