own subjects, except by tbe authority of

magistrates or individual ministers of our own
country.

States which have entered into contracts with
Great Britain, admitting the rigbt of search,

which ssch vessels intended to defeat by
raising another flag; or such vessels as pi-

ratical outlaws, who possessed no right to any
whatever."

No'v, it is only in the way thus described that
have tbe rigbt of visitiog vessels. If our

cruisers knew that there was an American ves-

sel sailirg by them full of slaves, they would
have no rigbt whatever to visit her unices they

gooi grounds for suspecting her not to be
really an American vessel. No doubt tbe flag

priraa arte evideree of nationality, but it
not sufficient, if we have reeeivtd any

grounds for reasonable suspicion. No doubt,
cruisers would commit a great mistake in

overhauling an American vessel, believing her
be a Spanish vessel or a pirate. The most

ample reparation should be made for any each
involuntary otTeose. Tbat is all that can be
expected between two nations, and j JBt what
ought to be done in order to maibtain good
faith between earh other. I taw, tome time
oj;o, an exlratt flora a tpetch of Gen Can, in
which that minuter ttaled the cote vilk the mott
perfect truth, and in almost exactly the tame
words I have used over and over again.

the noble earl opposite to write. The re-

tious aad careful exercise cf tbe rigbt ; and if
noble carl can devise anything more effectu-

al for the attainment of our objects, I shall be
happy to concur in it, and to admit that my
noble friend has done good service. But with

assistance which I had in the framing ot
the instructions issued some sixteen or eighteen
years ao having bad tbe valuable advice of
the noble earl cow at tbe head of government

I am disposed to think that if tbey had been
completely followed they could not bare occa-
sioned dissatisfaction to any power.

I do rot complain of the coble earl, becacse
subject is probably new to him ; but those

who advleed him ought to have recollected that
thit subject occupied many months ot care and
attention. At the time to wnlch I allude the
question was at its tigbt ; It created much
more interest than It does now, and it assumed

much more serious character. I have no in-

tention of renewing a discussion upon the sub-

ject, and it Is less necessary for me to do eo
because my last note has remained more than a
