The weather continues vry warm and exceed-
ingly dry lo tbe vicinity of Helena, though we
hear f refretbing rains in various parts of the
country. Oa Wedmsiay and Thursday last
fine rains fell below town on the Lakes and in
tbe Old Town neighborhood. Wo learn that
the crops In thit part of tbe county that were
not seriously damaged by the Overflow, are
looking exceedingly well. In some portions ei
the eonn'y, lying west and northwest of Hel-a- a,

the drouth baa done Immense damage to
(be corn crops. Helena Dtrtocrai, August
21 ! Tbe crops in PnlUlps county promise to be
passably air on an average, i.xcept wrjere
ruined by tbe overflow or set back for want of
sufficient rain, tbey maybe said to be good.
There bave been no genera rains in this Imme-

diate region this summer same sections bar
ing plenty, whilst others have suffered almost
a drought. Cotton and corn will consequently
turn out very well or only tolerable, according
to locality. Tbe young corn, planted in tbe
bottoms since tbe overflow, baa been al-

most totally destroyed by wor.es. In some
fields scarce a blade ia left -- Camden, August
14 : Throughout tbe county there have been,
for the past week, frequent and refreshing
showers, and though too late to benefit in a
great decree, tbe crops of corn and cotton, will
add much to the 3 ield of peas and potatoes.

Tixas. The Ttxiaw aays that the army
worm baa made its apnearacce-i-n a cotton field
near Anderson Xho Libtrly Gazttte has
been presented with a limb of the co'ton of tby
" Bojd Trolific" species, which was ten inches
lo.ig, wrtn iq'ures and two noils upon it--
The Gonzales Enquirtr, August 7 : During tbe
nsst week we bav had an opnortunitr of con.
versing with many of our .farmers from differ
ent portions of tbe county relative to tne crop,
and as far as we can learn lhe yield of the
late corn will not be as much by one-ha- lf as
was anticipated four weeks ago. At that time
the prosneots for a full crop were indeed flat
erlsg ; but the excretive beat of tbe weather

wbicil followed, added to the fact that but IU

le or no rain baa fallen, caused the corn to
" fire" considerably, and cnVtbs yield short ai
stated above. We are assured, however, that
this, added to the corn which was saved from
Uie grasshoppers, will supply tbe county abnn
Jantiy. The cotton crop, as far as we can
bear, is suffering considerably for rain, and
heddine a goad deal. A good crop Is still an

ticlpated, however.
Nonru CaaouKA. Tbe accounts from some

sections of Yirgiaia and North Carolina rela
tive to the corn crops are very distressing.
Tbe corn is drying ap, and large fields will
prove almost worthless Petersburg, (Va )
Intdlignctr : Tbe quantity of tobacco made
last year in Virginia and North Carolina,

ana. The extent of tbe damage to tbe crop by
them, you will bave an idea of when I tell you
that Mr. Young, on bis home place, will not
make over one hundred bales of cotton, where
