Gen. Jackscn'a sirthplsea.
Tbe Lancaster 27ftr, in r.otidrj the recent

letter ot Col. DAvrsronT, ot Virginia, claim-
ing Gen. Andeew Jackson as a Virginian,
which was published in the JTrrntry ot the 7lh
Inst, says :

That if the statement put forth by those
good old people 'Virginia, trpon which Col.
Davenport predicated his claim, establishes
the fact that an Andrew Jackson " was born
in that State, removed with the intsallon
of coming to this District, it does not follow
that that Andrew Jackson was the welrlor and

of history.
The family Jackson was Scotch, and emi-

grated at an early to the north ot Ire-

land. Andrew Jackson, tbe father of General
Jackson, with bis tons Hugh and Robert, left
Ireland and landed in Charleston, tn lino, ana
removed to Waxhaws, there to reside.
Mai. Robert Crawford, with others ot
Crwford family, came over with him and like-

wise settled in the W'axbsws. Andrew Jack-
son died shortly after his arrival in this coun-

try, and just before the birth of his eon An-dre-

The latter was born on the 15'Ji day of
March, 1767.

Tbe Jacksons were In rather indirent clr
cumstances ; but Maj. Crawford was a wealthy
man, and by tbe marriage of one of bla broth-
ers with slstsr of Andrew Jackeon's (Sr.)
wife's sister, somewhat a family connex
ion arid the firm and tradeviatlng friend ot tue
Jacksons. From the best Infermation we can
gather, tbe ot Gen. Jackson had left the
place where her husband first settled, and at the
time ef the birth of her son Andrew, was liv-

ing on a place belonging to Maj. Crawford,
verv near to bis place of residence. In a

very short time after that event the birth of
Andrew Maj. Crawford took her to his own
borne, and it washer horns until ber death-Maia- r

Crawford teek cood care of his pro
tege, and was repaid by a filial affection that
died only when the old hero himself ceased to
exist. The descendants of Maj. Crawford are
eaaeroas, and the tradition ot the family, as
to the birth place of Jccksos, is as we have
above stated. There are numerous relations
ot Gen. Jackson now living la this District
some of them second cousins and the tradi-
tion among them Is that Gen. Jackson was
bora In tbe Waxbaws. This tradition is
vague and uncertain ; It is positive, direct, and
Is feanded upon information handed down from
parents te toelr cfllldren. iBf re are men ana
women, now here, many of tbem who have
ceevKed with pjrsoas of undoubted veracity,
who were present at birth of Gen. Jack-
son. Some of these who were present were
near relatives, gave me, some years ago,
tbeir lesumony to me ract mat meir maun
2uUbed kinsman was born in the Waxbaws
.Ml the above can be verified, it necessary, by
men and women among ol unquestioned
characters.

Ibis is sufficient, we think, to rebut the
claim of Col. Davenport ; but there is further
testinear. we refer to ue several lives or
Jackson ; particularly to that by Kendall. We
Believe it was never completed, out several
numbers were published. This work was dic-

tated br Gen. Jackson himself la in fact an
aetobiezraBhy and is authentic Inltwiltbe
foand a of birth of Jackson,
substantially the same as the above. Also, a
map ot the Waxbaw settlement, on which is

But the teetimoay rests not here. Many

years age, it was mooted whether Gen. Jack
son was born In this slate, or just over toe
tine in North Caralioa. Col. James H. With
ersnoea, tben a prominent citizen of this Dis-

trict an Intimate friend of Jackson's, ad-
dressed to him a letter ot inquiry as to bis
birthplace. The reply of General Jackson
was lull and particular, ue states that he
was bora in the Waxhaws in South Carolina,
on a place belonging to Maj. Crawford. This
letter is now in the hands ot James H. Wither-spoo- n,

Esq , son the late Col. James H.
Witberspoon, to whom it was addressed. Un
fortunately, Mr. Witberspoon is on a summer
tour among the highlands, and we are conse-
quently deprived ot the pleasure of laying it
oerore our readers.

It is, we think, well established, if General
Jackson Is to be believed, that he was born in
the Waxbaws. A man ought to know where
he was born. Doubtless Gen. Jackson was,
time and again. by his mother and
friend, Maj. Crawford, where be was born,
aad the exact spot was pointed out to him.
He was well nigD grown oeiore lie leu tee
Waxbaws.!and must have been well infotmed
of its locality.
