While I was la Cuba last
winter, the overseer of a neighbortag plantation
was kiUed by one of tbe coolies, et-- ht ot whom
claimed to hive done the deed. They knew
that the death which woald be their tot would
be tcnrr man tbe UTe to which they locked
forward. They were all executed.

expenses of the voyage and lh cost of the ves-

sel, which, as is usually the case, wss burned.
Although the freighting of coolies is, in re-

ality, not a whit better tban the regular old
fasbioced slave trade, yet it seems just now to
be much more genteel, and In the absence of
other business in the Chinese seas, will be the
resource of some of our ships. A friend of
mine in Havana, the captain of a small vessel,
was offered $10,000 to go to tbe we;t coast of
Africa fora cargo of negroes.
