Its popula
tion is, and has long been, but little larger than
that of the city ot Mew York, while its area
is somewhat less thin that of tbe State or 1IM- -
aots. tojoyiDg a moist, sat mikl and DeallD
fai climate, and blessed with a sell of rare
fertility, it would seem to have been marked
oat by tbe nand or nature for we abode or
peace and plenty. Such was for msnr years
its fortune, if the stagnation of ecclesiastical
tyranny and tbe rigid banishment of all men
Ul and mechanical activity will admit of any
but neea'lve cappiness.

In 15Z0, Sebastian uabot, then in the service
af Spain, visited its waters, and erected on the
banks ot the Parana a stone cross, as a testi
mony ef its appropriation by his Catholic
MsKsty. Not many years after, in a fit of de
votion, it was cedd to the then youog and vig-
orous order of Jesuits, as the seat ot a commu
nity where the reverend fathers might carry
eat their theoretic principles, undisturbed by
tbe vices and other-adver- se influences of civili-
zation. Tbe simple minded natives yielded an
easr assent to the mild though unlimited sway
of tbe fathers, whose system of education re
pressed all vain ambition, wbtle it ttueut toe
arts ef agriculture and the duties of religion.

As tne SarxlwieD itlsntls are pointed out as
a triumph of the modern missionary enterprise,
se the Catholic Church has ever referred with
pride to the happy infioences of the true faith
in tbe sequestered pampas of the South. Even
Yekalre, in bis Candida, has drawn a compli-
mentary though somewhat barletqoed picture
ef the Jesuit's success.

In 1767, or a few rears later, this delightful
condition of affairs was ended. Long contin-
ued prosperity, tbe Portaeuese conspiracy, and
the revelations of tbe Jasenist controversy,
proved the destruction ot tbe society ef Jesuits,
and in 1776 Paraguay was annexed to the vice
royalty ef Buenos Ayres.

Uur census returns show tbtir cambers have
diminished sines sectional excitement baa di
verted the attention ot oar people from their
own dunes 01 cnarity and sympatny to denun
ciatlons of others. There-are- " more Tree Tie
groes in the small border State of Maryland
than are to be found in New York or all New
England. Although they have every facility
for coming here, they prefer to keep away
from that philanthropy which deals In abuse
and detraction, and not in acts of charity and
kindness. There are more free negroes who
avoid the States controlled by Republicans
tnan there are slaves woo evade tnelr masters.
The policy of tbe Republican party Is not only
unpatriotic and uBjust, but It is marked with
cowardice. Their cherished leader has said
on the floor ot the Senate "that in tbe begin
nine there were twelve slave and only one free
State twenty-fon- r Senators of the slave States
and only two of tbe free.

Would thev f the Opposition) do more to render
the Kemibiie neaeerui. nrosneroue. ana power
ful at home, and respected, honored, and ad
mired a broad 7 Tbis Question can only be de
cided in our minds after a careful and impar
tial examination of the past history of tbe two
parties. And to this test let it be brougot.

To trace the progress of the two parties
would be both interesting and Instructive. Tbe
Federal opposition, in the language of one cf
the.r number, believed in liberty according to
the English sense that is to say, according to
tbe British sense of tbe term. John Adams,
one of their ereat leaders, expressed toe opin
ion that tbe Government of Great Britain,
purged of Its impurities, would be tbe model
for all tbe civilized countries on the globe.
Alexander Hamilton, their most prominent
leader, went still further, and declared that,
with all ot its impurities, It was the wisest and
best that the wit or man could devise, wito
such leaders, the Federal opposition necessarily
adopted the principles and policy of the "moth
er country." so far as " a decent respect lo tbe
opinions cf mankind " would allow. They ad-

vocated a strong government for this country
strong enough to bold the people In leading
strings as securely as they are held by their
lords and masters in tbe Old World. Tbe Dem
ocratic party differed with tbem "fundamen-
tally and totally," as to principles and mea-

sures. Even at that day they believed In
" Democratic progress." They had witnessed
with pride and exultation tbe progressive steps
of the people from the humiliating position of
lukirrti of tbe British crown to tbe proud po
sition of tbe citizens ot a great republic. They
unhesitatingly acknowledged toe people as toe
source of ail power and authority as the le-

gitimate sovereigns of the land; and boldly
ccmbatted the federal doctrine, that a fortune- -
favored few are born, booted and spurred to
ride the multitude, "legitimately, by the grace
of God." As a matter 01 course, toe people
returned the plaudit of well done to the De-

mocracy, and rejected the doctrines of Fede-
ralism, as too nearly Identical with those
which they had successfully fought against in
tbe war of the revolution According to the
law of they could not have
decided differently between the two political
parties as first organized in this country.

But tbe federal opposition, though defeated
10 their efforts to model this government after
that of Great Britain, did not weary In evil
doing. The text attempt was to contract ths
boundaries of tbe area of freedom as much as
possible. From certain debates at tbe time of
tbe adoption of tbe constitution, It is certain
that tbey were Is favor of restricting tbe limits
of the republic to the origfcsl thirteen States.
But, fortunately for this country and for the
human race, tbe progressive Democracy won d
agree to no such restriction. Some fitteenyears
afterward! the Federalists violently opposed-th-

acquisition of Louisiana : bat again tbe
progressive Deeaoeracytriumphed,and brcugbt
that State of incalculable value and import-
ance in it political, commercial and military
peut ef view tinder tbe w iBg of the American
esgl'.

The opposition of the Federalists, under tbe
assumed name of Whig, to the acquisition of
both Texas and California is within tbe per-
sonal recollection of moat readers. Fof both
Of these invaluable acquisitions tbe people are
indebted ta tbe progressive Democracy. Tbey
secured them sgtiist the bitter denunciations
aod strenuous exertions of the Opposition.
And here. let us stop to ask, what progress
would our couelrv have made ia anything great
or eWriaaa but fr tb T nuirratle nartr?
