As the notsstof warning still comes in tbe

hollow tones f death from New Orleans,-w-e

jadge it necessary for thousands who are wait
log arxloualyfto go down tbe river, to keep
them informed of the progress of the pestl
IeCce,of tbe true condition of things In the In
fected district, and of tbe prospects of those
who defy danger and tempt death, by entering
New Orleans at all hazards. IVe cannot do
this better than by publishing the following,
which we translate from the Ccwritr dt la
Louitiant, a paper that bas been more open in
staling its sentiments upon this subject, atd
more prompt in publishing the details con
nected with the present visit of ihe fever In
New Orleans, than any other paper in that
city. Tho Conrrier dt la Zovitiate tavs

We have now reached the 23d of October,
but our city has Tiot yet Tesutaed the activity
that ordinarily distinguishes it at this petlod
oftbe jear. Importers have just reeefved
their goods from Europe and the North, cotton
is cumicg in rapidly, but business operations
and commercial movements lag behind, which
is not astonishing. Avery large proportion
of our population, callid away by business, or
kept at a distance by fear of tbe epidemic, are
abteut waiting on tbe opposite bank of tbe
lake, or in other cities of, tbe United States, the
intelligence that is to recall them by the iafor
mation that New Orleans enjoys, once more,
an excellent state of health.

Unhappily, notwithstanding the desire we
feel, we cannot yet publish the desired lntelll
geece. We cannot place the existence of In
dividual beneath the interests of commerce.
and we believe we should fail in our duties as
journalists if, In order to gain a few days to
busisesj, we should counsel persons, net inured
to our climate, to enter at present within our
walls. We cannot take that responsibility so
loag as tbe official returns fail to make it cer
tain that New Orleabs is, at last, released
from the scourge that has carried off nesrlr
five thousand individuals. We are sorry that
many persons should have believed oar brelh
rea of the press and ourselves to be mere

alarmists, representing things in their worst
light in spite of repeated warnings; in spit
ef ho opiates f experienced pbysiciaBS
which we,bav falthfally kept them informed

I bey have retomed te the city. In doing
this tbev have retted upas theeLasIonaI state

stents oT tbe reports, that the number of deaths
bad decreased.

K is trur, but we have said it and repeat it
they prove nothiag.

Insheit, if it Is tone that tbe ysllow fever
bas devoured its five thousand victims, we must
estimate at tbe least at too thousand, it seems
to us, the naraber ef patients attacked but
saved. If we consider this figure ef fifteen

fteusand seals as representing tbe whole
tbe persons susceptible ef the infection, it will
net aMenieh us that there sboald be notable
diminutions of deaths whenever there are no
new arrivals In the city. It would be very
illogical to argue from the decrease that the
fever was diminishing is influence It pene-

trates everywhere but finds less feed for its
ravagee; it bides itself among the tombs be
eaese it fhas, in a great measure, ran over tbe
circle ia wbkh it bas power to more.

Deceived by the appearances; of Improve,

raent, taking no time te reflect, incredulous
with tespect 'to oar counaela to keep away,
many of the absent thought tbe epidemic wa
exbaosted end had left us. Under that im
pref sioH tbey returned at once and became the
easy prey te tbe yellow fever, being unprepared
for tbe vitiated atmosphere, cimlng as tbey
did from a. pure air, after wbicb the transition
wae sure to lead to anferttcnate consequences.
These imprudences folly explain all those
fiuctuatioBS notch have for sometime occupied
oar attention they give tbe key to those
eleoar awakenings of the fever when all
thought be slept.

Once more we have to Botice these melaa
choir acd wavering movements. Yesterday
we had the pleasure of recording thai only six
teen deaths bad occurred during tbe previous
twenty-foa- c hours to-d- with pain e an
Bounce more than double that number forty'
one deaths, in the same space of time. We have
remaikud, moreover, that during the last few
days the admissions into tbe Charity Hospital
have beea more numerour. Tbe increase is evi
deatly attributable to Ihe premature landing of

fereigaers at oar pert, aad to the imprudent re
tern of jtersans who would have been spared
all danger by prolonging their absence for
another, week or two. We repeat it to act
thus is to defy fate. Nothing has changed In

tbe condition of our atraosphsre, and long ex
yerieaee has taught us that tbe yellow fever is
never effectually swept away except By ttie
ececrrence of one ef two IrottB ; until then it
alwajs remains intense aad deadly.

Many persons, aware et the openings caused
by so many deaths, have hurried their return
to New Orleans in order to obtain employment
in tbe vacant situations. The inducement was
tempting', it is true, but many have been cru
eliy pvnihed for having giveaway too quickly
to tbe tcmntatios, and they bave gone to join
thrte in tbe tomb whose places they sought to
fill at the desk. Let these examples be a warn
iog to those wbo are Indulging in the same de

sire. Before loeg tbe city mast become en

tireiy salubrious. Life is well worth a few
days patience. Tbe temperature bas fallen

eaeibly, rain has, at last, fallen, aBd we have
reasen to believe that it will be followed by
that beneficent frost which, will be, te
manna from heaven.
