WHAT LED TO THS TRAGEDT.
It appears, t-om what our re could
lenrn, that the eldest boy, Fravels A. Goualdy,
was A young man of unsteady liabits, and often
caused his fatbher moch ansoyaaecs in conse-
gerace of bis wild and extravagast course of
living. He was In the babit of staylng out
Iate at nights, contrary to the express desire of
his parents, and when bhard pushed for mon'y
would net seruple to ase dishonest means to
obtain the same  About three months age the
father depouited the sum of §5 In oue of the
ssvings banks to the credit of Bis pon, with
the nuderstanding that it was not to be toached
until the som should p‘:m.fdb.dn..'l.dhg
tt of funide, young gou ¥y extirac
a:l book mm’hu father's deak one night,
snd the following day drew the sum of §10,
wilh which be went on a frolie.
