It is the failure to apprehend
this sreat truth that induces so many unsuc-
cessfsl attempts at final compromise between
the slave and free States, and it is the existence
of this sreat fact mat renders an sucn pre
tended compromises, when made, vain and
enbemerai."

in the Southern States; and there is to be no
abatement of this war against slavery, no com
promises, no concessions for Ibe sake of peace,
so long as mere snail remain a single slave
noidiec state in we union.

The Thue Tone of Polite Convxssation
and Familiar Letters. When a woman 0
feeling, fancy and accomplishment has learned
to converse with ease and grace, from long
intercourse wuq me most poiisned society,
and when she writes as she sneaks, she must
write letters as tbey ought to ba written; if
she bas acquired just as much habitual cor-
rectness as Is reeoncileable with tbe air of
negligence. A moment of enthusiasm, a burst
of feeling, a flash of eloquence, may be al-

lowed; but tbe intercourse of society, either
in conversation or .in letters, allows no more,
Though interdicted from the loog continued
use of elevated language, they are not without
a resource. There is a part of language which
is disdained by tbe pedant or tbe declalmor,
and which both, if tbey knew its difficulty.
would dread ; it is formed of the most familiar
pbrases and turns, in daily use by tbe general-
ity of mankind, and is full of energy and viva-
city, bearing ujton it tbe mark of those keen
feelings and strong passions from which
springs. It Is the employment of such phrases
which produces what may be called colloquial
eloquence. Conversation and letters may be
thus raised to any degree of animation, with-
out departing from their character. Anything
may be said, If it be spoken in the tone of so-

ciety ; tbe highest guests are welcome, if they
come In tbe easy undress of tbe club: the
strongest metaphor appears without violence,
11 it is ramiiiany expressed; and we tben
more easily catch the warmest feellne. it we
perceive that it is intentionally lowered in ex-

pression out of condescension to our calmer
temper. It Is thus that baranrues and decla
mations (the last proof of bad taste and bad
manners in conversation) are avoided, while
the fancy and heart find the means of pourlre
frrtb all their stores. To meet this deenised
part of language in a polished dress, and pro
dueing all the effects of wit and eloquence, is
a constant source of agreeable surprise. This
is increased when a few bolder and higher
words are happily wrought fnto tbe texture of
tuis familiar eloquence. (Conversation is re
taxation, not easiness, anu must never appear
to oe occupation.
