A correspondent ofjjthe Bseton Poif.wrlUng
frcm Jaffaf on tbe 2Mb cf September, gives
some Interesting Intetllgencefrom that city,

from which we extract as follows:
It was In one of tbe beantlfnl French boats

that I first approached the Holy Lind After
pleasant ran of twelve hours we reached tbe

time-honor-ed city of Jaffa. Tbe ancient bar-bi- r,

where Solomon's ships rode In safety, la
npw filled with sand, and In some places, far
Icland, Is covered with the orange, citron,
pemesTanate and palm-tre- e. This harbor
eoald be excavated at vrrr little coat ; but lbs
Turk lives fcr to-d- y, and takes notboegbt for
tbe morrow; and so we were obliged to anchor
abont a mile from tbesbore, exposed to Ibe full
force of the winds aad warn, with very weak
hoWInp ground.

At a abort distance fromtbelandlng-plae- e is
reef of rocks, to which it is said that Andro-

meda was bound when rescued bv Perseus from
tbe r. ard. to make the storr true.
the very Iron ring to which she ws secured is
still sbown to the wonrerirg pilgrim a fore-
taste of tbe many wonderful atoriea wbleh the
traveler will bo obliged to listen to In this won-
derful land.

Jeffs, from its situation on a high bluff, ex-

tending into the sea, baa a very picturesque
appearance wbrn viewed from the deck of tbe
teamer, but tbe cbarm vanishes tbe moment

toe traveler touches land. Passing through a
dangeroua pasiageyast large enough for one
boat he comes to an old, rickety wooden plat-
form ab at fifteen feet rauare. and tbls Is tbe
principal and only nharf of tbe modern city of
Jaffa. On this wharf is a motlev assemblage
of half-nake- d Arabs, ragged Jews, Greeks,
Armenians, and all of tbit dirty genus, strug-
gling, pushing, swearing, and altogether mak
ing a clamor socn as it is Impossible for any
oae not accustomed to Arab irapettouslty even
to imagine. Tbe devoted passenger innocently
stands up in the boat, and, befors he bas time
to ponder npon his awkward appearicce, is
seized by the legs, the arms, tbe tall of his coat,
er any part of bis body which presents a con
venient naoui", and polled, snoved, jostled and
'hraet by main force tin abont ten feet on to
tbe already crowded platform ; sundry splaehes
n ine water convey to Dim tae gratityteg in-

telligence that seas of his persecutors have
been jostled eff tbe platform by bis sodden
landtag, and be takes a grim satisfaction in
ttcir s truer it a a&d screams. Ftzbtinebis way
through tbe crowd, the stranger finds himself
ia a narrow street, redolent of decayed vegtu
Mes, onions, salt fish and zarllc, and is irme
diately beeet bv an iosolent crowd, clamoring
for &scJrskcf, a word wbicb, as It is tbe first
to greet bim on his arrival, will accompany
htm like his shadow till be leaves tbe coastry.
Ihe streets of Jaffa are disgustingly filthy, aad
e narrow that it is with difficulty that two

horsen-e- a can pass each other. Placing my-

self ui.der tbe guidance of tbe accomplished
Mohammed, my dragoman, I pasted through
'iiegueting avenaes,sseuatediiimerable steps,
wbicb are tbe streets running east and west,
aad finally arnved at the Jews' Hotel," of
whicn tbe least said Is the toooesc mended.

I had hardly time to peiform tbe necessary
toilet processes when I was informed that an
American resident wished to see me. It was
Mr. Charles Saunders, an American missions
ry, who bas resided in Jaffa for years After
some ceaversatioa be invited me to bis bouse,
which is situated npon the highest point of tbe
bluff before mentioned and comman .a an ex-

tensive view of tbe sea and tbe sbippi i g, which
latter consisted of one small schooner lading
with rags, in which tbe country is exceedingly
prolific. Here I was introdsced to Mrs. Slan-
ders, who was occapied in dispensing medicines
to tbe sick poor, a large crowd of whom were
besieging tne doer as we entered. I wlsb 1

