He first carted for a drink of water, which
beinc riren to bim. he said. "ther bad one end
of the rape around bis neck, and tbe other over
the limb, but as there was a God in heaven,
and herl below, be was Innocent or the charge
asainsthlm." Some one then cried out "bang
him up; be is determined to die with a lie in
his Bwuth."

He Iben confessed tbat be
bad shot Abernathy tbat seme difieulty bad
occurred between AberBathr. Jones and him
self 'bat be went to Abernathy in lbs field,
and attacked bia on the subject Abernathy
having no gun, acknowledged himself in Gray'a
power, turned bW back to him te walk off, when
he shot bim in the back. After he bad fired
the gun, Abernathy exclaimed: "You bare
killed me.
