The act of our Legislature, approved May
15. 1859, iatroduced changes ia the law aa it
existed before tiat da e, and the law is now
very stringent. B. tie first section of the act
of 18511, any free person of color, coming into
this State on board a steamer, plying out of
the limits of the State, ia to be lodged in jail
immediately on tie arrival of tbe steamer in
port, and is to remain there until she leaver-Thi-

lodging ia tail is to be done by the police
authorities.

The second section provides that the captain
may take any such person out of jail by giving
a bond with a penalty of five hundred dollars,
conditioned that theste'imer will leave the port
within twenty-fou- r hours, and that the free
person of color shall not be allowed to ga on
shore.

The third ection provide that on taking
said person out of tail the master shall pay
forty cents for every day he shall have been in
jail, and no other charges.

Tbe se tenth section provides tiat the Har-

bor Master cf the port of New Orleans shall
require from the master uf any steamer plying
without the State, a written statement on oath
of the number, name and place of residence of
every free person of color by him brought into
the State oa board his vessel that trip . the
mast r of the steamer is also bound, imme-
diately on bis arrival in New Orleaoa, to send
to the office of the Chief of Police a like state-Baer-

aa oath. And in case such master neg-

lects to furnish lie Harbor Master with sncb
statement, when called upon, or tr
transmit the same immediately cn his arrival

the office of the Chief of Police, he ahail be
condemned to pay a fine of two hundred and
fifty dollars, recoverable with privilege on the
steamer.

Tbe ninth section provides that the act shall
take effect from and after tbe 1st day of Sep-be- r,

185.
Tbe other prov isions of the act do not aStart
