The Leaden Tfeaet ef September 23d con-

tains the detailed report of Captain MeCHn-toe- k,

ef the steamer yacht Fox, relating to the
aUscerery ef the relies of Sir John Franklin's
Arctic exptoriBg expedition.

Captain McCHntock, after giving an account
of the voyage of Ihe Fox ap to the spring of
ISM, dasher which time they found so traces
nf the expedition, says :

The winter was anasnaHf cold and stormr.
Arraasemen's were completed d wring the win-
ter for canriee oat oar intended plan of
seareh. I felt it to be rar daty personally to
visit Marshal island, and is doing eo proposed
to complete the circuit of King Williams'
island.

To Lieoteaaat Hobson I allotted the search
nt the western shore of Boothia to the mag-
netic pole, and from Gateshead island west-
ward to Wynniatt's farthest Captain Allen
Yeanr. w aalllnt-master- , waa tn trace the
here of Prince ef Wales' Land, from Lieu

tenant 'a rnrroet,and also to examine
the re from K straK northward to Sir
James RsaV farthest.

Eatrlr rnriBg jearneya were commenced oa
the 17th ef Febraary. 1959, by Captain Toasg
and myself, Captain Yoaar carrying hit d'pot
acraas to Prince ef Wales' Land, while I went
tathward toward the marnetie pole. In the

hope of cemmaeicarinn with the Esquiraaax,
and rbt'inlag such information as m'gbt lead
n at once to the object of oar search.

I was accompanied bv Mr. Peterson, our in-

terpreter, and Alexander Tbompon, quarter-
master. We bid with aa two sledges draws
by dags. On the 23th of February, when near
Cap Victoria, we had the good fortune to
meet a small party of staves, and were sub-

sequently Trotted by a boo 45 individuals.
For foar days we remained In communica-

tion with them, obtaining many relics, and the
information tba' several years ago a ship was
entaaed bv the ice off the north shore off King
William's ialand, bat that all her peoMe landed
safely and went away to the Great Fish river,
where they died.

Point Ogle, Montreal Ialand and Barrow
Island were searched, without finding anything
except a few scraps of copper and iron, in aa
Esquimaux hidlng-pjac-

Kecrosslng th Strait to King William Isl-
and, ws coutlnaed the examination of its
southern shore, without success until the 2 Ith
of May, when, about ten miles eastward of
CapeHtracbell, a bleached skeleton waa found,
around which lay fragments of European cloth-
ing. Upon carefully removing the snow a
small pocket-boo- k was found, containing a
few letter. These, although ranch decayed,
may yet be deciphered. Judging fiom the re-

mains of hit dress, this sufortsnate young man
was a steward or officer's servant, and hie po
altlon exactly verified the Esquimaux' asser-
tion, that they dropped" as they walked along.

On reaching Cape Herech-l- l, next day, be
examined Simpson's Calm, or rather what re-

mains of It, which Is only four feet high, and
the central stones have been removed, as If by
men seeking something within it. My impres-
sion at the lime, and which I stilt retain. Is,
that records wtre deposited Iherebythe re-

treating crews, aid subsequently removed by
the satires.

After parting from me at Cape Victoria, oa
the 2Sth of April, Liautenant Hobson mad for
Cape Felix. At a short distance westward of
it he found a very large cairn, and close to It
three small teata, with blankets, old clothes,
and other relics of a abooting or a marnetie
station; but although tb cairn wa dug under,
and a trench dsgall around it at a distance of,
10 feet, no record was discovered. A piece of
blank paper folded up was found in the cairn,
and ttro broken bottles, which may, perhaps,
have contained records, lay beside it among
some atones which bad fallen from off the top.
The most interesting of the articles discovered
here, iBcludlntr a boat's ensign, were brought
away by Mr. Hobson About two miles further
to the southwest a small calm was found, bat
neither record er relic obtained. About
three miles north of Point Victory a second
small cairn wa examined, but only a broken
pickax and empty canister found.

