And aa those prices
indicate, eatables are exceedingly scarce, and
it ia believed that Charleston woaid be totally
unable to feed sach a vast crowd at aav price.

On the other hand, Baltimore baa tendered
tbe conrention tbe Bee of her largest halls free
of expense. Her landlords and eating-hous- e
men Bare pledged Uemeires not to advance
upon their ordinary charges.

Tbe murder of
which Mra.Bllasiky waa convicted, occurred
on tbe 12tb ot March, 1899. Mr. Bilanaky. a
PoUnder ef seme weaHb; removed from Illi-

nois to St-- Pant In 1847, and there bought real
estate and oneped a salson. Tbt womas who
wa executed la at Friday, arrirtd at St. Paul
two or three ytars ago, from North Carolina,
whers It is supposed shs bss relativea living,
bat she baa persistently related to gtre any
account of her past life, more than to aay that
ebe haa friends living, who know not where
she Is, and from whom she evidently wished
to conceal her ignominious fate.

She married Bilanaky In 1857, and In their
family resided a man named John Walker, be
twees whom and Mrs. Bilanaky there existed
an HHelt Intimacy, aa was proved, both before
and after her marriage. Mr. Blianaky died
suddenly, and suspicion of foul play arose,
which led to aa investigation, resnltlDg In ths
conviction of bis wife, it being proved that
she pnraaMsed arsenic, and arsenic was found
in the deceased's stomach.

In Msy lost tbe succeeded, by mesne of
outside aide. In escaping from the la 11, but
waa some day afttrward, and In
December last, after repeated efforts on Ihe
part ot bar counsel to secure for her a new
trial, the day of execution waa fixed for tha
23d of Mares.
