Arrest of a Runaway Mare.
Irum tbe Cincinnati Eaqnlrer ot Sept. S3.

A boot four months age three slaves, broth,
ers, escaped from Messrs. Reed tc Pollock,
near Geimantown, Kentucky. It was

Iberia, Morrow county, Ohio, and warrants ,

were issued for their arrest, and placed in tne
hands of tbe United S'ates marshal for the
southern district Oi Thursday the marshal
proceeded to tb: locality, accompanied by two
deputies and some eicbt or ten men, and the
negroes bavin; separated, the posse divided
into three parties, the marshal giving full in-
