under the old Constitution bae suggest-
ed. All sdmit that its fundamental
principles, its distribution of power, and
modes of operation arc most wise and admi-rabl- s.

But since its adoption tbt e bare been
vast changes in the coadition of the Union.
Extraordinary revolstions In the commerce
and industry of tbe country, new habits of life,
radical changes of ojeiaiun, and new elements
sf wealth, new forms of currency and new
means of intercourse. What might have been
wise restrictions end limitations at tbs time of

the formation of the old Constitution are now
useless restraints, and wbst might then bare
been left safely to diecretioa and in'erpreta- -

tion, require now to be j'rictty
The tendency of all our modern improve-

ments, especially the new means of inter-

course, haa been forcibly and rapidly to in.
creaee and centralize the powers of tbe Gen-

era' Government. As lea mandates are carried
upon the currents of electricity instantly to
every district of thejeountry, and executed in
less time than it formerly took to indite them,
ite energlee and power have mere ted witbthe
progress in the facilities of disseminating its
will and orders. The most dietant parts of tbe
Union sre now more in; metely connected
have freer intercourse snd, if distance be
measured by time, are nearer to each other
than New York and Buffalo were in HU
What might have been dangerous theories of
State rights in 1799, when the States were rec- -
oned by time, so far span, and when tbe ties
of the Uniou bad not been strongly cemented
by 'intimate social, and commercial inter-curs- e,

would now be tbe only safe constitu-
tional doctrines and provisions to save tbe
States from sinking into provinces Under i.
ia penal irovernment.

The doctrines cf the federalists may hsve
saved the Union when the adhesive ties w,ts
wak, and the centrifugal forcee strong; hut
now their converse is demanded te defend tba
Sti tee from tbe sbsorni ,g influences of the
Federal Governor. -- nt, which has been concen-
trating upon itself almost the entire pub'ic at-
tention and insidiously extending Its f'.duence
ami power by exalting its hofors and emolu-
ments; while tbe St'et,ai tbei numbert mul-
tiply, sink intoinslsii6csec,snil theireerrtee
and honors are sought only as avenues U, !

advancement, for wbicb ambitious politi-
cians subserviently yield State rights and in-
terests.

The cbief fear and the greatest error of the
framers of the Constitution was tbs idea that
tbe Federal Executive would be oaable to
maintain iteelf against its
branches, and tbe assaults of the Statea. Oar
erperienre has proven it to be, instead of the
feeblest, tbe sovereign power in the Govern-
ment, bearing, through tbe dispensations of
patronage and honors, almost .imperial sway
over the judicial ard leritlativt deoartmentt.
and impoting ihrongh party organizations, itt
policy and doctrinet upon tht States. The ir.
uuence or uie reaerai executive has proven
dangerous to the liberties snd mortlt .f the
people, and the independence cf the States.
It it an illegitimate power sttained by tbe dis-
pensation of patronage. In a revised consti-
tution, this power should be greatly restricted;
postmasters, if not all federal officers-o- a dis-
trict should he elected by the people of the
district ia which such officer is to act.

We have tried twice to improve he mode of
electing a President. Another attempt may
still further improve it. No President, we

baa had a majority of the popular vote
aince Gen. Jackson. Wt are now mads deep-
ly sensible of tbe tremendous evils of having
a President impiseri upon the country by a
sectional miuori r, a result nerer foreseen by
tbe framers of tbe Constitution. We have
also bsd experience of the erie and daagerj
of electing a PresMeTit by Congress'. A sim-
ple ebsnge may protect ut from tbeee evils in
future. Tbe people ebould be required to rote
directly for the candidates for President, and
at tie same time vote for electors, who abould
be caosen by districts, not by genera ticket.
If none of the candidates receive s popular
majority, tben '..e electoral colleges to be d

to ebonte one of the two or thre highest
on tbe popular list. Thie mode would ttcure
a free expression of the popular choice, snd
avoid tbe dangers and corruptions of a con-
gressional election.

But tbe naoet essential change needed, is
some provision by which the General Govern-
ment can assume the highest, and to tbe pros-
perity of its citizens, the most important at-
tribute of sovereignty the con'rol of tbe cur-
rency of the coun'ry. At the date of the Con-
stitution, there were, we believe, but two
banks of issue in 'be Talon, and they had but
a limited loast credit ; tbe framers of tbe Con-
stitution bsd no foresight of tbe gigantic f-

inancial power to which Slate banka were to
rlas in tbe States, virtually taking into their
own nanus me power or making tht currency
snd determining its smount. By their usurped
control of the circulating medium, State banks
bare got the measure of vsluc of every man's
property in tbe land, lo depress or raise it ss
their interests or neretti'ies dictate. This
monatrous eril and crushing oppresaioi.
be remedied in a rerised Constitution.

