To the Editors oftkeJpptals
The numeroui calls made through the preaa

at well a th- - pertonal spptication of friends,
to allow my name to b placed before tbe peo-

ple of Shelby county to repret-n- t them in tbe
State convention to aisemble on the 2.Vh of
February, induces me to sttte my viewt on tLe
preaent iasues, and define my position.

I bare never been a politician. Ibave never
been a candidate for office of any kind. I
deprecate anything like politics ia the ap-

proaching caavais, and d3 not believe that any
man ahould be elected to the high and respon-tibl- e

position to represent the people of Ten-

nessee in ber convention, who seeks, or is a
cindidate for the position. Tbe people thould
telct their best men without regard to party
or personal Influence. When they have acted,
I think it th duty of tb lertont tlcted to
ssrve tbeir country in 'bit, ber Lour of trouble,
and tbat no true pitriot will refuse hit
ervices.
It will be recollected that as far back as the

30th of November last, a public meeting was
called at Kxcbsnge building, in which I par-
ticipated, and acted aa one of tbe committee
on resolution.
