The "Stat Law." At s meeting of the mem-

bers of the Chamber of Commerce, at their

rooms, on night before last. It wss resolted

that a committee of seven be appointed by tha

ehilr to draft resolution expressive of tb

sens of' the body on tbe subject of the " S ay
Law," recently enacted by the legislature of
our State, to report at a meeting of tbe Cham-

ber to b held la tbe ssme pltce yesterday
af ernoon. At tbe appointed time, by far the
larger portion of the members of tb Chamber
were In attendance, comprising the very busi-

ness element of Memphis, and repreaenting
over $5,000,000 of capital. The meeting be-

ing called to order, tbe iep)rt of tbe committee
was called for, wbej the following resolution
were read, and, on motion, Ihey weie unani-

mously pasaed :

Wheeeai, Our geaersl asscmblr ha
a law designed to delay the collection of

debts, generally kniwn a a "Stay Law;"
aad wfaereaa, no necessity for ai.ch an enact-
ment exists in this city or ta this district of
Tennessee, and since we deem such s law
retrospective ia its operation and violative of
existing contracts, and also tending to impose
upon Tennessee the stigma of bad faith to
those whom our cittxess may be indebted.
Therefore,

ResutreJ, by the t hawiber o' Commerce of the
Oily of MemvUe, That we urge upon our rep
resentative in the legislature, the immediate
repeal of the act referred to.

Rnmrrtl, last as far as ibis aodr bas been
able to ascertain public aentiment, the forego
ing resolution expresses tue unanimous senti-
ment of the merchants and tradesmen of the
city of Memphis.

Rtiolted, That tbe baaty manner in which
this law was forced through the legislature, is
in our opinion an indication of the unwilling-hss- s

of its movers to encounter tbe opposition
that would have gone up from all nortiona of
the State, and wbich baste is deserving of tbs
strongest censure.

Ruoletd, That we hereby declare our de-
cides! condemnation of the course of those of
our immediate representative, who assisted, by
vote or otherwise, in enacting tins odious law.

Retolted, To ,t tbe movement of a law,
istroduced and passed oa it first read-

ing In ihe Seta e, repealing a most wholesome
and conservative law of forty years standing,
requiring debtors on appealing to the supreme
court, on plain debts, to give security and pay
twelve per rent. Interest, ' by this Cham' er
unquiliiedly ctndemned as odious and op-
pressive to tbe creditor class.

ftVao real, That a copy of these resolutions
be iminedisfeeiy forwarded by the secretary to
oar representatives at Nashville, and en
f'.rnls'.ed the city papers Tor publication.

It seetri to bo the general impression in
Memphis, snd especially among the business
community, for whose especial benefit it was
plead the law should be pissed, that it is bad
policy to legislate to desiroy tbat wbich is tbe
very substance of our prosperity and advance-

ment commercial confidence. We are as
sured tbat no Memphis merchant wants any
protection against the just demind of hi
creditors. As an evidence that affair have
not reached this desperate point in our city,
we may instsnce that but four protests were
issued by our banks yesterday, and one of
these was paid before Idle bank closed.
