volunteer, in that event, Tannessee will be

called on for ber quota of troops to invade tbe
other States of tbe South. If she retains her

Heaisnee to tbe North, she cannot consist-

ently refuse. The remedy is by an incision of
the ties which bind her to this despotic power.

What would be tbe fate of Tennessee, in a

Union with the Northern States, if she could

escape the rule of a war, whose end no man

ran foresee? A condition of vsssilags to an

arbitrary power. In a few years, the forced
abolition of slsrery. Already tbe proposition
is mooted by tbe to pur
chase, on terms ts be fixed by Conf-res- all
tbe slapss which msy be found in any State or
States' that may remain in their confederacy.

Tbe plan ii to issue the bonds of tbe Gov
ernment to the owners of blares, payable from
one to tea years, and than to rsise a aiakirg
fund by special tax to be levied on all the
States, to redeem these bonds. The liberated
elaree are to remain in tbe several States
inhere they may be found, and apprenticed to
their former owners, tbe wsges for their ser-

vices to be placed in tbe sinking fund.
Some such scheme of emancipa'ion as this

would inevitably be forced upon those unfor
tunate slave States that would link their des
tinies to the fanatical North.

The hesry tariffs imposed to protect the
manufacturing; interest of tbe Eastern States
would drain the resources of Tennessee, and be

more burthensome thsn she could well bear.
Tne vast diminution of tbe rerenue, from tbe
falliogx off of imports at New York city, cause
by withdrawal of Southern trade, has excited
serious spprebeasions as to tbe ultimste con-

dition of the treasu-- when the isolation of
tbe Sou'b shall be complete. With tbe present
tariff bill, snd in profound peace, tbe Nortbern
treasury would be bankrupt In one year.

We glance at these things merely to show
the (rest injustice which has been inflicted
upon tbe Soutb, and will be continued ai to
tbe peesniarv interests of Tennessee 11 she
continues in her present relations. They are

matters' wbicb sffect her political economy,
and should be secondary to tbe consideration
of her bonor, and the liberties of Ler people.

THE COTTON.
Ia riew of tbe fact that the Republican

party are now threatening to blockade the
porta of tbe seceding southern States, the
Charleston Mrrntrv suggests that the patriotic
planters keep back their cotton. In March,
it says, Europe will need supplies. If our
ports are blockaded, Europe will fiud a way to
open tbm. We can lire our southern people

for we only send a surplus crop to market.
The cotton States hare only need to agree, in

confederation, and, as an independent power,
demand the recognition of Europe. Texas,

alone, was gladly acknowledged aa such, and

Great Britain, through ber diplomates, tried
her best to keep her from entering the United
States Confederacy. With all tbe cotton

States united, we can bind the world to pledgee

of recognition, and even alliance. We can

declare our ports free to tbe trsde of all the

world. New England excepted ; discriminate
between soutbsrn and northern bottoms; issue

letters of marque and repriaal, and play such

a game with our Moekadlng gentry as wil!

cure them eery soon of tbeir warlike passions.
Only b' firm ; trust no business politicians, and

let the Colts and tbe cannon be ready.

The suggestion is a sound and practical one;

and It might further be added tht tbe south-

ern plantera woulj consult the interest of their

section by, foi one or two seasons at least,
and dirersifyiag tbeir crops planting

less cotton and more grain, and raising more

a'.ock. By auch a policy tbey would render
themseleee entirely Independent of the North

for tbeir food supplies, while they would rive
a sore lesson to tbe abolitionists of tbe North
and of Europe, and teach tbem the suicidal
folly sf making war on that institution by

Direct trade with Europe bas been a foror

Itc theme with the South for many years, yet

she baa done little in a practical way to cons-

ult-, mate the purpoae. Now tbat her patriot-ia-

and detrmination of as

against the North, ar fully and thoroughly

aroused, would it not be both wis and prudent

in the people to give some substantial evidence

of tbeir desire to encourage this noble scheme.

It Is known tbat Mr. Joseph Babbieee, of

this city, waa laat year appoinled commie-sione- r

of Tennessee, by our legislature, for
' be purpose of visiting Europe and facilitat-

ing, at far as be rouW, direct trade with tba

South. He visited France snd Belgum, and

bis heart ia filled with the enterprise. He hat
no doubt of Its ult'mste triompbsnt success.

