5. Congrei sbsll have no power to prohibit
or binder the tranapor'ation of slaves from
one State to another, or tbe Territory in which
slaves are bylaw permitted to be beld, whether
that transportation be by land, navigable
rivers, or high teas.

of party politics. It is true the church it not
reiponaibls for ttis opinions of the lasraed
writer, but tlisjworld will not so rsgar-- i it.

The great qusation which now preveBts th
ireommodation of oarpol.tiral .l.oerences.and
Uneaten to destroy .ur i.overmiirit, respects
the right of the southern people to remove with
tbeir slaves into the Territories, and to be pro-

tected there in the enjoyment of tbat property
as fully as they were protected in the State
from which they came.

Tbs Republican psrty deny tbat rigbt.
The Democratic parly Insist upon it. As to

all s'.htr questions, there is but little difficulty
in the way of an arrangement to whirl) both
can detent. Tbe important part of tbe effort
of the Princeton Renew, and tbat which alone
gives it weight, ii tbe attempt to show tbat
upon tbe great and hitherto irreconcilible
point of difference be'ween these political or-

ganizations, the Republicsni are right, and the
Democrats sre wrong

The fallacy upon vhich the whole argument
is based is, that slavery, ai it exiati In thit
country, Is purely a municipal instil uticn, 'and
it it asserted that until within the latt twenty
or thirty years, there was but one opinion on
this subject.

There could not be a greater error.
Slavery was, in lbs beginning, universal in

this Ui . It was part of the rommoa lam of
tbs country. It was no' established by any
local or municipal entci. :nts, but every man
who conld art" rd to buy and keep a slave, bad
an undoubted right to do o. Nobody would
have thought of questioning that right. That
slaves were property; in the broadest tense,
none beld more firmly than the people of New
Eng'snd, for they were the heaviest dealers in
them, not for their own use, but for sale.
Tbey made, out of the traffic, ths colloasal
fortunes tbeir descendants now
enjoy. At their instance tbe provision was
inserted in tbe Constitution, tbat this money-makin- g

business sbould not be prohibited for
twenty years. On the lHth of October, 1823,
the Supreme Court of Massachusetts, in the
case of Comwth vs. Griffith 2 Pick. Repts. 11,
tbe dittinguiihed Chief Jui'ice Parker, deliver-
ing the opinion of the Court, said, "it it diff-
icult in a caie like thie for persons wbo are not
inhabitants of alaveholding Statei, to prevent
prejudice from having too atrong an effect ap-
on their minds. We must reflect, however,
that the Constitution was made with some
States in which it would not occur to tbs
min. t innuire islialh.r alavea rrnnarlr
It waa a very serious queition, when ther
came to make tbe Constitution, what should
be done with the slaves. Tbey miirbt bavs
kept aloof from the Constitution. Tha' in-

strument was a compromise. It was a com-

pact by which all are bound. We are to con-

sider, then, what was tbe intention of tbe
ConsU'uti-jn- The wards of it were used out
of delicacy, so as not to offend some in tbe
convention, whose feeling! were abhorrent to
slavery; but we then entered iv.to an agreement
fksl tldpcr shoss'd be considered ae property.
Slavery would still bave continued if no ti

n had been made."
How could it have so continued? Under any

municipal law? Certainly not, but as part of
the unwritten law of the land. Municipal
laws were made to restrict and abolish it.
None were required to establish it.

I'tie argument, then, falls to tbe ground.
I'be asser ion that "tbe doctrine tbat slavery

is a municipal institution was tbe common
faitb of tbe country when the Constitution was
adop'ed, and when the Sou hern Statei entered
the Union, as it was held by our Preaidents
and statesmen until the time of Mr. Ca houn,
with few, if any, exceptions, is utterly nega-ative- d

by tbe whole political biatory of tbe
country. No fact is adduced in support of the
allegation, nor can it be sustained.

