the country population. Tbey are thinly strewn
over tbia great pasture ground, leading
generally a very indolent life, in charge of the
'eetanchas," or stock farms of tbe more

wealthy. They are very Illiterate, and a d

of miles from esch other, dwell in the
immence wsete, in rontinutl solitude. Thir
dwellings are made of low mode walls,
tbatcbed with the long grass of the pam-
pas, tied on a layer of reedi witb rawhide
string!. As I have before told you that tbe
pampas are devoid of natural forest trees,
s solitary tree seems to be tbe herdsman's
farorite shade, wbieb also designates his dwell-
ing. Tbe wbole furniture of a herdaman's
dwelling exhibit a scene of laziness snd dirt,
and would not generall ,' sell for five dollars,
yet they approach yoa with great kindneaa
when you meet tbem, witb tbe sslrrts'isn of

natural abrewdneas, and evident
independence of character.

These her dame-- or " roaches," sre from
Infancy taught to ride, aad there are perhape
no more expert horseraeB in tbe world ; much
riding ia required by the herdsman's mode of
life, aad be is never without a long butcher's
knife worn about his waiat. Hie cloak or
poucbe is of that gay parti-color- ed clstb,
w:i b all tbe satived wear. The herdsman is
never without bis laze, which is a cord or
thong made of atrong, well prepared rawhide,
about thirty yards long, buns in a coit to the
bind part of bit aaddle where it it alwaya read y

for use, and soon aa tbe lazo it thrown
and it taken effect, tbe borte of the
herdsman either stands etill or moves
off aa be stay be taught. Tbe lazo it
thrown by the herdsman with unerring aim, at
a fleeing ai imal or retreating foe; and the
herdsman of the plaina ii usually provided
with another instrument slraiisr to tbe lazo in
Ita use, called the koza, made of thin cords
of about three feet escb from tbe main knot,
which unites them in the middle, to the end of
esch of which is fastened a ball of about two
poundt weight. The boza is thrown I ke a
e'on from a aliag with a few twirls ever the
hand, entangling the legs of ths animal at
which it it directed, and instantly prostrating
It at tbe mercy of the persuer; and whenever
thrown, standing or at full speed, tbe herds-- I
anas s boza aeldom flies in vsin. Thus
mounted end equipped the herdsman is ready
for a journey of a thousand aailea. ts protect
himself, ssize his herd or defend hie country.

American supply fslls .bort of our wants, ss it
has occasionally done, the export! from other
quarters increase. For Ins'ance, four years
ago, the crops of tbe United S ates proved de-

ficient, and tbe consequence wit thlt other
countriet, and eapeciaiy India, sent ua an
amount making a respectable approximation
to the wbole American yield. From the slate
State, we got 1,482,000 balat, while from other
tourcei we actually obtained Almost 1,000 ,000,
of wbicn India contributed nearly ..

Assuming, therefore, that ouryeirlvconsump- -

tion may be reckoned at 2,400,000 bales, it
would not ba extrivagsnt to suppose thtt from
miscellaneous scurcet a supply might be made,
under the extraordinary pressure which would
ensue, to furnish us with 1,200,000; or, in other
words, with half the amount required. Here,
then, we tee ibe extreme effect which might be
produced by the suspension of cotton produc-
tion In the slave Statet of the U .ion, ard the
aboeolute intenuption of tupplie. from that
quarter. All our mills would bave to work
half time. That it does not follow, a. a mat-
ter of necessity, that all our work people
would earn only half wagea may be perfectly
true. It ii also true tbat tbe consequences
would be probably mitigated by economy of
eomumption and various other' inciden t of
tbe crisis, while it ii certain th.t tbe dearth of
material would be only temporary, and that
tbt irresistible ttimulut applied to cotton pro-
duction in other quirtert of the globe would
soon stock our markets a. abundantly a. be-
fore. All thit may be trie, and it may, more-
over, be admitted tbat th. utter de.truction of
the American cotton crop is too extreme a
rose to be fairly suppoeed.
