federacy, and to secure Ibe rights of the slave-
holder; State in their domestic institutions
a provision founded in lustice tnd wisdom, and
without the eDfercsfaent of which lbs compact
fail t accomplish the object of if creation.
Some of these Statea have impoaed high final
ind degrading penalties upon any of their cit-
izens or officers who ciyry out in good fai h
mac provision or me compact, or tbt rederal
laws in accordance thtrtwith.

Ia all the States, in viola
tion or that good faith and comity which
should exist even between entirely distinct na-
tions, tbe ptople bave formed tbemielvet into
a great sectional party, now atrong enough in
number to control the affairs of those States,
