It would impait stabllity, permanence, 3od
uniformity (o our commercial wpstem. It
woulll afford more efficient, certain anld valoa-
ble protection te Ameriean Indusiry than mli
the protective tariffa that Congrees can devise.

While it would be beasficls! to all the indyn-
‘rinl apd material interests of the United
wiates, it requires no argument to prove that
it would be squally advantageous (o all other
countrien who should breoma partion to such &
cotamerelal mrrangement, Each weuld fur-
nish & market fer the produetiuns of the sthar,
and be mutually benefiled by tlie reciprocal rx-
change. And above all, it would furnish &
bopd of perprtanl pemen and alliamce among
all the American counlries, and meke us obe
people for all puerou of nationn) defense,
when either might be unjustly assalled by any
European power.

Itisa matier worlhy of serious considera-
tion, whetber the American commercial uniom,
iz addition to the tarllf dutiew, should noi ke
authorized to take cogrizance af a 1 ght-bonue
syntem, eapyrightn for books, patents for in-
vontions tal rezulations, telegrapha, and
a usiform syalem of welshis and measares,
coinage, and such other rezulations as may
from tiwe to Lime be found necsssary to the
fresdom and eonvenience of the commercinl
and socisl intetesurss, witlon! distarbing the
domestic palicy ar political institulinps of the
couniries compoming the aulon,

I do not proposs that we: should initiate »
