The establishment of regular ateamsbip lines
between Belgium and certain portions of the
New World, bss long been a populsr pnject.
Many attempts to connect An'werp with New
Yoik bave tsken pises within the past twenty
years. They bave not been successful for
reasons which it is needless to mention. No
cause, however, hss been given fordiscourags-ment- ,

and the has come to make new ef-

fort e. Government and commerce aee the ne-

cessity or it, sn I it is to be hoped that the
establishment of a regular line or steamahips
between thia roit and New Yotk ia not Tar
distant.

But New York is not tbe only point of tbs
Uo'ied Ststes wth which it is desirable to
mslntain commercial relstions. The Southern
Statea aspire also to have th-- ir ateamsbip
lines, and to place tnemaetves In direct com-

munication wi'h this country. Negotiations,
in which tbs pis nters took the initiative, have
been on foo ror many years and hare arrived
at a auceessrul termination, and it is believed
that s steamer will soon be runuing between
Antwerp and Savannah.

A companr haa been organized under the
name or the n company, ror the
development of direc' commerce with the
Southern States of tbs United States of Amer-
ica.

To aid tbis project the General Assembly of
tbe State of Georgia, at its session or tbe 18th
of December, passed a law, the principal pro-

visions of wbicb are aa follows:
The societr, created for a term of twenty

five years, shall enjoy domiciliary rights on tbe
tenitory of the State of Georgia, and of trad-
ing, purchasing and selling merchandise there.
They shall alao enjoy all the crmmercial
rights and privileges of citizens of tbs State,
and on equal terms with them, to build, pos-

sess, hold and freight sea-goi- vessels pro-

pelled by wind snd stesm, and, also, to pos-

sess and use Bach quays- and lots ef ground
bordering on the river in the city of Savannah
or in any ports of the State of Georgia that
may be desirable, necessary or suit .bte to tbe
csnying out of ibeir operationa. They shall
have tbe right of alienating and disposing nf
such property as ws have just mentioned.
They shall be amenable to lbs courts or tbe
country, rhry shall have a common seal snd
signature for all papers uaed in the lranpor-tatio- r,

of merchandise, product of every kind,
and psssengers between the port of Savannah
or other ports of Georgia and tbat of Ant-
werp or other porta in Europe as they may
deem proper.

The directors and managers of the company
will proceed ss aoon as they deem it opportune
to the undertaking of tbe enterprise, conform-
ably to the regulations snd provisions of tbe
decree of tbs King of Be'g um of June 19,

Tbe company, when definitely organized, is
empowered to issue stock shares for the sum of
two millions of dollars each ahareat tbe rats
of twenty dollars, though they shall be priri-lete- d

to issue them at one hundred dollars or
more. These terms will be offered to the citi-
zens of Southern States, on condition that each
sbare of twenty dollars shall iepresent one
rote, and that in the election or directors snd
managers no shareholders shall havs mere than
one hundred votes, and tbat the provisions or
the statutes of the company which may be in
conflict with those proceedings shall be har-
monized with ihem. Tbe abarea thus issu'd,
tbe State of Georgia guarantees tbe interest
upon them at the rate of fire per cent, for five
years. A aum of $100,000 Is thus snnually
sppropristed by the State, upon tbe following
conditions:

In tbe first place a commissioner will be ap-
pointed by the government to examine the re-

sponsibility, resources and organira'ion of the
company, ita standing, and the mesne with
wbicb it is prepared to carry oat the intentiona
and provisions of tbe contract. He will make
a reinrn or the number of vessels at the sl

of tbe company ss well aa tbeir style of
build and capacity. If, after obtaining tbia
iBforsnatisa, be ia caBviocad that it would bs
to the real interest of Georgia to establish tbs
line, clothed witb its full powers tbe governor
sball guarantee, through tbr agency of tte
same commissioner, tbe payment of tbs inter-
est above stipulated,

Tbe annual net gaina of tbe enterprise will
be dedncted from Lbs sum of $100,000. and if
tbe net gains should exceed tbe sum such sur-
plus to be equally divided between the Stste of
Geortrts and tbe company, and it is claimed
tbat tbia would maintain tbe line. Things
would be so arranged aa toBineure a monthly
arrival and deparfare from Sivannah or some
other port within the limits or Georgia.
