He does not mesn to

construe the Constitution by hypercriti-s- l

roles. He holds that by universal Uw and

the Constitution, tbe Union of these Ststes is

perpetual. If the United Ststes be not a gov-

ernment proper, bat an association of States

in the nature of a caatraet, can the contract
be peaceably unmade, without tbe consent of

all contacting partiea?
I coisider tbe Union unbroken, and shall

take care, to the extent of my ability, aa ths
Con-tuti- expressly enjoins, that the fede-

ral laws shall be faithfully executed in all the
States, in doing this there need be no blood-

shed or violence, snd there shall be none un-

less forced upon tbe national auttority. Tbe

power confided to me will be used to hold, oc-

cupy and possess the property and places be-

longing to the Government, to collect the duties
on imports, but beyond what may be neces-

sary for these objects, there will be no using
force againat, or among the "people anywhere.
The mails, unless repelled, will continue to
be furnished. The course here indicated
will be followed unlets current events
shall show a modification or change to be
proper. The Conttitution does not expretsly
aay whether fujitivc sloygishalL be surren- -

r.eiioi.al or State authority. It does

not expressly say Congrest may prohibit slav-

ery in the Territories, nor doet it expressly say

Congress must protect slavery in the Territo-

ries. Oa these questions the msjeriry or mi

nority must govern, or tbe Government must

cease. The central idea or secession is iu
essence of anarchy. The rule of minority is

wholly inadmissible. I don't forget the position
assumed by some that the Supreme Court is to

decide constitutional questions, nor that s ich

decisions must be binding upon the liti-

gants while such decisions are entitled

to very high respect snd consideration iu sll
parallel caaes by all the otber depirtmenta of

Government. One section believes slavery

right, and ought to be extended t another sec-

tion believes slavery wrong, and ourht not to

be extended. On a separation, one section

would ultimately revive ths slave trade, and

tbs other refuse to surrender it by revolution.

He tae no objection to the amendment pro-po- td

by Congress, prohibiting the Govern-

ment from ever ttterferirg with slavery in the

States, including that of persons held to ser-

vice, express and irrevocable. No authority

ia conferred on the Executive to hx ths terms

for the separation of the Statss. Hie duty it
to preserve the Government and transmit it to

bis successor unimpaired. No Administration

can vary asriously injure the Government in

four years.