could give yea an idea of Ibe laborious duty
wbicn tnis most tateated lady Bas anderta&en.
Leaving a comfortable heme, she bae come to
Palestine for tbe sole purpose of doing good.
Her labors have bees most aeandentl) Meet
for no diplomatized pbtsiciao ever bad more
decided success. Her fasue has spread far and
wide tbreogbhe country, and patients 2eck to
ber from Cairn aad Dasoascut. she bas been
offered immense presents la gratitude for her
cares; bat, trae to the cause the strves, ebe
accepts nothing but thanks. Sbe is almost re
vered by tbe inhabitants of Jff, scarcely a
family of which city bas not bad caure to
bless ber. Sbe informed me that she had been
obliged to limit tbe number or ber daily pa-
tients to fifty, as her strength was not stiEeient
to enable ber to attend preperly to all who ap
plied, amounting daily to a hundred or mere.
rbe influence of such a woman, with her op
portooiues of intercourse with all sorts and
conditions of people, must be immense. Sir.
Saunders bas made great progress in tne Ara-
bic language, which all tbe members of bis
family speak fluently; and he now conducts
his weekly meetings wholly in that language.

ua tne following oay l naa tne pleasure or
meetiog Dr. Gorbam, our excellent Consul,
who is new in Jans, engaged in ferreting out
tbe perpetrators of tbe outrage on the family
of Mr. Dickson. Tbe Court of Jaffi bad ar
rested five men for this outrage, but, as tbe
Court at Beirut was not entirely satisfied as to
tbe guilt of all of them, a committee bad been
sent to Jaffa to investigate the affair more
thoroughly, and it is as a member of this com
mittee that Dr. Gorbam is bow employed.

Sr. Gorbam, throughout this obscure case.
bas bad to contend against tbe fanaticism and
corruption of tbe lurklsb authorities, and I
am Surry to asy against tbe impetuosity of bis
own countrymen, who, one would have thought,
ought to have supported him.

The court at Jerusalem is notoriously cor-
rupt, and botfa it and tbe Pasha fanatically op
posed to Christiai a It of course would have
been the extreme of felly to have bad the trial
at Jerusalem. Tbe court at Jsffi was not
competent to try such a ease. There remained
nothing, therefore, but to sead be prisoners to
Beirut, which ia the supreme tribunal of tbe
country ; and the arrival of tbe American
Consul, Mr. Johnson, was most opportune.
As I slid before, a committee was seat to Jaffa,
and, at tbe lime of my arrival, Dr. Gerbam
was ei gaed night and day. Dr. G. ia about
forty years of age, and ia a most accomplished
gentleman, o: great taienteand raseinaucg ad
dress. He speaks meat of the Eoropean lan
guage fluently, aad is a highly finished scholar.
He ia greatly esteemed by all classes bere, and
tbe woe (if r to me is that a man of bis abilities
should be willicg to busy himself in such an
obscure corner of tbe world.

A few da is since I accompanied tbe Consul.
at His invitation, to a pieee about two miles
from Jaffa, where it was suspected that some
of the property belonging to Mr. Dickson had
been concealed. We started oa horseback at
about nine in tbe morning ; our way was over
the glaring sand ; the sun poured fiercely down ;
and for three-quarte- rs of an hour we had a
perfect representation of tbe co oftee described

passing of the deeert " We at length, well
scorched, arrived at the place It was a bcuse
which had been lately built at great expense
by Mr. PhUibert, tbe French Cooeui at Jaffa;
bat, owing to tbe ineeflicieet foundation, tbe

At this stage tne captain,
purser, and Mr. Fowler threw bottles over
board, containing details of the sad catastro
phe. Their rescue from Impending death is
thus described by Mr. Fowler:

"Tne captain, chief officer, purser, doctor,
Mr. Warner, tba other chief cabin Dasen?er.
and myself, went into tbe saloon at 2 o'clock,
p. t.,to eat something, for we were all becom
ing ramt. we were eating wbat we believed
to be our last meal, but we were all calm, and
even cheerful, Captain Johnson asking to be
excused ror toe manner in wnich be was crest
ing np tbe preserved salmon, wbicb, with a few
biscuits, was to form our dinner and I for ap-
pearing at dinner In such a gulse.belng laterally
covered, bands and face, with tar.