On the Gib. o Mav Lieut. Hobson pHehed
bis tent beside a large cairn upon Piont VI

Lying among some loose etones which
had fallen from tb top of this cairn, waa
found a small tin case containing a record, the
sabstani-- e of which is briefly as follows:

"This cairn waa bnilt by the Franklin
upon the aaiamed site of Sir James

Ross' pillar, which had not been found. The
Erebus and Terror spent their first winter at
Beaehv Islaod.afterhaTinp ascended Welling-
ton channel to 1st. 77 deg., N., ami returned by
the west side of Cornwallis Island. Oa the
12th of September. 1846, ther were beset in

!t 70 o 2., ana long, vbzj vr. oir joun
Franklin died oo the Hih of June, 1847. Oft
the 29d of April, 1818, the ehipa were aban-
doned five leagues to the N. N. W. of Point
Victory, and the survivors, 105 in number,
landed here under the command of Captain
Crezler." This paper was dated April 25,
1848, and upon the following day they Intended
to start for the Great Fish river. The total
lost by deaths in the expedition, np to this
date, was nine officers and fifteen men.

A vast quantity of clothing and store of all
sorts lay strewn about, as if bere every article
was thrown away which could possibly be dis-

pensed with; pIckaxes,sboTeIs,boatt,cooking
ntensils, Iron work, rope, blocks, canvas, a dip
circle, a sextant engraved "Fredric ilorBby,
R. N.," a small medicine chest, etc

A few miles southward, serosa Ba?k" Bay, ar
second record waa found, having beta deposit-
ed by Lieutenant Gore and M. des Vceux: in
May, 1S47. It afforded no additional informa-
tion. . . a

When in latitude 69 deg. 09 N., and long.
99 dee. 27 W., we carae t a large boat, dis-

covered by Lieutenant Hobsen a few days pre-
viously, as his notice informed me It appears
that ibis boat bad been intended for the ascent
of the Fish river, bat was abandoned appar-
ently upon a return journey to the ships, the
sledse upon which sbe was mounted being
pointed In that direction. Sbe measured 28
feet in length bv 7i feet wide, was most care-
fully fitted, and made as light aa possible, bnt
the sledge was of solid oak and almost as heavy
as the boat.

A large quantity of clothing waa foand with-
in her. and also two human skeletons. One of
these lay in the after part of the boat ander a
pile of elotbng ; the other, which waa maeh
more disturbed, probably by animals, was
found in the bow. Five pocket watches, a
quantity of silver spoons and forks, and a few
religious books, were also found, bnt so jour-
nals, pocket-book- s, or even nam's open any
articles of clothinz. Two doable-barrele- d gans
stood upright against the boat's side precisely
as thev bad been dared eleven rears before.
One barrel in eaeh was loaded and cocked:
there was ammnni ten in abundance, alo 30
r 40 pounds ef chocolate, some tea and to-

bacco. Fael was not wanting; a drift tree
lay within a hundred yards of the boat.

Many very interesting relics were broeeM
a way by LI rat. HoD'on, and some re w ny my-

self. On the 5th ef June I reached Point Vic-
tory withoat havinz found anything farther.
The cletbinc. etc., was again examined for
documents, note books, etc., without eacte--s;

a record placed in the cairn, and anewer bar-le- d
ten feet tne north of it.

Nothine worthy of remark occurred upon my
return journey to ibe ship, which ve reached
on the 19th of June, five days after Lieutenant

This was the first Informa-
tion he recei-e- d of one ef the ships having
drifted on shore. One knife and one file are
stamped with tbe bmad arrow. The bandies
are variously composed of oak, ash, pine, ma-

hogany, elm and bone. The spoons and forks
were readily told for a few needle eaeh; alao
tbe batten, which they were as ornaments on
their dresses. Bewes and arrows were readi-
ly exchanged for knives. Previously to the
stranding on the netchborisg shore of tbe last
expedition these peepl must have been almost
destitute of wood or Iron. Some of them bad
even got only bone knives, tpear point. Some
of their tledget were teen, consisting of two
rolls of sealskin, flattened and frozen, to serve
as runners, and connected together by cross
bar of hose. Many more knives, bote, and
buttons, similar te those brought away, might
Dire of en eaiaroee, oat ao personal or ubjhnv
sal relies.