In the bouse of repretentativei of tbe legie-

lature of Missouri, the convention bill being
before that body, an amendment was proposed,
submitting to the vott of the people the ques-
tion of "convention or no convention." Mr.
Claisosne, a member of that body, a native
of Virginia,' whose heart seems to be in the
right place, tbns spoke :

I am not here to-d- to apololgize for, or
justify the position of any Southern State in
thie Union. I have beard tbs charge that
South Caroline hss acted tastily In ibis mat-
ter. I have beard tbe whispering charge tbst
Mississippi bad acted hastily. I bare heard
it said that these States should have waited
the actioti of tbe border States. That may or
may not be so. But I know the position tbst
the Southern States now occupy, and it is not
the part of wisdom to bicker over what
past, bat the wise man and true patriot grasps
tbe future. Sir, whether South Carolina was
justified in acting as she has, I will leave ta
tbe sovereignty of South Carolina to decide.
But let gentlemen, when they cast reflections
on South Carolina, look to the past history of
this country and her glorious records upon ths
annala of this country, before they condemn
her action. Sir, who and what it that gallant
HttU State upon the Atlantic coast, command-
ing the entrance of tbe Gulf of Mexico? Her
history is embalmed upon tbe annals of this
country, from the beginning of the first war of
tbe tvevoiution to the present moment, in liv-
ing colors, that tbe aspersions of no man can
blot from that glorious and proud record.
Compare her with other States, and let us see
what her position is in the political history of
our country. Her Marion and Sumter were
foremost in our Revolution. Her Jttper, we
know, bad tbe courage to grasp the fainting
flag that the ady of Gen. Moultrie had pre-
sented to rbe Charleston volunteera and plant
it upon tbe fort from whose battlements it had
been shot by tbe British, though he knew that
in planting that flag there bt would perish in
tbe sttempt. Sir, be wss shot down while en--
ueavorii.g to repisce the nag, but as he
fell he wrspped its stars snd stripes around
Lis dying corpse and bade bis comrades tell tbe
lady of Gen. Moultrie that though he bad failed
to plant the flag upon tbe battlements, it wta
honored in its de th by tbe blood of a pa'riot
soldier. I recollect in the history of the pas
wben her Palmetto regiment was on tbe plains
of Mexico when tbe great light of Republi-
canism was in the halls of Congress, praying
that ber gallant soldiers might be welcomed
by tbe Mexican soldiery with "blcodv hands
to hospitable grates.'' I recollect that when
hcott led bis gloneut army to tbe palace of
the Montezumat; wben Quitman, that noblest
of Mississippi's gallant sons, whose name is
link".! wrii glory in lb- - defense of our coun
try, called upon a New York colonel to assault
a battery. There was no word of response.
Turning from the sli-- nt New York regiment
to the colonel of an Indiana regiment, be re-
ceived the tame tilei.t response. The Palmet-
to regiment, that had left South Carolina with
one thousand strong, and bad buried seven
hundred of tbe gallant band upon Taylor's
line, was in Hie rear of these two regiments,
snd old Qcitman 1 can see him now rising;
like Jackson in his stirrups, threw un his
head and cried at the top of his voice, "Where,
ob, where sre my glorious Palmettos?" There
was no response, but every hat left tbe beads
of ibe gallant remnant of that glorious regi-
ment, and two hundred and seventy-fiv- e proud
soldiers obeyed the orders of Gen. Quitman,
snd swept tbe last Mexican from their guns.
Sir, is that State to be traduced in this emer
gency? It coercion to be brought to bear upon
a people who, whenever our liberties bare been
at stake, have scaled tbe ramparta in tbe fire
of the enemy, and wrapped their dead bodies
in 'he flag of their country?

I bare beard it said, and it came soon me ears
like the bias of a serpent as we pats orer'he
beds of flowers upon our broad prairies at
night ant bear the hiss of the rattlesnake as
ws move aleiii-- that South Carolina had
traitors. Yes, she bsd ber traitors, and what
was their ftte? Wherever they were found,

Do von, gentlemen, doubt c.r
right to pa t thia bill Why, tir, if nothing
else than tbe withdrawal of South Carolina
had happened within the past three months,
weald not that be auffcient cauee for the
meeting of the people of Missouri in conven-
tion?