A much bai'already been acoompllahrd, aa

pri bibly could be by one viait. One or two

more are only tnought ncesary to insure lb

fruition of tb: acbrme.
On bia first visit, Mr. 'Babbieee waa at a

pretty heary outlay from bia own private

puree, and ia view of tbe great benefit to re-

sult to tb entire southern country, we think

it nothing; but reasonable and right, tbat be
tbould a: least be supplied with tbe necessary
means by tbe voluntary and liberal contribu
tion of our public spirited citizens, but not
from the already deeply embarraaaed city
treaaary, at suggested by some, to defray his
ex: (!' on tb repetition of his visit this
Year.

Tbe folowitrg is a brief tummary of Mr.
BcasisaE's report to tbe board of mayor and
ablermen of thie city on bia return from En-

ron :

Mr. Barblere show. that Russia consumes
$- -t "00,000 worth of cotton aqual to say
fin.irOfl.flOO here, or two hundred tlioussnd
bales. This can be diverted to tbe boutti,
whereas, at present, it goes Ibroiurti English
and German hands, In English and German
f'toms. Belgium corsnme ix y thousand

bales of cotton, twenty-eig- thoussnd of
which ah obtains from F.ngland. This can
also be diverted to our own doors.

It costs tbirtv-si- x to thirty-eig- dollars per
tun freight from New York to Memphis, where
as it only costs from five to six dollars per tun
from the Eastern seaboard to our aoutbern
seaboard ; tbeoce some five or six to Memphis ;

showing two for one in favor of Memphia, or
a earing of twenty-fou- r dollars at least on

every tun of light freight by " direct trade."
It costs (at tbe mioimum figures) twenty

cents per hundred fr m New Orleans to Me-
mphisabout twenty-fou- r hundred dollars for
erery five hundred tuns of freight. The same
on a return cargo would be an equiralent
amount, aggregating forty-eig- ht hundred dol-

lars. A steam propeller, oscillating engine, of
"sDO tuna burtbern, only drawing eleven feet
water, can land tbe asme freight at Memphis,
and deliver return cargo, for one half, at least
six months In the year ; showing a very hand-

some profit of twtnt-fno- r hundred dollars on

the transit of one thousand tuns of freight,
and tbe one hundred and one charres incident

n all goods in transitu when not
counted in.

Tbe fair to be held at Memphis is not
ia fofo, hut it is merely lio attract

at'ention to prices and qualities, form com-

mercial acquaintances, and establish a system
of credits.

Exclusive of the principle of "direct trade"
and the virtue of a thsory that bringa the pro-

ducer and consumer together, realizing the first
or greatest price to tbe one, and the last or
least price to the other, by which intermedi-um- a

are diiren out and originala profited and
enriched. Memphis can be benefited as fol-

lows : The city of Macon had some 20,000
strangers at their air. 'Memphis is four
times larger. But suppose only 'be same num-

ber are drawn here, and they only spend the
small amount often dollars each, tbat is $200,-00-

upon whish a profit of 20 per cent, would
be realixed $40,000 would be distributed
smong all classes of our population. So it is

plain that, looking at it in a pecuniary sense,
upon the principle of large returns for email
and immediate outlays, our city ought to take
hold of the thing at once, and let at hare a

demouttration next fall worthy of ui.
Mr. B. Itaid he had done bis par'. bad

spared neither time, means or risk asked for
no indemnification hut merely wished to be
met half way, to enable him to carry the ques-

tion out and perfect the great scheme that is to
do so much for Memphis. The trade of our
city ia aix:y millions. Suppose a benefit of
only five per cent is realized, (which is but as
a drop in tbe bucket,) you tare three millions
of do lata per annum to our people. It is mag-

nificent beyond commercial cotiception.
Mr. B. alluded to propositions from mer-

chants of Marseille and asspciations in Be-

lgium. On tbe whole, the presentation was one

of facts, In which Memphis is plainly proven
a beneficiary if mm will take beed.

GET YOUR TICKETS, AND RE-

Taxatiob in Sopth CaaoLiffA The tlx
bill of South Carolina bas been unanimously
adopted by both branches of tbe legislature of
that State. The entire am unt proposed to be
raised by it is $1,800,00. This includes cer-

tain extraordinary contingencies which may
arise for tbe military and other exigencies of
the State, amounting to about $900,000. Tbe
amount uecessarv to meet the pressing de-

mands of the State, about $50,000, it pro-
vided for by aarnci taxation. Treasury notet
and bills receivable in amounts cf $50, $100,
and $500, f ir about $708,000. are to be iiaued,
bearing intereat at the rate of 7 per cent. This
rate of taxation above tbat of the previous
year is shout 25 per cent. The appropriation
of $30,000 for the dredging of MafTr.'s chan-
nel bas been restored, and $50,000 appropria-
ted to meet tbe ronting' nciet of mail tervice.
"Much of our future prosperity" remarks
the Covn'er, in commenting upon tbe passage
of the bill "of course will depend on the
peaceful termination of present disturbances.