No statute was ever passed, in any of tbe
Sta'es which formed tbe Constitution, to

slavery. Many were pied, in every
Sure, to regulate it, Ne tutor ultra erepidam!
Would tbat our excellent friend had remem-
bered this maxim. The desolation which ha
fallen upon our country has, to a great extent,
been brought about by the interference of the
clergy in political alfaira. It it ssd to see the
Presbyterian church, in the person of one of
ber greatest representatirea, committing tbs
same grave error.

The great ability of the paper, its extreme
fainiesi as to most of the questions discussed,
and Its apparent and really intended impar-
tiality upon the main point, render it all the
more dangerous.

Tbe writer certainly cannot bave studied
the decision of tbe Supreme Court of the
United States in tbe dsn of Died Scott, or he
would not bave permitted it to be inferred from
hii arguments tbat tbe territorial question ii
an open one. He surely acknowledge! the
binding for e of tbe decisions of that tribu-
nal, and depreeates tbe idea of undervaluing,
nullifying, or treating them with contempt.
And yet that opinion contains the following
distinct determinations:

" Tbe territory, beiag a part of tbe United
States, the Government and the citizen both
enter it under the authority of tbe Constitu-
tion, with their respective right! defined and
marked out t and the Federal Government can
exercise no power on hit perion or property
beyond wb at that ins rument confera, nor law-
fully deny any right which it has reserved."

4 "An act of Coi.greso which deprives
a citizen of the United States of his liberty
or property, merely beciuie he came himielf,
or brought bil property into a Territory of the
United S'ttei, and had committed no offense
against tbe lawa, could hardly be dignified
witb the name of due proceis of law."

"It seems, however, to be supposed that
there ia a difference between property in a
slave and other property, and tbat different
rules mav be applied to it in expounding tbe
Con.t't'iiionof the United Sates." aaa

"Now, at we have already said In an earlier
part of this opinion, upon adifferent poin,the
right of property in a slave is distmcly an.t
expressly ifnrnied in the Couititutios. Thr
right to .. flc iu it. like an ordinary ancle of
Bierchiadite and property, was guaranteed to
the citixeni of the United Statei, in erery
Slate thit might deaire it, for twenty yean.
And tbe government, in express terms, is
pledged to protect it in all future time, if tbe
slave escapes from his owner. This is done io
plain words too plain to be misunderstood.
And no word can be found in the Cons itution
which gives Congress a greater power over
slave property, or which entitles property of
that kind to less protection than property of
any other description."

Tbe effect of the decision, agreed to by
seven cf the nine judges of that court, is that
the slaveholder has a right to take bis slaves
into any of tbe Territories, to hold them there,
and to have them protected, just like any other
property.

And lest the idea should bs insil ed on, to
which so much currency bis been given, that
the question! decided were not properly before
the court, It ii expressly decided by the judges
who concurred iu tbe judgment, that tbe mat-
ters determined were properly before them,
and tbat tbey were legally bound to decide
tbem. It is said by Justice Wayne, in tbe
opinion given by him, that " nothing belong-
ing to ibe case has been left undecided, nor
has any point been decided whicn was not
called for ky ths record, or which was not
necessary for tbe judicial exposition of iti"
and again, " Hit cait involvat private righ
of great vakie, and constitutional principles
of the highest importance, about which there
bad become lucb a differeuco of opinion, tbat
the peace and harmony of tbe country re-

quired the settlement of tbem by judicial de-

cision."

of arms. Public rumor has many re

ports witb regard to this matter, but we pre-
fer to ascribe bia unwillingness to act, as the
interests of the State uemand he should do,
rather to political than to moral delinquency.

We know what we lay when we assert tbat
there is not a member of ei'her branch of tbe
general assembly wbo would tbiuk of ssstim-in- g

to decide for the people of Maryland a
question like that euggestcd, the decision of
which every one must concede belongs of right
to the people themselves. We tbiok it would
be almost as presumtuoua for tbe Legislature
to asanme to decide that question aa for tbe
governor 'o do to.

If the legislature were convened, it would
feel it to b It paramount duty to give to tbe
people of Maryland an opportunif ; to declare
tbeir will in regard to tbe present extraordina-
ry state of affai.i.