In less than balf an hour from tbe time
we first sishted ber, tbe veeetl, which proved
to be tbe Merchantman, of and from London,
with troops for Calcutta, passed close under
our stern. How we cheered ber, aitd she return-
ed our cheer. Oar captain bailed through his
trumpet, ' We are on fire, will you stand br
ua?' To which Captain Brown returned a
hearty ' Aye, aye, and send my boats to assist
you'

" Soon two of the JlfrrrAdnfmsn'r boats and
three of our own were launched: but tbe sea
still was bigb, and we expected every moment
to eee some or tDem swamped or dasaed in
pieces alongside ; but, thanks to the first and
second oScers of the Merchantman, and of our
own officers in charge of tbe boats, they were
conducted between tbe two vessels without a
single accident. We first embarked tbe women
and cbildrea. and brSr m were all safely
on board the iftrchantman, our captain being
tbe last to leave.

"On arriving on board tbe Merchantman,
everything had been provided by Captain
Brown, for the relief and comfort of tbe res
cued passengers, in woicn ne was assisted oy
Captain Dawson, commanding the troops.
They bad prepared bot tea and biseuits for
four hundred Tbe women and children were
accommodated in the cuddy and officers' rooms,
and the crew aad passengers mustered and told
off to mess with tbe soldiers and siilors with
out the slightest confusion. Tbe Merchantman
stood by tbe burning hip during tbe night, and
at about 2 a. M., tbe flam's burst over tbe

forecastle; seen after Ibe fore-
mast went over ibe aide, and in half an hour
tbe main ar.d mizien masts went, and seen af--
ur she was a mass of Bmee.

The Silveb Question. The New Orleans
Crticcnt says :

The silver question is attracting the attention
ar meet every one naving aoytning to do wan
money. Landlords, owners of property, mar-
ket folks, "retail dealers of every class, com
plain of tbe great amount hich they are com
pelted to receive in tbe course of trade, with
wbieh tbey cannot pay tbeir notes in bank or
eat of bank. However, it is better to have
complaints of a redundancy of coin tban other
wise. As for raising the standard of silver, or
increasing its purity to wnat it was previous
to toe act or iooj, weaui ne lice jumping out
af tbe frying pan Into tbe fire. The silver coin
under the old standard would leave tbe country
for Europe at a rapid rate, though tbe demand
for silver is at this moment rather elaek for
shipment. It is out of tbe question to say bow
long it mlcht continue so. At all events. there
ia no probability whatever tbat the coin now
so much complaised of will ever be wanted for
export; aid the amount as a legal tender being
so limited, and tne quantity or sliver likely to
increase, it behooves Congress to act in tbe
matter by increasing the amount of tbe tender

say to S25 or even $50. We sre aware tbat
Senator Slldell Introduced a resolution, during
me last session or uoogrees, rrq-iirin- tne
Vsommiuee on finance or tne senate lo con-
sider tbe proposition of increasing the amouat
of tender to $25; but it afpears never to have
been reported.

The bard money advocates in Congress do
Bot understand this question, nor do many
Diners, increase iae amount or tender cr ail
ver, and it will do more towards banishin:
from circulation tbe Issues of tbe thousand and

It Is con
ceded tbat our Legislature bas tbe authority
to charter banks, or enact laws under which
banks may be organized, prescnbir.g what kind
and respective amounts of note or paper shall
be issued by such bank. Of course it cannot
be doubted but wbat these bank notes can be
constituted and made a legal tender within tbe
limits of Louisiana. Conceding this, then tbe
Legislature bas the riebt to determine tbat
surer and gold com in any amount shall be
deemed a lfgil tender. Does the Constitution
of the United States, which Is often prated on,
prohibit such acts? We think not. There-
fore, it is the received opinion tbat our Legis
lature can determine mat aiiver coin snail be a
tender for all transactions within its jurisdic
iion.