Jones, of tbe county of Lincoln, wbo baa by
letter declined the pritition of delegate to tbe
convention at Wasbi'g'on City to assemble
on the 4tb day of February, 1861, be
moit respectfully and earnestly requested to
accept 'be position, and immediately repair to
Washington to participa'e in tbe action of tbe
same ; and that the governor telegraph him of
this action of the legistatnre.

In the momentous etep which our State has
ttken f dissomug its coni.ee ion with the
government of wbicb we I mg formed a part,
it is but just that we should declare the promi-
nent reasons which hare induced our course.

Our position it thoroughly identified with
tbe institution of slavery the greateti mate
rial intereat of the world. Its labor supplies
the product which cons'itute by far 'he targes
and important portions of the commerce of
the earth. These products are peculiar to the
climate rergtng on tne tropical regions, ana
bv an imperious law of nature, none tur the
black race can bear exposure to tbe tropical
tun. These products bave become necessitiea
ui tbe world, and a blow at slavery is a blow
at commerce and civiliz ttion. That blow bat

long aimed at 'be inst tution, and was at
the point of reaching its consummation.
There was no choice left ns but submission to
the mandates of abolition, or a dissolution of
tbe Union, whose principles bad been subvert
ed to w ork out our ruin.

That we do not overstate the dangers to our
institution, a reference to a few facts will
suffici-ntl- r prove.

Tbe hostility to this institution commenced
before tbe adoption of the Constitution, and
was manifested in the well known, ordinance
ofli!i,in regard to the nortbweetern tern
tory. The feeling increased, until in 1819-2- 0,

it dentrrsd tbe Soutb of more than half tb
rast territory acquired from Fance. Tbe same
hostility dismembered Texas and seized upon
all the the territory acquired from Mexico. It
bas grown tntil it denies the right of propetr
in slaves, and refuses protection to that right
on the high sea, in the territories, and wher-
ever the Government of the United States has
jurisdiction. It refuses the tbe admission of
nsw slave States into tbe Union, and seek to
extinguish it by confining it within iti
present limits, dtnying tbe power of ex
pansion. It tramples the original equal
ity of tbe South under foot. It bas
nullified the fugitive slave law in almost
every free State in the Union, and bas utterly
broken tbe compact which our fathers pledged
their fa th to maintain. It advocates negro
equality, socially and politically, and promotes
Insurrection and incendiarism in our midst. It
bas enlisted i's press, its pulpit and its schools
againt us, until tb whole popular mind of

tte Kortu is excited and innameo witu prej-
udice. It haa made combinations and formed
associitian to carry out its schemes of eman-
cipation in tbe States and whererer else
slavery exiits. It seeks not to elevate or to
support the slave, but to destroy bis present
condition without providing a better. It bas
invaded a State, and invested with tbe hor.o-- s

of martyrdom tbe wretch whose purpose wai to
apply Aamea to our dwelling!, and the weap-on- a

of dea ructions to our lives. It has
given indubitable evidence of its dtign to
ruin our agriculture, to prostrate our Indus-

trial pursuit and tu destroy our soelsl system.
It knows no relenting or hesitation in it pur-

pose; it stops not in its march of aggression,
and leaves ut no room to bs.pe for cessation or
for pause It has recently obtained control of

tb Government, by tbe prosecution of itt un-

hallowed schemes, and destroyed tbe last ex-

pectation of living together in friendship and
broth erhood.

Utter subjugation awaits ut it the Union,
if we tbould consent long r to rmain in it
It it not a matter of choice, but of necessity.
We must either submit to degradati .a, and to
Ibe lost of property worth four billion of
money, er we mutt tecede from tbe Union
fra r ed by our father, to secure this aa well
ts erery other species of property. For far
less cause than thit, our fathers separated
from the Crown of England.

Our decision ia made. We follow their
footsteps. We embrace tbe alternstir of
separation; and for the reasons t ere ata'ed,
we resolve to maintain our rights wltb tbe full
consciousness t f the jut ice of our cante,
and the undoubtinj belief ot our ability to
maintain It.