"To ike Speaker and Members of tke House of
Representatives:

Gentlemeu : His excellency, the governor
Virginia, has transmitted to Tie tbe en-

closed resolutions, passed by the legislature of
tbat illustrious Comm inwealtb.

It will be seen tbat tbeir object is to induce
ths legislature of Soutb Carolina to aend on
commissioners to meet commissioners from
Virginia, and also from all tbe States that
think proper to send similar commissioners,
on the 4th of February next, in Washington
City, to and if practicable, to agree
upon some suitable adjustment" of tbe great
issues tbat bare been made in tbe confederacy.

Tfe are diipoied to treat witb tbe most pro-

found consideration every proposition that may
emanate from the State of Virginia, and to
yield to ber almost .vervthing, except what
may involve vital principles. More than a
year ago tbe State of South Carolina, actuated
by a moat sincere deair ta do everything in ber
power to avert the dinger! it wai minifeit
then threatened, the Federal Union, tent a com-

missioner to Virginia, and made an urgent ap-

peal to ber to step forward and devise some
plan upon which the States Immediately con-

cerned might set together, and save their peace
and tbeir rights, and yet preserve the common
Constitution as a blessing to all tbe Statei. It
waa than thought unnecessary, on the part of
Virginia, to take any steps to act in concert
witb South Carolina. If our sister States had
acted at tbat period, perhaps something might
have been done to secure new guarantees, by
which our peace and our chartered rights
might have been protected in a common Union.

As far as ths Northern States are concerned,
tbey bave, many of them, often violated their
obligations of States under tbe Federal com-

pact; and the compromises that have been
m 'de between the two great sections of the
confederacy bave been wantonly set aside.
We have appealed in vain to heir plighted
faith and to tbe integrity of the ovenaot. We
have been traduced and denounced through
their pulpits, 'heir press, their o.ators, and
tbeir statesmen, as unworthy of equality witb
them as States and even as tbeir inferior! in a
social point of view. Tbeir people bave uni'ed

overwhelming majorities at the recent elec-

tions, upon issues which opeulr iuvolve our
peace and existence, to put into po er a party
wbo entertain the deepen and most malignant
hostility to our institutions and to our people.
This is the great overt act of the people at the
ballot-bo- fiom which there ia no appeal to
any higher tribunal, under our system of gov-

ernment. Thev have agreed to place at the
L.bead of the army and navy a President, not

for tbe protection of tbs rights and tbe peace
oar people under t common inheritance,

fixed and transmitted by express charters from
tbe very origin of the government, but with
open and avowed principles of deep snd d

hostility, and with pledges made by bim,
tbe betd of a powerful party, for tbe final

extermination! of institutions essentisl to our
power as a people, and to the peace of our so-

ciety.
M

Wi have been forced to reaume our
original powers of government and to assert
our separate sovereignty as a State, in order to
seek that protection which we were compelled

believe would not be given to us snd to our
people under the power of such a party snd
auch a chief magistrate.

Uoder thess circumstances, however much I

might be disposed to yield tbe moat profound
respect to the State of Virginia, and to tny to
uggeition from her, ytt it is difficult to per-

ceive upon wuat grounds thit State could agree
send commissioners to Washington to meet p.

commissioner! from tbe Northern Statea as th
well as from the Southern Statea. It migbt
only result in deeper and wider difficulty and
confusion. 1 rc er the whole mit er, with
great deference, to your wisdom and decision,
hoping in any event that the kindest and most
respectful reply may be made to Virginia.

Perhaps It ia not improper ts state that tbit
Statt has agreed, through her convention, to
meet delegates from other seceding Stats at
Mon'gcmery, on the 4th of February, and our

pleaaant terms witb hit neighbor. Lsst
yesi k bongbt a third Interest In. the mill for
$3,000, and rented tbe other two third of bis
partners. He opened a family grocery store,
acd was a respected, industrious citizen. At
the November election be voted for Bell and
Everett, but took no part In politics or politi-
cal diserasatoai.