Mr. Davii. I rise, Mr. President, for the

purpose of announcing to the Senate tbat I
have aetitftctory evidence that tbe State of
Miasissippi, by a toiemn ordinance of br peo-
ple In conrention assembled, bss declared ber
teparation from tbt United S'.atea. Under
thete circumstances, uf coursi ray fnnctlont
are terminated here. It haa teemed to roe
proper, howerer, that I should appear In the
Senate to announce tbat fact to my associate,
and I will tay but eery little more.' Tbe occa-
sion does not invite me to go into argument;
and my physical condition would not permit
me to do so if it were otherwise; aad yet it
seems to became me to say tometbicg ou tb
part of tbe Sta'e I here represent on an occa-
sion so solemn as this.

It is known to Senators who hare asrred
with me here, that I bare for many rears

aaan essential attribute of Stat sov-
ereignty, the right of a Stats to secede from
tbe Union. Therefore, if I bad not believed
there were justifiable cause; if I bad thought
that Mis.tippi waa acting without sufficient
proTocatioa. or witboat an existing necessity,
I tbo'.ld stul, under my theory of the Govern-
ment, because of my allegiance to the State
of which lama citizen, have been bound by
ber action. I, however, may be permitted to
tty tbat I do think the bat justifiable cause,
sad I approve of ber act. I conferred with her
people before that act waa taken, counselled
tbe n then tbat If the state of things which
tbey apprehended should exist when the con-
vention met tbey should take the action wbicb
tbey hare now adopted.

I hope none who hear me will confound this
expression af mine wftb the advocacy of the
right of a State to remain in tbe Union, ami
to disregard itt constitutional obligations by
tbe nullification of tbe law. Such ia not hi
theory. Nullification and secession, so often
confounded, are indeed antagonistic principles.

ii lihca'ion is a remedy which it is sought to
apply witbin the Union, and against the agent
of Ike States it it only to be juetified when
tbe agent baa violated hia constitutional obli-

gation, and a State, assuming to judge for It-

self, denies tbe right ot tbe agent thus to act,
and appeals to the other states or tbe union
for a decision ; but when the States tbem-elre- s,

and when the people of the States,
bave so acted as tn convince us that tbey wilt
not regard our constitutional rights, then, and
tbtn for tbe first time, arriset tbe doctrine of
secession in its practical application.

A grea' ma-- , who now reposes with his
fathers, and who bas often been arraigned for
B want of fealty to the Union, advocated tbe
doctrine of nullification because it preterred
tbe Union. It wat becauae of bis deep-seat- ed

attachment to the Union ; bis determination to
find er me remedy for existing ills sbnrt of a
severance of the tie! wbicb bound South Caro-
lina to tbe other Sta'es, that Mr. Calhoun
advocated tbe doctrine of nullification, wbich
be proclaimed to be peaceful ; to be wi'hin
tne limits of btate power, not to dieturb the
union, nut only to be .1 of bnoging the
agent before tbe tribunal of tbe States for
their judgment.

secession belongs to a different, clasi of rem
edies. It it to be justified upon tbe basis that
tbe States are sovereign. There was a time

ben none denied it. I Lope the time may
come again, when a better comnrehei.sion of
the theory of our Government, and the ina
lienable righta of the people of the States,
win prevent any one rrom denying that each
State is a sovereign, and thus may reclaim the
grants which it bas made to any agent whom-
soever.

I therefore say I concur in Ihe action of the f

people or miieiaaippi, believing it to be neces-
sary and proper, and should hare been bound
by their ac'ion if my belief bad been otber-wia- e

; and this brings me to the important
point which I wish, on thit last occasion, to
preaent to the Senite. It ii by '.bii confound-In-

of nullification and aecrssion that ths
name of a great man, whose ashes now min-
gle with bia mother earth, bas been inroked
to justify coercion againat a seceded State.
Tbe phrase' "to execute the laws," was an
expression wbich Gen. Jackson applied to the
ease of a State refusing to obey the laws while
yet a member of tbe Union. That ia not the
case which is now presented. Tbe lawa are
to be executed orer tbe United Statet, and
upon tbe people of tb United Statu. Tbey
bave no relation to any foreign country. It ia
a perversion of termt, at least it is a great mis-
apprehension of the case, wbich cite that

for application to a State which baa
withdrawn from the Union. You may make
war on a foreign State. If it be t purpoae
of gentlemen, tbey may make war against a
State which bas withdrawn from the Union;
but there are no laws of the United Statea to
be executed witbin tbe limits of a seceded
State. A State rinding herself in tbs condition
in which Mississippi bas judged she Is, in
wbich ber safety requires that she should pro-
vide for the maintenance of ber rights out of
tbe Union, surrenders all the benefits, (and
they are known to be many,) deprive! berielf
of tbe advantages, (tbey are known to be
great,) severs all tb tie of affec'ion, (and
they are close and enduring,) which bave
bound her to the Union; and thus direating
henelf of every benefit, taking upon herself
every burden, she claims to be exempt from
any power to execute the laws of tbe United
Sttea within her limita.

I well remember an occaalon when Massa-cbuaet-

waa arrainged befortatbe bar of tbe
Senate, and wben thn the doctrine of coer
cion was rife and to be applied againat ber be
cauae ot tne rescue of a fugitive slave in
Boaton.

It baa been a conviction of pressing neces-
sity, it bas been a belief that we are to he de-
prived in tbe Union of tne rights wbich our
fa' hers bequeathed to us, which hat brought
Mississippi into ber present decision. Sue
has heard proclaimed tbe theory that all men
are created free and equal, and this made the
bails of an attack upon her socio! institutions:
and tbe aacrtd Declaration of Independence is
to be construed by the circumstances and pur-pot- 's

for which it waa mad. Th commoni-tie- e

were asaertmg tbat no man was born, to
uee tbe language of Mr Jefferson, boo'ed and
purred to ride over the rest of mankind ; tbat

men were created eqial meaning the men of
the political community ; that there wa no di-

vine right to rule ; that no nun inherited the
right to govern ; that there were no classes by
wbich power and plsce descended to families;
but tbat all stations were equally wi Mil the
grasp of each meraber of tbe body politic.
Thee? were the great principles they announced;
thse were the purposes for which they made
tbeir declaration; these were thj ends to wbich
their enunciation waa directed. They have no
reference to the slave; elte, how happened it
that lino tag tbe items of arraignment; againat
Geor.e HI, was that be endeavored to do teat
what the North has been endeavoring of late
to do, to stir up insurrection among our slaves.
Had the declaration announced tiat tbs ne-
groes were free and equal, bow was tbe prince
to be arraigned for stirring up insurrection
among them? And bow wat thit to be enu-
merated among the high crmes which caused
th colonies to serer their connection with the
mo'her country ? Wben our Constitution was
formed, tbe same idea was rendered more pal-
pable, for there we find prorieion made for
that eery clais of persons as property; they
were not put upon the footing of equality with
w hite men not eren upon tbat ot paupers
and eonricts; but, so far as representation
waa conctrned, were discriminated againat as
a lower csate, only to be represented In the
numerical proportion of three fifths.

Then, Senators, we recur to the compact
wbich binds at together ; we recur to the prin-
ciples upon whicti our Government was found-
ed ; and when you deny theta, and wben you
deny to us the right to withdraw from a gor-
ernment wbicb, thus perverted, threatens to be
destructive of our rights, ws but trsad In tbe
path of our fatbtrs wben we proclaim our in-

dependence, and take the hazard. Tbi ii
done not in hostility to others, not to injure
any section of tbe country, not even for our
own pecuniary benefit, but from tbe high and
solemn motive of defending and protecting the
rights w. inherited, and wbich It is our sacred
duty to transmit unshorn to our children.

I find in myself, perhaps, a type of the gen-

eral feeling of rny constituents toward yours.
I am sure I feel n hostility to you, Senators
from the North. I am sure there is not one of
you, whatever sharp discussion there may
have been between us, to whom I cannot now
say, in tbt presence of my God, I wish you
well; and tucb, I am sure, ia tbe feeling cf
tbe people whom I represent toward tboee
wbotn you represent. I therefore feel that I
but expreea their desire wben I sty I hope, aad
tbey hope, for peaceful relations with you,
thourefa we must part. They mar be mutually
benefichl to us in the fu'ure, as they bave
been in the paat, if you o will it. The reveres
may bring dissster on every portion of the
country ; and if you will have it thus, we will
invoke tbe God of our fathers, wbo delivered
tbera from the power of the lion, to protect
ui from the ravages of the bear ; and thus,
putting our trust in God and in our firm hearts
and strong arms, we wilt vindicate the right ai
beat we may.
